Fire Insmrance.

Torag Emrror of THE HERALD :—

The recent destructive fire at Pittaburg, has dia-
closed the facis that the ostensible capit s of some
of the Tasurance Companies there were fictitious,
and that the public has suflzred deeply by the de-
ception. One comrany with a nominal eapital of
$250,000, and probably reermng premiums upon
thrice that amount, was found to have only
$50,000 paid in, The residue of the capital con-
sisted of directorsand favored stockholder’s notes,
without security, and now of little or no value.
Thus the suflerers whose property was destroyed,
and who still counted npon the sum insured as
something again to begin the world with, will re-
cover onlg a mete fraction of their losa. With this
example before ue, would it not be well, for each
party effecting insurance in New York, to ascer-

tain officially, the state of the company’s assets,
on which he cierenda for his all perhaps “in case of
loss. A general statement that the capital is in-
vested ia bonds and mortgages, nod other securi-
ties, is not sufficient now to satisfy the publie.
Let the amount invested in such bonds and mort-
gnges be apec:hed 3 if in United States stocks, or
State Stocks, let the sums and the States be
named ; orif ‘inthe obligations of the directors or
ntockhulden. let the stock be known. Baoking
associations are required to publish a full statement
ol all their investments quarterly, and Tnsurance
Companies should make a statement of their
assets ut least annually, and lay it before the pub-.
liec. Where one person 18 interested in the gecu-
rity of a bank, a hundred are dependant upon cor-
ﬁuranonl for insurance against fire for theirall. It
been rumored that some of the Mutual Fire In-
surance Gompanies possess no assets, except the
small accumulation of cash premiums paid in; and
that the notes of various individuals have been
borrowed for a small eonsideration, and held as
nominal capital. Now the public onght to know
whether or not the payment of such notescould be
exacted from the drawers, if such drawers had the
ability to pay. I think not ; as no value was origi-
given exgept the small per centage alluded to.

Again, where the names of worthy and respee-
table citizens are given to the public as managers
and trustees of a corporation, with which such
citizans have no connection whatever, is there not
a responsibility resting upon the partiea who thus
tacitly permit the use of theirnames? If decep-
tion or disaster should result—let those whose
names are thus brought forward look into the mat-
ter, that they may escape censure hereafter.

Nzw Haven, April 30, 1845,

To-day, at half-past 2 o’clock, P. M., commenced
the sixth session of the Association of American
Geologists and Naturalists. Its fi'st meeting was
held in the rooms of the Franklin [nstitute, Phila-
delphia, on the 2d April, 1840; the second in the
rcoms of the Acadamy of Natural Sciences, in the
same city, in April, 1841; the third convemicn
took place in Boston, on the 25th April, 1842, when
it was liberally resolved, ““That all those gemlc-
men, whether of this or any other country, who are
interested in geology and the allied branches of
science, and who may be preseat on this occasion,
be invited to unite with the asseciation during its
session.” The fifth session was held in Washing-
ton, in the second week in May, 1844, and on ad-
journing, the place selected for the annual assembly

this year was New Haven.

If science loves contemplation, quietude, and re-
pose, this place must be eminently fitted for 'he
scene of the enquiries of these learned men. For
a city of sixty thousand inhabitants—an old and
celebrated city—a city in the season of blogsoms—
it is extremely dull “The quantity of dust on some
of the streeta is most formidable, and contributes
to the sombre aspect of all creation here, Perhaps
the weather has something to do with all this; it
is of a completely nondescript character. It is
neither cold nor hot ; yet it is both. From the sun
to the shade brings you from the tropics decidedly
