The Christian Allinnee held 1ts third anniversary
meeting on Thurseday evening, in Dr. Cones’ Church,
Broome street. At eight o’clock the edifice was en-

Meeting In Behalf of the Amncrican Board of
Commisiloners for Forolgn Missions, at the
Broadway Tabernacle, Moy Oth.

This meeting was called by the board of direc-
tion, for the purpose of improving the opportunity,
which the large number of the clergy and laity from
abroad, in attendsnee on the various anniversaries,
presented of circulating through the country mis.
sionary intelligence, and of awakening in the com-
munity, an interest in the atfairs of the society. The
Tabernacle was well filled, and the audience up-
peared to take a lively interest i the proceedings.
At 10 o'clock, A. M., the Hon. Theodore Fre-
linghuysen, President of the Board, took the chair; |
and the oxercises commenced with prayer, by the |
Rev. Dr. Beecher, of Cincinnatti.

The Rev. Dr. AumsrronG, one of the Secretaries, |
then rend = statement of the operations of the Board |
during the last year. The past year, said the Secre-
tary, has been un eventful one in the_history of our
niissions in Western Asia ; thu_ﬁggouuon which hus
been manifested by the "I'urk] government ; the |
many obstacles it has thrown in_the way of a
semmination of the gospel truth, huve been, to a

at extent, withdrawn, The Sultan has destroyed,
his religious toleration, the fundamentul maxim

ol the Koran. We have now facilities there for

building up the waste places, which, with the bless-

ing of God, we are determined to improve. The
mission to the Nestorians is abandoned. Dr. Grant,
the intrepid sluneer of the mission, died of fever, in

1844; he had labored long and fuuthfully, and now is

enjoying an exceeding great reward, We had to

centend with fearful odds in our mission to that peo-
le. The Greek Patriarch and his brothers, with the |
atholie priesthood, backed by the political influence
of France, at the Persian Court, were all marshalled |
against our missionaries. In Syria, there has not |
been much done. Our missionaries, however, are
preaching, and the people learning that the truth as
itis in Jesus, will set the nations free.  The mission |
at Jerusalem has been transferred to Beyrooth. We |
have every reason to be satisfied with the fruits of |
this mission; whole Greek families, in the face of |

the bitterest persecutions, have embraced Protestant- Il

isi, and I rejoice to say, remain faithful to theirpro-
fersion. The most bitter antipathy seems (o exist in
the minds of the unconveried Greeks aguinst the
Protestant doctrine. 'The Bible is notallowed to be
read, and in many wayas the Greek Church shows it-
self a fitting coudjutor with the papal hierarchy in
the work of oppression. The ugmlual existence of
the Armenian Church is nothealthy—we have, how-
ever, Eome native teachers there, who are eflecting
much good, and the demand for ,ﬂae Bible in increas-
ing, in face of the most determined opposition. In
Constuntinople, so mony attend the mission church
that the editice can scarcelilhold them, and once a
weck prayer meetings ure ‘held in the city

¥ Nt proper,
by nutive teachers, and this is in  Constanti-
ucple, the metropolis of the Mosalem world.

Tne mission on Jabon river, in West Africa,isa
most iruitful field of Christian labor, and soon an
aventue will be opened to the dark and almost
most unknown region in the centre of Africa, where
Christians will have an opportunity of extend-
inyg the blessings of religion. This mission has sus-
tmped a serious loes in the deuth of Mr. Griswold.
There wus nothing of importance from South Africa.
‘The Seerctary then went into a detail of the vpera-
tens of the Board in Hindostan, showing the pros-
pereus condition of the missions there, and obsery-
i, in conglusion, that their agencies there should
be increased at least an hundre':Fl'old. In Ceylon, the
indicution of the downfall of idolatry is becoming
more wnd more distinet from month to month, Oar
missicuaiies there are sending home loud eries for
help, #nd the praodential eommittee earnestly desires
1o auswer the ery.

We have two mission-
arizs in Hong Kong, and one in Amoy; the last is of
the Reformed Luteh Chureh, and labored formerly
with great faithfulness in Borneo. The Bourd strong-
ly desre to form a third wission on the Northern
Coust, and we ought to send out at least twenty
more missionaries. In the pustoral care of large
churches, the missionaries ﬁ::a 1 depend ma-

terially upon the native assistants ; they have
proven themselves, fuithful and competent. In
many of the villages, the converted Chinese are

building substantial school houses, and some of theimn
support their own churches, One of the churches
raised for that purpose §125, the very first quarter
they met. No intelligence of moment has reached
us from the Oregon mission. The aspect of the mis-
sions among the uborigines of our country generally
ismost fuyorable. The great difficulty missionarics
find im inculcating the truth, is the avarice and wick-
edness among professing Christians. He would
say, in justice to the Indian character, that the Che-
rokees and the Choctaws in point of morality, &e.,
compare favorably with Americans in their neth-
borhood.
