The Crops.
The Petersburg (Va.) Intelligencer of Saturday latt,

says :."The Wheat crops in the James rivor countyabove tide water have been damaged seriously by the
frost and dry weather. Great complaints too have reach¬
ed us in respect to the Tobacco plants. Many plantersindulge the apprehension that the injury is irreparable,and that, under the most favorable circumstances, not
more than half an average crop can be reasonably anti¬
cipated.
Tho American Maryland Farmer of yesterday, says :

In almost every direction within the range of tne wheat
growing regions, the prospects of the wheat crop aro fa¬
vorable. Injuries in some quarters have been sustained:in some instances by the worm, in others by the fly and
the drought, and in others, from winter killing; but still
judging from the various accounts, as we find them in
our exchange papers, we incline to the opinion that the
crop will be a fair average ono.

In somo parts of Virginia, what is there called the MayWheat, is so forward in head, as to justify the anticipa¬tion of a much earlier harvest than usual. We note tlas
fact to append the remark.that, in the earliness of this
vnriety the farmer may find the surest guaranty againstthe rust, as its period of ripening will exempt it from that
peculiar condition of the atmosphere which, at a later pe¬riod, always precedes and accompanies the developmuntof this disease.
From all parts of Wisconsin Territory we learn thatthe wheat looks finely. Never, saya tho last Milwaukie.Sentinel, it is said, was there a fairer prospect for a largecrop of Wheat than there is th« present season.

Although the season has been thought to be unfavora¬
ble thus fur, yet a better stand of Cotton has never been
soen. So says tho Oreuada, Miss., newspaper of the 26th
ult.

John Ross, the Santa Anna of the Cherokee Na¬
tion, has at length arrived, and puts up at Fuller's
hotel. The anti-Ross party have charged that h«
has misappropriated the moneys ofthe nation derived
from the Federal (Government.that his administra¬
tion of the local affairs of his tribe have been high¬
handed, despotiral. and extravagant.and they have
petitioned the President for redress. Ross, we sup-
l>ose, conies upon the principle of self-defence..
Doubtless, as the final proceeding, this intestine dif¬
ficulty among the Cherokees will be settled by arbi¬
trators appointed by the General Government.
There is a body of men at work grading the Ave¬

nue at less than the standard wages, to wit,K74 cents
per dnv. There has been a fight about this reduction.
A committee of Irishmen, near a hundred strong,
yesterday marched up to the ground where, these men
working under wagea were employed, and ordered
them to desist.to stop.to lav down their picks.
and refuse to work for less than a dollar. The
workies declined, and a regular /Wagonian row was

the consequence. There was a terrible flour¬
ishing of sticks, falling of men, and flowing
of claret for a while, till reinforcements arrived at
the ringinu of a fire l>ell, to the assistance of the
workies and the police, when the invading party
dispersed, with the loss of four prisoners, who are

now in the lock-up of the county. Some say that
Jeniiny Maher, the public gardener, was an instiga¬
tor to this disturbance. Not so. Mahcr is opposed,
of course, to laborers selling themselves out from
sun to sun ut hard labor in the broiling heat, at 871
cents; but he regards it as none of his business al¬
ter they have resolved upon it, to interfere. Maher
could flourish a shillelah in a good cause with the
best of them ; but this case, he says, is all "d.d
folly. If niNi are such fools as to work for no¬

thing. let them do it."
