First Night of the New Grand Opera la Phi¬
ladelphia.
Philadelphia, June 5,1845.

The musical part of the Philadelphians have for
some weeks past been kept in a state of expectation
and hope for the production of an original American
Opera, the libretto and music of which are both by
" natives to the manner born." The Messrs. Fry,
were the gentlemen who jointly undertook the task,
and the result of their joint labors has been the opera
of Leonoru, which was produced last Wednesday
night, at the Chesnut street theatre, to one »f the
most fashionable, brilliant, and crowded audiences
that have assembled within its walls for some time
past. Amonjf the numerous influential and weighty
persons that were present, we noticed Vice Presi.
dent Geo. M. Dallas and family, Commodore Elliott,
and in fact the dress circle and second tier of boxes
were tilled with the first families of Philadelphia,
and so great had been the rush for seats for some
.lays past, that the managers found it necessary to
reserve part of sixteen of the boxes, on the first
and second tiers unlet, till the time of opening the
doors on the evening of the first performance, in
order to atl'ord some chance of admission to the
munerous strangers who had come to Philadelphia
expressly to see this opera, and who, consequently,
had not an opportunity of pre-engaging their seats.
Before seven o'clock there was a numerous assem.
blafe in front of the theatre waiting patiently for the
opening of the doors, and in a few minutes after
thiit'.took place, every ticket was sold and the house
crammed. There were at least eighteen hundred
present.
The Opera itself is founded on the same story as

Bulwcr's Lady of Lyons, and is composed of the
same incidents, the.only alteration being that the
characters of Col. Damns, Madame Deschapelles,and Glavia, are omitted, and instead of a mother
Claude has a sister. The scene also is laid in Spain,
in the sixteenth century, instead of in Lyons. The
following is the cast of characters:.

scenes The orchestra consisted of fifty performers,under the direction of Messrs. Meignen and Chubb,
and the chorus numbered seventy of both sexes, and
among ihem were several amateurs of Philadelphia.The scenery, properties, and costumesi were all
new,and got upexpressly for this occaasion; the stage
management vyas under the direction of Mr.ftichings;mill in fact no pains or expense has been spared in
getting it up with the utmost attention to detail and
scenic effect. The music of the piece was received
very favorably, indeed. It is rather noisy occasion¬
ally, and many of the chorusses, and some of the
concerted pieces, will bear pruning .very advan-
t igeoufcly, us it was near one o'clock before the per¬formance was concluded. All the business of the
opera rests on the three characters supported by the
Seguins and Frazer; and in their hands, as every
one will suppose, the utmost was made of their parts.There are one or two beautiful airs and duetts 111 the
course of the piece, which, whatever may be theopinion that the public may finally form of the whole
opera, will be certain to become favorites. The
groupings and tableaux were some of the mostbeuti-
fully peilect that we have ever seen on the stage,and added much to the eclat with which the whole
uti'air went oft'. In fact, the complete mitt en scene
was perfect. The want of librettos among theaudience was much felt, but we understand that
they will be issued in a day or two, when the operashall have been condensed to a proper length.At the fallinc of the curtain, Mr. Fry was loudlycalled for, ancC niter some little delay, appeared andsaid, "that he must apologize for the incoherent re¬marks that he was about to make, by pleading theabsolute prostration he at that moment labored under,
consequent on the intense and unremitting labor that
had been demanded of him in the getting up of this
opera. lie individually thanked them for the inte¬
rest they had displayed and th« applause they hadbestowed on his work ; but, for the music itself, heleft it entirely in their hands, to approve of it or not,as they judged it worihy. He would state one thing,that it was entirely American. As long back as the
year 1831 lie had been struck with the fact that this
country had neglected to keep up with the rest ofthe world, as regards music, and he had then la¬mented that such was the case, lie at that timecommenced the regular study of music under the di¬rection of ins friend Mr.Meignen.who was a graduateof the Conservatory of l\tris, the first musical schopl
in the world ; and, with his assistance, he hud con*tinned his researches into the science of music.(Applause.) He would now distinctly say that hewished this producton to stund or fall by its own
merits. (<ircat applause.) But not to him belongedall the credit of the labor in this undertaking: theauthor of the libretto was entitled to much, ft hadl»een a mooted ooint as to whether the English lan¬
guage was at all capable of being fitted for the ac-
comi<anyinn musical sounds; and, in order to testthat, the author, in this instance, had gone througha course of study, to endeavor to mould the Englishlanguage into the proper sha|>e for music. How farhe had succeeded.they must be the judges of. (Greatapplause.) It had been stated in some of the papersthat this was the first American opera ever written.Such was not the case. Since the year 1831, he hadwritten not only one, but several grand operas ; butfrom various causes.none of them had ever been pro¬duced ; but still this, instead of being the first, wasthe last. It had been written since the. month ofFebruary last, m his spare moments,and had been gotupon the stage in three weeks. lie would here tenderhis sincere thanks to Mrs. Seguin, the Prima botinaof the evening, the music of her part had beenwritten with espccial reference to her voice, andhow she had executed it, the audience had heard;how they were satisfied, he could not know, (im¬mense applause) but he knew that as far as he wasconcerned, lie was satisfied, lie also thanked Mr.Meignen for his efficient direction of the wholepiece, and Mr. Chubb for his leading in theorchestra ; he also thanked the remainder of theperformers in a body, also the choristers, not onlytor their performance that evening, but also forilieir attention to the rehearsals. He concluded by-aving that if the audience were leased with themusic it was now theirs Hnd they might take it;ii on the conirary, they did not like it, to reject it."There was immense applause on his retiring he-hind the curtain, and the piece is announced foievery evening this weeK.The music is heavy, veiy heavy; tile chorussesbeing perfectly tedious and full of noisy accompani¬ments, and thepieee generally does not rise abovemediocrity. There are two or three pretty airs init, that 1 think will become popular; aad if I could

have procured the words, I should have seat them
on, but I hope to be able to get them to-morrow,
and will take them on with me. If it had not been
lor the admirable way in which the stage arrange¬
ments were tot up by Kiehing's, I do not think the
piece would have gone down; however there was a

great deal of applause given, and a good many of
js friends being in the hou.se, probably accounted

for it. As a piece of composition, I do not think it
can compare, either music or libretto, to those of
Horn ana Morris in the "Maid of Saxony." I shall
attend again to-night and on its second representa¬tion the curtailments may have improved it some¬
what.

Two heavy frost*, experienced in the vicinity of Pitts¬
