I knew nothing of the
order for her to proceed to Norfolk; she proceeded to
Norfolk ou Tuesday morning, 10 30 A.M., the lttth ol
March, 1845, civil time, lrum Annapolis down Chesa¬
peake Baj. 1 left the ship within half an hour after her
arrival at Annapolis, on leave from Capt. Voorhees, for
forty-eight hours from tho following morning; 1 re¬
turned to Anapolis on Saturday morning, the Kith,
at hall past tea I was going oil', and met Capt. Voorhees,
who requested me not to take a bo it until further
iaatruc'ed by him, as he had use for them. 1 sub¬
sequently went oil' to the Congress obout one o'clock.
The wind duriug Saturday, and 1 think Sunday, prevailedfrom the northward and westward, and the weather pret¬ty good ; by my own remarks in the log-book, under my
Own signature, I find the following memoranda :." Tho
wind prevailed on Saturday, the l&th, from 8 to midnight,
northward and westward and clear. Sunday, the ItSth,from meridian to 4 P. M., moderate breezes from N. and
W. and clear weather. Monday from midnight, the
nifht before ; light breezes from N. and E. and passingclouds. At 4 P. M. the wind shifted to 8.8. E. Tuesdaythe 18th, from 4 to A A. M. moderate breezes from 8 and
W., clear cold weather." I know of no other circum¬
stance that shows despatch or delay, except on Monday
at j P M. all hands wore called to get the ship under wav,but did not succeed owing to the lreshness of the winds.
I . he Judge Advocate in reading over the journal to the
witness, asked how the ter'n "underway"' should bo
spelled as lie came to it; the manner et his spelling
I do not recollect, as he did not speak very distinct; I
think it wus the same as I have it, but there were
others who differed from him, saying it ought
to be spelt weigh.by reference to Webstar, 1 find
the following remark and definition to the word way
" To be uuder way, in seaman's language, to be in motion,
as when a ship begins to move."] T do not recollect any
thing ou Saturday or Sunday that hindered our getting
under way ; we did get under way on Tuesday mrrniug;
in my previous answer I hai reference " to getting under
way" to our proceeding down the bay. [The witness
stated that this was merely his own opiniou.J By refer¬
ence to the log-book I sec we arrived at Norfolk on Sa¬
turday morning, the 24d of March ; we were four and a
half days going from Anapolis to Norfolk. [A discussion
here took place as to the circumlocutory manner pursu¬
ed to elicit testimony; that all the might have been ob¬
tained in asking the one simple qMstion, " Was there
any unnecessary delay alter tho Congress weighed an¬
chor at Anupolis, in proceeding to Norfolk f)
By the Coi-bt.After my leave oMabsence had expir¬

ed, 1 think, that on Saturday and Sunday the wind and
weather were favorable for our proceeding down the
bay ; I have no doubt in my own mind as to thi i fact
By the Judge Advocate.The winds on Saturday and

Sunday were, in my opinion, even more favorable,
than they were when we went down the bay :
when the vessel attempted to get under way, the wind
was nearly down the bay ; I 1ikt£ no recollection how
far we proceeded to get under way, or whether the cap¬stan bars were shipped or not; it was blowing very frcsn,
during part of the afternoon; there was no sea; we
were lying under one anchor; the top gallant yards
were not up; we were always prepared for a blow; but
no additional preparations were made on that day, as 1
recollect; I do not know whether the shin could get un¬
der way tho day we attempted, or not; (the witness was
urged hy the Judge Advocate to give his opinion, when
a member replieJ, " that hii opinion was not evidence;
but facts, facts alone wero all that were required " The
president made some remarks, and the witness wished to
give his reasons for tho answer he had given abovo. The
President being interrupted thus, said, "one at a time,
sir, if you please," and when through, witness gave his
reasons as follows :) We had had great difficulty with our
messenger; in coming up the boy we had parted it seve¬
ral times, and it failed with a new one made on a stream
cable. My impression is, if we had attempted to heave
tip the anchor at that time, the messenger would have
parted; both the messenger, and the stream cable used
as a messenger, parted in coming up the bay.

without parting them.
By tie Judge Advocate.They were never tried in any

By the Jcduk Advocate..The hook of orders was at

the cabin door a very short time after I joined the ship at
Portsmouth, on the 7th of May, 18-IJ. An interlineation
was made, the same as the marginal noto in this book,
(which is produced as a copy of the other) after Capt. V
returned from a visit to Washington, U. C., and I know
that the lieutenants were authorized to punish, just be¬
fore sailing fiom Portsmouth, N. H in July, 1812.
By the Cot rt..No other authority, than is contained

in this 83d Article, was given to the officers to inflict
punishment.

