compromise would ereate o feeling thronghout the
west—now grown up into such an overpowerug
imyportanes—as would sweep everything before 11,
utterly annihilating the present dynasty, and any one
that would attempt to suceeed it on the same prin-
ciples of foreign poliey.

It 15 wenerally objected by those who wish to pre-
serve the peaceful relations of the two countries
thut the United States should make some compro-
mise for the salie of continied commereial prospe-
rity. Itisalso supposed, orailected to be supposed.,
by these parties, that {rom the declarations of Sir
Robert Peel, the British government would readily
go to war with the United States and interrapt the
present peaceful relations of the country, even on the
mere point of honor. We doubt this very much.
We heliave it is guite possible for the United Staies
to take possession of the whole disputed territory,
nnd yet muintain their present peaceful and prosper-
ovs condition entirely unbroken. This country has

now grown up tothe possession of a dictatorial pow-
erin the affairs of the Euoropean world. By the
edoption simyly of 0 certain line of commercial poli_
ey, the United States may not only settle, without &
single ounce of powder, the Oregon question,and no
only lay the foundation of the snnexation of Culi-
tornia and Canada, but create a revolution on the
other side of the Atlantie which would shake to their
very basis the despotic dynasties of FEurope.  Evers
one who is tamiliar with the history of the country,
recollects the famous embargo systemn projected by
Mr. Jefisrson, The sysiem itsell was an original
one—worthy of that great and original mind
But it wus then prematare.  The United States did
not then constitute that powerful lever on the aflairs
of the European world which they have sinee come

Thus our distrnibu-
tion of the commereial elements would influence |
and aggruvate, still more, the adverse situation of |
things in Eagland, occasioned by the abrupt term- |
nation of the cotton exports from onr shores.

In thie uspect of the case—a view which will be |
sustained by the common sense and feelings of the
great masies of the people—it will be at once per. |
ceived that the controversy with England relative to |
Ovegon 18 in o position highly advantageous 1o the |
interests of this country, one which will command |
the impulses und sympathies of the great western |
masses, and in faet the whole American people, ex-
cept the mere stock-jobbers and shippers of the At- |
luntie horder, which cun huve little influence indeed, |
when opposed to the other great national interests of |
the country.  And now that the Texas question has |
so nearly spproached s final settlermnent, the Oregon |
question will at ence become the great absorbing |
question of the day.

at Espirito Santo, us above mentioned. This business ha-
vitig ended so contrary to Chatfleld’s hopes, the said in-
dividual was obliged to remain quiet for about five
months, not having an opportunity to follow up his re-
bellious motives, By this time the chiefs, Fervern, Kspi-
noss unid Quijame,whoe had escaped from the slaughter of
Eepirito Sante, had agnin assembled an army from the
States of Nicaragua and Honduras, and were once
more in the field, when the President was again
compelled to leave Ban Salvador with his army.
Chatfield availing himself of this opportunity, again
stirred up the people of that eity and prevailed on them
to take possession of the town—Chatfield at the same
time, and whilst the city was in the greatest uproar and
confusion, owing to this insurrection, and the lives and
property of the most respectable of the eommunity in
the utmost danger, refused the protection of the British
flag to several of the subjects of France, under the pre-
tence that there was a Consul of France in Central Ameo-
rica who resided in the city of Guatemaln He also re-
fused British protection to the wife and two daughters of
Genernl Momzon, the President of the Republic, who
were now exposed to every insult and denger from an
infuriated and brutal mob, who were threatening to mur-
derthem. Genernl Mornzon having heard of this out.
break whilst he was in the village of “Tonacatepec™ has-
tened back with all expedition to the city of San Salva-
dor and immediately took possession of it, nnd afterwards
marched against the rebels of Niesragua and Hondu.

A few months alter this, the President of Central Ame.
riea, General Morazan, was compelled to undertake an
expedition ngainst the State of Guuatemaln, which was
now in rebellion against the federnl government through
the seeret influence and persuasion of Chatfleld, wheo
was scting aschief adviser and director of the move-
ments of the rebels. In 1841, General Morazan drove the
rebel forces out of the eity of Guatemala; but as his
troops had heen much thinned by the various skirmishes
which had taken place, he was ohliged, “ln% attacked
hy superior numbers, to again retreat, when his follow-
ers were slmost entirely cut off by the troops of Carrera,
chief of the rebels. It was on this occasion that a young
officer, in the service of the federal government, of the
name of "' Viera," a Peruvian by birth, with eighteen of
his men, who had been left in the city of Guatemala,
aiter the retreat and overthrow of Genernl Morazon,
satight refuge in the house of Chatfield, the British Con-
cul, who admitted them under the protection of the
British flag; ond, to the disgrace of the British nation,
this Chatfield immediately sat down and wrote a list of
the names of those brave, but unfortunate men, which
he sent 10 Carrern, the rebel chief, (an uneivilired In-
dian,) informing him that those men were in his house,
awl requested that he would send the executisvers;
when, in s few minutes, an officer and soldiers, (all In-
diane,) arrived, and murdered this young officer.”

In
Paris ulone the ever to be regretied Nourtit sung 1t
nearly two hundred times; after his melancholy
denth, he was followed by Mane,who made his debul
in it on the occasion of which Meyerbeer expres<ly
comnposed a preghiera—by the by, u piece inferior
to the rest of the music. Mario, an Ttalian to the
bone, was not equal to the task, and to the regret of
ull, the Opera was luid over for some time, till it was
again brought out for the benefit of Duprey, and, al-
though played over three hundred times, it never
fuile to fill the grand Opera from the pit to the ceil-
g, Asa proof of the immenze diliculty of the mu-
sic, we can here mention thatit was a long time be.
lore Duprey eould be prevailed upon to enact the
part of Robert, und althongh he gave the recitatives
—which form part and’pareel of the morecauz from
which they are not detached us in Itulisn Operas—
au style for which he will slways remain unequal-
'ed, he was lesa effective in it, than i other
Operus, for ‘instance, in the Huguenots, which, al-
thouzh of a more scientfic and eull inore
comylicated nature, is not so difficult to sing.
