Washington, July 11, 1844.
You will discover from the letter of your report*

Tin the case, that the trial of C. J. McNuIty, late
.lerk of the House, for embezzlement of the public
noneys, has been suspended until the December
erm, after the surrender of the first of thesis in-
Jirtments by the prosecution. The absence of se¬

veral material witnesses on the remaining five cau-

es, was the ground upon which the prosecution
iskcd a postponement of several days, and upon
>vhich the trial has been continued. The triumph-
int result for the accused, upon the indictment with-
Jrawn, will have a favorable effect meantime for
he prisoner, and the intervening time before the re¬

sumption of the trial, will give him ample opportu-
lity for recalling or collecting such deposits or dio-
jursements, as may not be beyond his power of re-

lemption. We hope, indeed, that he will be able to
tfck a clean receipt, and discharge in full of all de¬
mands, before the triai shall be resumed.
At a meeting last night of the Senior Democratic

Association of this city, of which John C. Rives is
President, resolutions were offered under the direc¬
tions of Maj. Williams, late private secretary of the
President, pro. tem. approving the course of the
President in the dismissal of Major Lewis as second
Auditor. Th»;re was a full meeting, and the resolu¬
tions by a decisive vote were laid upon the table..
It was urged that the resolutions were called for, to
counteract the effects ot Major Lewie' operations in
Tennessee to defeat the Democracy in the coming
August elections. But that appeal is of no avail .
The Executive, it was alleged on the other hand,
had wilfully neglected the Democratsof the Associa¬
tion in the distribution of his patronage, and they
were not disposed to become the tools of a Cabinet
who had so flagitiously set aside their claims. The
