but instead of so doing, lie returned to the shop whore
he had been u orkwg, and borrowed one dollar and left.
(rom tho shop he wont to Lewis Baldwin's, gunsmith,
and purchased a pair ol pistols and five balls, suying that
ha wanted to give them to a friend. He then went to a

house in the neighborhood of Campbell's, and told a w o¬
man that he had a pair of pistols. She being somewhat
alarmed, informed one of bis sliopmates of w hat he (S )
had said, who immediately started inipursuit of him, 111
order to bring him home, or take the pistols away.
(Shields having | repeatedly threatened the lite ot
Campbell a daughter in the shop where he worked) but
could not find him. On Saturday morning lie again re¬
turned to the shop, staid a few moments und lett.since
which time nothing was seen of him until his body was
fouud about half-past nine o'clock, in front ol Campbell's
house, with one of the pistols laying about one foot from
him; when on examination, it was ascertained that he
had discharged'the contents of the pistol through or near
his heart. TheVoroner, Geo. II Bruen. was immediate¬
ly called, who had the body taken to the house where
he last boarded, where u jury was summoned by our
< ity Marshal, J. Fitzgerald, who upou hearing the evi¬
dence in tho case, rendered a verdict that ttie deceased
namo to his death by his owu bauds. On his person was
found a paper saying

" Must the brave young hero die T" \V.

The Massachusetts Horticultural Society yesterday

celebrated their seventeenth anniversary, by an exhibi.
tion of fruits and flowers at their new and splendid hall,
in School street, and by a festival at Faneuil Hall.
The exhibition was more than usually splendid, espe¬

cially in fruita, the season having been uncommonly pro¬
pitious, and guano having done its best. Some of the
Howar templet were twelve or fourteen feet high, and
constructed with great taste. The varieties of fruits
were almost without number, and so luscious that tho
hands of spectators were with difficulty kept from insti
tuting too closo a contact between the delicious plums,
grapes, poars, peaches,Stc., and the longing lips of the be'
holdo's. In fact, one poor fellow from the country felt
so bad, that he had to ask permission to go out and return
in order that he might sate his appetite at the fruit stalls
near by, before he could look upon the luscious sight
with any reasonable degree ol composure, lie actually
went out and ate a quantity of fruit and then returned
The festival at Faneuil Hall was a beautiful affair, and

was attended by some six or seven hundred ladies and
gentlemen, w ho tat down to as tempting n table as epi
cure could desire. The old Cradle of Liberty was tho¬
roughly decked out with evergreens, shrubs, and trees,
flowers, emblaionry, Stc., so that it looked a perfect
bower ot Eden.
The great feature of the evening was the advent of the

Hon. Edward Everett, who arrived here in the stenmer
yesterday from England. He was formerly President of
the Society, and ef course accepted with avidity the in¬
vitation ot the committee delegated to wait upon him on
board the steamer, and bespeak his presence, lie made
a very pretty speech in answer to the enthusiastic plau¬dits with which he was greeted by his fellow townsmen.
Webster made a good, scuud Horticultural speech (moretruitthan flowers) in response to a toast for "the Marsh-
field Farmer."' He said there were many better farmers
in Marshfield than lie was, but as he saw none of them
present, he supposed he must reply to the toast.
At a subsequent period the modern Demosthenesin-

troduced the venerable Mrs. Hamilton to the audionce.
She occupied a post on tho right of the President's chair.
The w.dow of so distinguished a man as Alexander Ha¬
milton, anil moreover tho daughter of so brave a soldier
as Gen. Schuyler, her name was of course frsgrantwithrevolutionary odor, and .Mr. Websterin speaking of bar
distinguished connections warmed up to the dignity of
his subject. His deep eyes sparkled in their caverns of
night; his rich trumpet-like voice thrilled with emotion,as^tie pronounced the few impressive words that told the
ftory which others would have spent an hour in rehears¬
ing. Webster has tho nrt beyond all other men of con¬
densing thought into the smallest possible compass of
glowing and majestic language, and bis tone and look
are never at fault when his soul is aroused.
The Rev. John 0. Choules made a very neat and ap¬propriate address.
Caleb Gushing made a good speech, and so did some

others, but decidedly tiie most acceptable and best c n-
reived, was one by your talented member ol Congressfrom New Vork, the Hon. Wm. B. McClay. His speech
was chaste and eloquent in style, and delivered with aneloquent in sty!
easy grace, that was in marked contrast with the pump-handle oratory of some of the speakers of the eveningHe spoke with enthusiasm of the great city of New
Vork, and paid a just tribute to the enterpri/.c and publicspirit of Bostouiuns. McClay is an effective speaker,and, I should judge, would exercise a great influence at
Washington, were he to mingle in the debates of Con¬
gress. I have noticed that he disdaina that arena, and
contents himself with the wiser and more useful pait of
faithfully discharging his duties to his constituents
Such representatives are the more valuable from their
rarity.
The festival went otTfinely, and the company dispersed

in excellent humor with the " feast of fat things'' theyhad enjoyed. The introduction ot ladies at the table
adds much to the beauty and interest of such a scene,and upon this occasion Boston's fairest belles and state¬
liest uames were there, rivalling in their blooming looks
and rich array, the offerings of Flora and Tomona that
graced the hall and crowned the board.
