| than in punishing crime, and denied that Jesus Christ

attempted to overthrow the laws of Moses.

He then traced the influences of the laws ol Moses, on
civilization, to the present time, and showed the princi-
plen of his iun 1 those of the Urecians and Romany,
down to those of the French and English, and the direct
incorporating of them in the code which the Puritans
ndopted in Nl;w FEagland for their government, and by a
slon of the Supreme Court of this State, the exint
ance of a portion of the Hebrew laws to ba the common
law of this State; and in conclusion delivered un elequent
eulogy upon the bitille,which he demonstrated to have in-
fluenced the movements in the progression of mankind,
