The balance
of trade in favor of the island, exhibited in the above
tabile, is merely nominal. The aggregate value of the im-
ports into Forto Rico, an well as into every other coun
try, shows sbout the amount indebted on this part of
the foreign trade, but the exports, mccording to the
home valuation, afford no evidence of the ability to pay,
uuless the exports are upon foreign account, in which
cane uo further returns are received than the amount of
the merchandize exported at the time of shipmeni.
