Tlie conested election rases for officers m the "Row"
were argued this morning before the whole bench of
Judges in the (Quarter Sessions. The uatives have evi¬
dently become desperate, and the pertinacity with which
they press the contest and insist upon a recount of the
ballots, has induced many to believe that the boxes have
been altered after they have left the hands of the judges
and inspectors ol election. For why should they con¬
tinue a course which fixes fraud upon their own parti¬
sans, who were inside at the polls, if something was not
to be gained by it 1 The ease with which the boxes
could have been altered ufter leaving the han(» of the
election officers, who are so arranged as to check and
countercheck each other. I have already shown, and al¬
though I do not say that such alteration has taken place,
yet if the result is changed, it must have been by such
means. The court will not, I think, order a recount
At all events, the most conclusive ground must first he
laid, which has not been done, at present, and I expect
nothing else than the petitions contesting the election
will be dismissed. The argument will be con¬
cluded on next Saturday, but, it is supposedthe result will not be known for several
days alterwaid* There is an evident attempt on the
part of the nativists, to bully the judges into order¬
ing u recount of the boxes, 'l see in the ranks ot that
party, the most noted pipe layers ot 1838 '40. and the
