The Ciue of IVilliam Ilufut Elliott.Presentment
of the Grand Jury affirming hi* Innorenre.ArKu¬
rd before Jud%t Crawford by the Countel on either
Side.Opinion of Judge Crawford.Ditcharge ofthe Prinoner.
The case of William R. Elliott, indicted last sum¬

mer and imprisoned for the killing of William Z.
Kendall, and the maiming ofW. R. Bailey, in a fra¬
cas upon Pennsylvania Avenue, was brought before
the Criminal Court this morning, sitting in and for
this county, (Judge Crawford, presiding,) in the
form of a presentment of the Grand Jury, authori¬
zing the discharge of the prisoner, upon the ground
that in the acts for which he stands indicted, he
acted in self-defence, and that consequently he was
not liable as if guilty of a violation of the laws.

Mr. Fkndall, for the defence, said that on the
10th of this month, the presentment designated had
been found; setting forth that upon examination of
all the witnesses that could be had before the grand
jury, and a full deliberation upon their testimony, the
said grand mry had decided that the prisoner in thekilling of William Zebedee Kendall, aid it, while re¬
treating from him ami in self-defence, and so of the
manning ol liailey. The ca»e, mid Mr. FAndall, nowstandi at it cam* down. Kvery moment, since the rendi¬tion of thil presentment, of impriaonment of the defen¬dant. h*« been illegal and unjust. Jones, with hia accustomed deliberateneas, self-posses-
aion, and clearness of methodical reasoning upon the
cause in hand, took up the clue of the appeal of the Dis¬
trict Attorney, againat the prisoner. He said, that as to
responsibility accruing from the 'iischarge of the prison¬
er, it would rest upon the inauest in this cause, and up¬
on the Judge of the Court. He appealed for the release
of the prisoner, who had already been confined four
months in a jail, which he hoped, for the sake of humani¬
ty, was the fouloat and most loathsome in the United
States and then took up the defence of the legitimacy
of the presentment. It was entirely consistent with the
authority of a grard jury.a presentment did not neces¬
sarily involve the criminality of an individual. Present¬
ments are constantly made by grand juries upon a varie¬
ty of subjects. Our grand jury had well presented our
county jail aa a nuisance.

on his life, or to save himself from unjust bodily harm;but the grand jury go on and say, " when he wai attack¬
ed by and was retreating from the said Kendall," thereby,it seems to me, using almost the very terms of the law
on this subject.

If, and the grand jury so present it, it was a case of
scll-delence after the accused was attacked, while he
was retreating lrom oi avoiding the deceased, it would
be excusable homicide in the eye ol the law.

sentnient, no doubt is or can b» entertained that the
court would he bound on the ji^ment of the grand juryto discharge the defcmlant. Tha presentment it here,
under the piactice equivalent.

I know no responsibility but th-*'. which I owe to God
and my conscience for an upright nis.-harge of duty.Here, however, there it none, bat vhat i*»Uon the grandjury, who discharged their uuiy wirti conscientiousness
and integrity, I have^neithm doubt nor nght to doubt.
