for; in short, as nothing but a splutter. This verydiscussion of to-day, he contended, would ruin hun¬
dreds of people in the depression ot stocks. He
dwelt upon the rumors of u war with England about
that worthless and sterile country of Oregon, us
criminal to be thought of, and absurd. The Atlan¬
tic borders of Virginia and the Southern States,
would be sure prey to the enemy in the event of
war. Their towns would be pillaged, tiie very ca¬
bins along all the rivers burned to tlir- ground, and
every pig carried off and wasted by the British on
ship-board. The debate was stopped by a resolution
from the House, respecting the decease of Mr Pey¬
ton, of TenneB-ce. To-morrov it may be resumed
again, and Mr. Webster may yet have a finger in
the pie, and Mr. Calhoun, it he should come in in
season, Gen |Cass*s resolutions oi inquiry will ba
adopted, and we may expect such a reiwrt from the
committees by-and-by, us will forestall a reduction
of the tariff, and {lead to the question to addition to
the impositions of the act of '12, of the exj>ediency
of establishing a direct tax for additions to the ar¬
my, the navy, fortifications, A:c., and for a thoroughoutfit of the militia.

Cass moved the adoption of the resolutions
which he .submitted laM week, to wit: instructions
to the Committee on Naval Atlairs, to inquire into
the condition of the navy, and to the MilituryCommittee to institute a similar inquiry into the
cutidit'on of the land defences, and to the Militia
Committee respecting its reorganization.all of
which euquiries were to be considered with the view
of un ethcient preparation by land and sea, against
the dangers apprehended of a foreign invasion..
Gen Cass said, it was impossible to read the an¬
nual message <>l the President, and the commenta¬
ries of the public press, without the apprehension
tii.if a crisis is arriving which will demand the cor¬
dial co-o|>erat!on ot the whole country. The Presi¬
dent tells us in his message that negotiations are
closed.that the claims ot the two nations have fail¬
ed to be settled by arbitration The influence of
England with the European powers, from which an
arbitrator would have had to be chosen, had doubt-less decidcd our authorities against the process.that we had better hold on than submit to a roval
arbitrator. Conceding his entire and cordial udlie-
sion to the views of the President, in the present at-
titude between the two nations arising from their
conflicting claims, what are we to do f Shall
we recede, or stand still, or go on ! To recede
was not to be thought of at this state of the questionThere was nothing to be gained from national pusii-lanimity.we cannot [>urchiise4>reseiit jteace at the
expense of the national honor It would hr "sowingthe wind and reaping the whirlwind." No! lie
(Gen. Cass) would now repeat what he had ex¬
pressed heretofore, that it was better to light for the
first inch of Oregon than tiie Inst.better to meet the
enemy at the threshold, than await his approach to
the hearth-stone. And, however separated now by
!>arty differences, or by space, all parties, through¬
out the Union to its extremities, he knew would be
united in defence ot the national rights. Our desti-
ny is onward.its westward movement cannot be
resisted: you might as well attempt to stay the waves
of the Pacific, asthejtide ofour emigration setting in
that direction. We cannot recede.we cannot stand
still.our claim must be maintained or abandoned.
Our hardy population of Oregon demanded the sup¬
port of the government, or they would establish a
government of their own. We had an explicit andable memorial upon this very subject last week,setting forth that the memorialists were tired
of waiting lor you, and would cast off all
diplomatic chicanery and national pusillanimi¬
ty, and set up for themselves. It was impos¬sible thit a people under two distinct govern¬
ments at the same time, as are the jieople of
Oregon, could, under the existing state of things,loug remain so. Tnis joint government was not
designed for u civilized and growing community,
nor adapted to them; and if continued conld not
fail to lead to bloodshed and intestine war. If we
can neither, therefore, retrace our steps nor check
them, we must go on. We must give the twelve
months notice, and prepare for the alternative thdt
awaits their expiration. Peaceful in its character
us will be the notice required, if at the termination
i>f the time designated, it it shall be required, and
Ureal Britain jiersists in her claim, it must amount
it once to a declaration of war.it must at once
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After the reading of the journalise veral unimportant
communications were laid before the Houie from the
War Department, and ordered printed.Mr. Rockwell, of Connecticut, called up the resolu¬
tions of hii State, relative to Teas*, and aiaJe aome iu-
dicioui remarks on the subject. He complained of a
want of courtesy on the part of the Homo, in refusing
to dispose of tb* resolutions of a sovereign State in the
usual way.

