eaching them to obeoive all thinge whatsover I have
sommanded you; and lo, I am with yon always, aven
unto the end of the world.''
How impressive,* my beloved brethren, and how

¦ublimely magnificent to the contemplative m.nd of tho
hriutiati, is tie scone which preeents iteoil to his imsgi-

aation, whon be dwelle Upon the few liuoi that I have
readto)<>u. 'l'he <iod-msn, but a lew days before ana-

ponded u|>ou an ignominion* jibbet, the object of ecnrn
ifaa oiiptobious multitu le, is now risen in all the flag
lor of nis magnificence, the light of Hearen end earth,
rot the creator only, of the universe, but the redeemer,
for he had purchased it by his precious blood, and w as
invested with all power belonging to Heaven. "All
power is given to me in Heaven unit earth." This is the
lource of that sublitneimission which theSuviour is about
to commit.To whom r to eleven poor fishermen, (bocau.e
the twelfth had abandoned him.) and these solemn words
ire sufficient to imprest on their minds Uae importance
jt the high destiny that await* them. Nor is this
Highly important mission eo much intonded for
them as for us. Ail power is given to me, and
therefore go and teach all nations; you alovan poor
weak disciples, who have followed me in "V
ptlgi image, and who are now to ba the recipient* of my
especial favors.you are to be ray clioien instruments
in accomplishing that great wo k for which I descended
rrom Heaven, suffered on the eaith, end rose from tho
leal. Talk not to me of tho destiny of empires, of the
subjection of kingdoms. Nay, attempt to annex a;i em¬
pire, or extend dominion over other kingdoms. It will
¦till be but a portion of tho globe, and must tie maikrd by
Limits. But here is a mission given to be commensurate
witn the whole world, and to be co-extenrive witu all
tunc not the triumph of a day, or of a century, but to
exist forever and to embrace oil nations and all mankind.
Bee, then, the sublime spectacle calculated to fitl \ our
hearts with its magnificence, and allow ni« to explain
tho nature of tha'. mission, the characteristics of t est
holy church, which is the asylum of all mankind, o! nil
intelligent beiaga on thii earth. Oh 1 1* there a sub¬
ject more worthy of serious atteti'ion than this . (tit e

one that can better command our undivided aft' -( >'¦
lu tho commission thus given to his diaciplos I recnjnwo
five character*. First, divine mission. Secondly. Ira
cognize apostolic authority. Thirdly, the unity oi the doc
trine which is to be the distinctive characteristic of that
church, a unity not merely of doctri u\ but of govern-
mental authority. I recognise another characteristic he-
longing to this ona apostolic ami diviucly commissioned
church, which ia, that it it to be universal. Finally, that it
was the inteution of the Saviour, that all thoso character¬
istics should be inseparably connected with the church,
until the end of time. Those, then, are the notes or cha¬
racteristics which I discover appertaining to the true
church, and which, from its constitution, I think
are aa clear aa the noonday light. F'irst, I say that it is
ajdivino mission. Can there ba aught mora clear f
Does not onr Saviour draw our attention to this fact ?
Does he not tell hia disciples that be is (tod, and that all
power in heaven and earth belong* to him 1 It ha has
all power in heaven, thon he la God. If he has all

Cower on earth, then there is no being that can oppose
im. He it ia, that it about to establish thia church for

the salvation of mankind. !:i virtue of thia power, then,
I send you, 1 command you to go and teach. Without
this mission, the apostles would not he the representa¬tives of tho Uod-man ; and without that minion, they
could not have been able to provo by what authority

the "they taught. And when wo consider the circumstances
of tiie times, you will say that thera w*« a necessity for
having a divino commission. What was the condition of
maukind on the earth at that time ! There were as muny
gods «» there wore passions in the heart of man. The
worship of tile true (>od had been almost forgotten, even

by the Jews, and all the rest of the woild was buried in
darkness and irrcligion.the litany of tho gods of pa-
faoum was a catalogue of crimes,^ Head the
rst chapter of St. Y'aul to the Romann, and

