Slidell coldly
received.the people clamorous for war with
the United States and an English house, of which
the English Consul is a partner, offering to the Gov¬
ernment of Mexico loans to any amount, lor the
prosection ot a campaign against the "outside bar¬
barians " of Texas. Very supicious.

In our preparations for war, the five million bill
yesterday, reported by Mr. Fairfield in the Senate,
tor steamers, exceeds the estimated surplus on hand
tor the current year, after satisfying the regular ex-
penses, by about one million of dollars, or more, cer¬
tainly not less.
The very next step, therefore, is an issue of Trea¬

sury notes, and die commencement of a new na¬
tional debt.
The row in the Senate to day (executively,) was

upon the report from the Judiciary Committee, ad¬
verse to the nomination ot Judge Woodward. Per¬
haps Mr. Berrien, perhaps Col. Benton, perhape Mr.
Archer, could tell us something about this business.
All that we apprehend is, that it lays out Judge
Woodward as cold as a wedge.

House of Representatives.
Washington, Jan. 13, 1816.

Rather dull business in the House to-day. There is a
delightful balmy atmosphere, with a smiting sun with-
out, which render palpable the gloom and darkness
within the Hail.

Another
for the erectiou of an armory on the western waters.
Another, that the Secretary of the Treasury communi¬
cate a draft of a Constitutional Treasury bill.

Resolutions from the several States were then called.
Some hundred were presented.the great mass of them
of little importance. Mr. Ashraun offered a resolution to
havo some investigation made whether the hall of the
House of Representatives can be made fit for public basi¬
nets Also, a resolution to limit the corrupting influence
of the executive. This, of course, wss objected to
Mr. Cxanston, of Rhode Island, ottered a resolution

looking toward the construction of a military road from
Fort Adams to Newport, in Khoda Island.
Mr. Holmes presented a resolution for the erection of

a fortification at the mouth of the Genesee rivar. Mr.
Lumpkin gave notice of a bill to pay certain troops in
the Florida war. Mr. Tibbatts, of Kentucky, offered a bill
appropriating $70,000 for improvements for military pur-
posas at Covington and Cincinnati.
Then came a long fight about the distribution of Fre¬

mont's report A resolution to distribute was finallypassed. A resolution to print 3000 additional copies,
was rejected.
Then came a bill for the division of offices under the

federal government, on the principle of rotation in office,
on the basis of population, eight years being the longesttime any person shall hold office, and to be inellegible af¬terwards.

Mr. Vinton offered a resolution to amend the con¬
stitution relative to the Presidential election. A re¬
solution of inquiry was offered,whether any negotiationshad taken place about Oregon since the President's mes¬
sage was delivsred.
Mr. Owen offered a'series of resolutions, proposing to

change the hall of tho House of Representatives into a
library room, the library room into a Supreme court
room, and to build new balls for tho meeting of Congress.Mr. Babes proposed a resolution that the President
cannot bejustified in ottering to code an ay tarritory to
which our title is clear and unquestionable. This waslaid on the table.
Mr. Dolulasi ottered a resolution that tha Committeeof Ways and Means inquire into the expediency of coin¬ing one dollar pieces.Mr. Mabtin introduced a bill to enable the territory ofWisconsin to form a new constitution, and to com# intothe Union as a State.
Those resolutions received some attention ; but, of

course, thay amount to little, as they only inquir* intothe expediency of certain measures, or ask for informa¬tion. The bills reported were read twice, and referred totho proper committees. As they will all come before thoHouse again it is useless to waste room with them now.The House then adjourned

The weather to-day i« clear and cold, though the sun¬

ny side of the way was comfortable. But very little of
a local character, beyond tho ordinary transactions of
the day, has occurred. Cassius M. Clay's lecture for the
poor, is to be delivered to-night at the Museum, and there
appears to be every likelihood of a crowded atten¬
dance'
|Tho Oregon demonstration, a few days since, was made
by the fag-end of Tylerism, with a very slight mixture
of our genuine democracy, and the result was that it was
a still-born affair. There is a quiet, deep-seated feeling
among ourpeople in relation to the matter. They know
tbe grasping character of our advarsary, and the «vi'
consequences of our yielding to her in any matter what*
ever, and also the tendency of prolonged negotiation to
compromiielour rights, and make that which was clear
and undoubted before, uncertain and doubtful now. Be¬
sides, though acknowledging the policy of Mr. Calhoun's
course in one view of the case, they can never dismiss
Irom their minds the danger ol getting an admimstra-
tion which will sacrifice those rights despite of the in¬
creased strength which delay will give us, and that we
will have another edition of the Ashburton treaty. The
fact is, it is not Britain that our people fear, but a portion
of our own politicians Tne former we can and have
placed in the wrong, and we still have the power to right
ourselves ; but let our rights be sacrificed by the latter,
as in the case of the northeastern boundary, and there
will be no remedy. Notwithstanding the necessity all
feel of sustaining our title to the parallel of 04 40, war
or no war, yet they will not join in a demonstration such
as that made the other night. They anxiously await the
arrival of the next steamer from Europe before giving
any public expression to their sentiments ; but even it
prenarod to do so now, the very solemnity of the subject
and the deep-seated concern which every one feels,
would deter them from countenancing a movement which
had for its object the mere manufacture of political capi-tal.
An Alderman of the city was this afternoon convioted