Philadelphia.
[Correspondence of the Herald.]

Philadelphia, Sunday, June 30, 1845.
For the last eighteen hours our city hai been undergo¬

ing a complete drenching. A strong northeast storm
haajprevailed, and our streets and the adjacent country
has been comfortably soaked. What a glorious rain it
would have been to the farming interests had it come five
or six weeks ago !.but coming at this| time, its benefits
are accompanied by some considerable drawbacks.
The city has assumed a state of confirmed quiet since

the 26th, and peoplo begin to compare notes as to the
procession. They have pretty generally arrived at the
conclusion, that with the exception of the military dis"
play, it was an entire failure. Our authorities made no

attempt to give it eclat; on the contrary, they rather dis¬
couraged it, yielding a reluctant assent even to the ftring
of half hour guns in Pennsylvania square. Although the
Municipal authoiitiea of the adjoining districts, all the
Boards of Commissioners, Ice., participated in the cere¬

monies, the Councils of the city abstained, and the ma¬

jesty of the great city of Philadelphia, the metropolis ol

Pennsylvania, was represented in a great national demon¬
stration of gratitude Tor eminent public services, by two
individuals, the Mayor and the Recorder. The leaders
of the whig party, generally, encouraged the neglect;
they labored to make it a failure, and I am grievously
mistaken, or they will meet thoir reward at the hands o',
an outraged people. Too much praise cannot ho award¬
ed to our volunteers for the prompt manner in which
thev responded to the national sympathies. About 300<
well disciplined troops were under arms, and, although
there has been a pitiful attempt to magnify a slight mis¬
understanding hotworn a Tew members of two compa¬
nies, into .» serious disturbance, they conducted them¬
selves throughout, with the utmost decorum. The IJni
ted states troops at Kort Milflin, and at the Arsenal at
Frankfort, were not in the procession. They number
about ISO men, and their abaence is accounted for, from
the fact that they received no invitation from our milita¬
ry, and their seclusion Irom, and comparative non-inter-
course with the officers of our volunteers, was the cause
of their being accidentally overlooked. It was certainly
a pity, and such a thing will never be permitted to occur
again, should a similar parade take place.
There is very little news stirring. Seguin had a bene¬

fit, last evening, at the « hesnut. Norma was performed
to a full house, considering the weather. Waxier takes
a benefit on Monday. Tuesday is the last night of the
Opera, which closes tho season at this house.
The Arch Street Theatre opens again on Thursday for

a new campaign. Burton is at present in Baltimore, and
I am not exactly aware of his arrangements for the sea¬
son. It is supposed, however, that he will bring on his
Baltimore company.

Mrs. Mowatt is still at the Waluut, and with Crisp con¬
tinues to draw well. Our critic* seem to like her verywell, though they by no means award her traascendant
histrionic powers. They have Voted Crisp as rather
namby pamby, though this may be the result of the first
and unfortunate impression made.
We are all preparing for the Fourth of July, particu¬

larly the politicians. Our citizens seem determined to
spend it in a quiet sociable way. The regiment of artil¬
lery are ordered out in the morning, but Irom recent oc¬
currences, such as the resignation of their Colonel and
Lieutenant Colonel, lie. 1 ao not think they will turn
out in strength. The parade may be countermanded. 1
very much fesr that this regiment, the only one of this
arm in the State, and as efficient as any in the Union,
will go down-for which we may thank the ordinance of
councils of the 11th July, 1843, and the attempt to com¬
pel the companies to adopt the United 8tates regularuniform.