i'etitions were then called for from the several States.
A good many petition* were presented from Maine
against the admission of Tex>is into the I'nion as a slave
State, but as Maine had voted for i'olk and Dallas, Texus
and Oregon, of course the petitions were " no account."
Mr. Nohkis, of New Hampshiro, presented the reso¬

lutions ol the legislature of the granite State on Oregon,
Hnd in cotidemuatioa of British intrigue in that territory
as well as in Texas. They were referred to the Commit¬
tee ou Territories and ordere I printed.
Mm. Pkttit, of Indiana, still full of his notions against

paying chaplains, presented a petition from some 100 ci-
tizens of Cincinnati, praying that chaplains in the Navybe no logger paid from the U. S. Treasury.
Mr. MfCoNXKLi., of Ala., moved to lay it on the tablo,

which was carried.
Mr Schknck, of Ohio, presented a petition from

praying to compensation for services rendered in the
whiskey rebellion (Laughter) He moved its refei-
eoce to tho committee on the Militia. (Laughter.) It
was so referred.
Mr. Dixon, of Ct., presented the memorial of Hon. W.

W. KlUworth, recently Governor of the State ofConnec¬
ticut, and two hundred and eight other influential citi¬
zens of Hartford, praying Congress to submit proposals
to other governments for a Congress of nations, to sottle
international difficulties. Ueferred to the Committee on
Foreign Affairs.
Mr. WisTHaor, of Massachusetts, presented the resolu¬

tions of the Legislature of Massachusetts, on the natural¬
ization laws, and moved their reference to the Commit¬
tee on the Judiciary.
Mr. Ls* ix, of Pennsylvania, proposed to refer them to

a select committee, to be raised on this subject.
Mr. McConnbll, of Alabama, moved to lay them on

the table.
Mr. Lkviv said he would debate that question, and so

the resolutions went over.
One or two petitions, also, were presented on the La-

turali/ation laws. jMr. Adams presented the resolutions of the Massachu¬
setts Legislature on Texas.
Mr. Johnson, of Tennessee, moved to refer a piece of

paper, which he held in his hand, with the resolutions.
It was read by the Clerk, and contained two or three

advertisements for runaway slaves, published in the Cos-
ton papers about a century ago. Mr. Adams laughed
heartily during tho reading of these records of the olden
time
Mr. McCo.nnkll moved to lay the resolutions oa the

table.
Mr. Adams called for the ayes and nays, which were

ordered. Yeas 83, nays 57. ho thoy were laid on the ta¬
ble, and ordered printed.
Mr. Adams also presented the resolutions of the Massa¬

chusetts Legislature, on the difficulties between that
State and South Carolina and Louisiana, arising from the
banishment of the agents appointed by the former to the
two lnttor States. He moved that a special committee be
raised, to which th k matter should be referred,

Mr. Bvrt, of South Carolina, moved to lay them on the
table. Yeas and nays ordered yeas 90, nays 88. They
were, therefore, laid on the table, and ordered printed.
Numerous petitions were presented, during the day,

from almost all the free States, against the admission of
Texas as a slave State, particularly by Mr. Adams and
Mr. Oiddings. They were all laid on the table.
A curious scene occurred in calling for petitions. Lou¬

isiana being called, Mr. Haralson rose to present a peti¬
tion, which the Speaker did not notice, but called for pe¬
titions from Ohio. Mr. McDowell rose and commenced
leading the aubstance of his petition, while Mr. Haral¬
son also was reading his. Both got through, however,
about the samo time, each unconscious but that he had
the floor for the timo being. Both jietitions, however,
were probably as well presented as il there had been but
one at a time.
The several States having been called for petitions and

resolutions, repeats from committees weie called for,
when a motion was made and carried to adjourii till to¬
morrow, when Texas is tho special order of the day. See
to-morrow's proceedings.