you will see tho condition of the World in thoso
times. Now, for a handful of individuals to go
forth from a subjugated country likn " Judea," and en¬
deavor to proclaim to the haughty It emails, that all their
religions were false, tb&t all their gods were demon*, or
the work o( human hand* ; for such a handful ol indivi¬
dual! to tell the lloman peopl* that all their passions
were criminal ; to tell them ihat instead of a plurality of
gods, there is but one : in a word, that the simplicity and
humility of Christ must be substituted for the Roman
eagles, would be one of a most peiiloiu character. It
would not be possible that Uiey could command the at¬
tention of the Romans, unless, before they uttered a ay lia¬
ble of their doctrine, they wereaole to impress upon their
hearers that they were envoys nf tha ever living God ;
that tliey weie yot delegated by human authority, that
Ihev were not under the direction ot tho Unman govern-
¦not, but that ihey came from <>od,and him alone.the
ruler ot the universe.an 1 uulenlhey could point to their
credential* thuy could not guin attention. So that it i*
clear and evident, that unlets thia mission was divine, it
would be in vain for the apostle- to attempt to preach
the tidings of salvation to tho world. And, ray beloved
friends, tnis character of the minion is so essentially im¬
portant to the system ot Christianity that St. Paul does
not allow u* to hesitate on that point. I need
not call your attention to the fact, that our Divine
Saviour ha* mere than once repeated that it is his
own mission, and more than once declared that those
whom he had sent ware his disciples. 1 will call your at
trntion to tho doctrine of 8t. Paul, aa to the necessity of
the mission, in his epiitle to the Romans, in the 10th
chapter: "Whosoever shall rail on the name of the Lord
nhall be saved." But, according to St. Paul, merely call¬
ing on the name of the Lord i* not sufficient. And why
so I He declares it i "How, then, shall they call on him
in whom tbey have not believed J" To invoke Uod, wo
must believe in him, and in all that which is a part of
our duty in reipect to him. How, then, shall tbey call
on him in whom they have not beiinvod ? and how ahall
they believe in him of whom they hnve not heard ? and
hoyr shall they hear without a preacher 1 The? cannot
believe, unless they have heard of him. And how shall
they preach, unless they be sent 1 So that, in the lan¬
guage of 8t. Paul, they can't invoko God, unless through
'.he medium of his divine mission. The proof, then, is
clear and unexceptionable, that to approach Uod. we
must do so tb- ough the medium of his pteachera, whom
he has tent. It is clear that the establiinment of a divine
mission was ofgirat importance in the eystem of Christi¬
anity, and the doctrines of Christianity were to be re-
ceivod from those preachers to whom he bad deigned to
commit them. How shall they hear, unices through
preachers ? And those preachers must be men who have
authority, by that divine mission, to preach. The first
note or characteristic of Christianity, as a system esta¬
blished by the divine Saviour, is the diviue mission.
Thosecond.it Apostolic authority. What is the language
ol our divine Saviour on this point' The eleven were as¬
sembled together, and he conveyed to them this divine
intelligence : " Go and teach all nations." It is the
apostles he addrt saes. It it them that are the sent. The
mission ia committed to them, and their authority is to
be exercised over us. It it from tbem that we are to re
ceivo the knowledge of the Almighty God. It ii through
them that we are to receive the tidings that are essen¬
tial to our eternal interests. In a word, from the apos¬
tle* wa are to rectire thoseinatructiona which tb* divine
Saviour committed to tbem,and under their direction we
are to be aggregeted to the church of Chriat and to ba
included in hit fold. They, then, are commissioned to
teach, and this very fact imposes the relative obligation
of our attending to their teaching; and it is from their
lips that we are to receive the doctrine* of Christianity,
sod everything that is necessary toour eternal duty.
Our divine Saviour tells tbem to go and teach all nations;
therefote, all nations are under their tutorage. All na¬
tions are placed under their authority, and to receive
their instructions from them: and consequently no other
teachers are to be permitted to interior*. If I have au¬

thority ol instructing all thoso who are now in this
church, it ia clear that no other teacher can inter¬
fere, unless I approve of it Now all nation* are
placed under tho tutorage of the apostle*. Go and
teach ail nations, ii the command of tho divina Sa¬
viour. Then all nation* are to be taught by them,
and they only are to be recognised as teachers.
But what are thay to teach T To show you what are
their inatrurtioua, we have toe word* of th* divine
Saviour. Tbey are to teach " all things which i have
commanded you." So, then, these apostleaavare to teach
a'l that our divine Saviour wished mankind to learn.
Than it follows, that, if these apostle* war* to teach all,
there weia no ether teachers required. If I her* th*
right to teach you who ure here assembled all things,
and if you are placed under my instruction, it follow*
that tharo ia no necessity for other teachers. Voti can¬
not leaiu more Irom other teachers, because I shall have
taught yeu all that is necessary therefore, no other in¬
structor can be received. You cannot add any thing to
what God has ordained ; becanse, if yon add, you are no
longer a teacher of God. Neither can yon curtail any ;
because the command is to teach all. And again, do you
find in th* New Testament any othar authority recog¬
nized than the authority of the Apostles* On the day
of Pentecost, when Christianity dated ita advent, thare
was said us much a* that thay are the legitimate Apos¬
tles, because they are tba descendants of the Apos¬
tles ; and thay are tho Church of God, because
they are descended from tii* Apostles Then it
appear* tJ me clear end svident tbare can ba no
mistake but the Apoatlea must atill be the
teacher* of mankind, because it was not intended
by our Saviour tofesUblish another system ofChristianity

ill show yor another church, because I will show you it was im¬
possible, for it wts the intentien of oui divine Saviour
to |>*rpotuet* it to tho end of time; and as we now re¬

cognize th* apostolic authority for the instruction of all
nations, we mutt, at the present day, lie cempelled to re¬
ceive our instruction* from these same men, otherwise
we ere not bound to admit the authenticity of Christiani¬
ty. 80, then, it is deer and evident, that we, at the pre¬
sent day. and all maokind with ua, who wish to ambrace
the truth, mu t be able to be satisfied that those who
teach ua are aant by God. Now, auother characteristic
by which this divine mission is nisikrd. is nnity.unity
between th* teacher end the taught. r.o discrepancy, no

variation, nothing like schism ; and how do we discover
thisf Kromthe simple doctriues of Jesti* They are
commanded te teach all nations, and all nations must bo
their diaciplea and epoetins to tb* end of time, and we
must be their disciples, because we are a portion of that
aggregate. They are sent to teach all mankind, and all
mankind must be taught by them. Then, as all mankind
are to ha taught, it follows tbore can he no discre¬
pancy in th* belief of all nations. Why to ' Be¬
cause there cannot he disagreement among them-
¦elvea. Why t Mimply because thay are to track
all that tbey have learaed Irom him, for remamtxr, if
there be any discrepancy in their teaching, they ere no

longer the disciple* of th* God man himseU, because he
