We refer you to your reporter's minutes, for an

account of the interesting proceedings iu the Senate
to-day. Mr. Allen was thrown as high as the dome
of the capitol, upon the question of foreign interfer¬
ence in the aflairs of this continent. His question
of leave, was laid out as cold as ail abolition petition
We shall have to build twice the number ot steam¬
ers reported in the bill ol Mr. Fairfield, before we

can carry out, effectively, the resolutions of Mr
Allen. Meantime, the motion is as llat as a porgie.

In '.he House, we had live speeches for the notice,
upon the Oregon question, iiy
Mr Stanton, of Tennessee, sensible and argu¬

mentative ;
Mr. Gordon, of New York, rather prosaic :
Mr. Brinkerhofl, of Ohio, clear, sparkling, and

pungent;
Mr. Wentworth, ot Illinois, short,good humored,

and conversational;
And Mr. Chipman, of Michigan, who took away

the prize, by universal assent.
If you have ever heard Pop Emnnns in a lourth

of July oration, you may form some shadowy idea
of the 51 40eloquence of this redoubtable Wolve¬
rine. Duriug his scattering shots of wit, poetry,
anecdote, satire, and ridicule, the House were amu¬
sed as though the hall had been converted into a
circus, and Mr. Chipinati into the clown. The
laughter was just as uproarious, and the mock he¬
roic expression and eestures of the si»eaker every
wnit as warlike. Col. Cocke, ol Tenn., secured
the floor, as the first in order for to-morrow.

Sine* the vote in the Senate, on Monday last, |>o8'-

poninif the consideration of Mr. Allen's resolution
until the 10th of February next, a change has come
over the public mind in this city, and, so far from
that decision being an evidence of the certain de¬
feat of the resolution, when it shall have come up
for consideration, as it was supposed to be then, by
many of the best friends of the measure, signs are
now apparent in high places, thafgive a far different
aspect to it.
Among those who voted for the postponement,

but who will vote for Mr. Allen's resolution, are
Messrs. Bentou, Colquitt, Lewis and Haywood, of
the democratic party; and Messrs. Crittenden,
Morehead, Mangum, and some others, among the
whigs ; so that at this time, it the vote on its pas¬
sage were taken, it would carry, as 1 have beforeinformed you, by some two or three majority.What turn the question may take on the arrival of
the next news from England, it is impossible to say;but the best-informed persons on such matters think
that the British government will authorize Mr.
Pakenham to accept the offer of the 49ih degreefrom Mr. Polk, and that the treaty spoken of before.
ua being ready for ratification upon that basis, will
be sent into the Senate before the end of this month.
The vote in Senate, on Monday, indicates this

state of things as clearly as if Mr. Archer's intend-
ed motion of reference to the executive branch had
been adopted. By the postponement the Senate lias
avoided committing itself one way or another, as it
might do if the question were debated there, and
ihu4 leave nothing on the record of its proceed¬ings that might clash with after action, should the
iraaty be laid before them for confirmation. This
course has be.en a wise one, for nothing can be lost
by a little delay. Before the lOih of next month all
parties will know where they stand, and be better
prepared for conseouences, than if they were now
to urge a hasty conclusion of the question.The relutation of Lewis C. Levin's monstTous
charge, in the House of Representatives, on the 9th
inst., that " 340 foreigners. 134of whom being Irish,
were in office here," which I exposed in your num¬
ber of the lltb, has caused that veritable represen¬tative ot the rabb e in Southwairk, to omit the chargeia his published speech, in both the Union and Na¬
tional Intelligencer of yesterday. There are other
charges, however, in tne same slang whang emana¬
tion of a small mind, that deserve some notice,and which I think it right to put to rest by afew words, as I think they will put an end to such
charges for ever in that quarter. He has said thatthe Irish are the only party in this country that are
anxious for war; and that whenever it shall come,they would be the first, under Daniel O'Connell'sdirection, to retire forty miles above tide-water..
Are either of these charges true 1 I know tliey are
not. In the first place, lie has not ;fiven a single
proof in support of such an assertion, and, therefore,what he asserts is but mere wind. Secondly, byO'Lonnelt's orders, the Irish would retire fortymiles above tide-water; that is, they would throw
off their allegiance to the United Staff", which theyhave solemnly sworn to sustain in ill and ev«:ryemergency, and obey the mandate of Daniel O -

Coonell. Was any thing ever uttered by a maniac
more ridiculous and absurd than this ' Every one
knows that the Irish adopted citizens here have been
the foremost, at all times, but particularly in our
wars with Great Britain, in fighting for the rightsand liberties of the United States.
Again i Every body knows, also, that when Mr.

O'Connell abused this country u few months ago, all
ike Repeal Associations, with the exception of or.e
in Boston, one in Brooklyn, and another in Phila¬
delphia, dissolved themselves at once; and even
those that have remained organized since then, de¬
nounced Mr. O'Connell by resolution, in terms not
to be mistaken, lor his interference in the domestic
concerns of the South.
Where, then, ure Mr. Itevin's grounds for the

charges which he has fooiishlv made against so large
a body as the Irish adopted citizens of this country 1
They are only to be foundm the iuto\eranceand bigot¬ry,of the school in which he husbee n studying tor the
last two years in Philadelphia, ai the head of whicn
is the notorious John Chambers, whom GeorgeMunday has immortalized. Kimior says that Mr.
Levin is the sou of a French few, whose original
name was Levi; it so. I would like to know where
he wouid be do«v, it his father had not run awayfrom the terrors and cruelties of the French revolu-
tion, as it is said the then member from Southwick
himself did, when the bullets whistled about his
ears in Kensington, during the riots of May, 1844 I
But enough for the present, on this subject. 1 shall
watch this gentleman's course closely, and apprise
you of his aberrations when they occur.

Peaceably disposed members of the whig party

Phe notice to cease the occu|>ancy will
pass by an overwhelming majority ; nnd it is by no
means improbable that a corresponding interchangeof civilities may he as soon made by the Knghshgovernment. All warlike appropriations will passwithout a munnur.
Mr. Adams' policy is no doubt closely interlacedwith a great share ot personal vanity, for his partof the business in the days of President Monroe.Whatever ulterior view he may have, is yet to bediscovered.but 'tis said that lie has not hesitated

Ai in having submitted his resolutions, pursuant
to notice ol ye.terday and the question arising, shall
the Sonstrr have leave now to introduce them, to wit :.

Joint Resolution*.
Vectoratm y cf the Piinciptei by which the United Stole*

trill h' governed in regard ta the Interpmition of tin
PowerI oj Huron* to the Political Affaire of America.
Resolved. Sio. That recent manifestations of a disposi¬

tion. by certain powers of Kurope, to interfere in the
political arrangements of this continent, with a view to
the enforcement ot the European principle of " the ba¬
lance of power" upon the independent nations of Ame¬
rica. having made it, in his judgment, the duty of the
President ef the Unitsid states to call the attention of
Congress to this subject, in his annual message, and to
announce, on the part of the I'nited elates, the counter
principle of non-intervention, it is the judgment of
Congress that the announcement thus made by the Pre¬
sident was demanded by toe manifest hazard to which
such interference would inevitably expose the relations
of peace now subsisting between the old world and the
new.

RtsolveJ, That Congress, thus concurring with the
President, and aeniiblts that this subtect has been forced
upon the attention of the roiteu States, by recent
events, eo significant as to make it impossible for this
Government longer to remain silent, without appearing
ready to submit to, and even to invite, the enforcement
of this dangerous doctrine, do hereby solemnly declare
to the civilized world the unalterable resolution of the
l.'nited States, to adheie to and enforce the principle that
any e libit of tho powers of Kurope to Intermeddle in the
social organization or political ariangemeuts of the in¬
dependent notions of America, or further to extend the
European system of government upon this continent, bythe establishment of new colonies, would be incompati¬ble with the independent existence of the nations, and
dangerous to the liberties or the people of America, and
therefo.e would incur, as by the rignt of self preserva¬tion it would justify, the prompt resistance of the Unit¬
ed States.
Mr. Calhoun said these resolutions embraced aprincipleof action, which called for the most solemn declarations
on the part of the Senate. It afforded matter for con¬
sideration, how far can this resolution be efficiently
actod upon, if adopted. No man could view with
stronger feelings of opposition, all impertinent interfe¬
rence of the powers of Kurope in the alfairs of this con¬
tinent. than Mr. C. And he would now take occasion to
say, that the late extraordinary interference of Great
Britain and Ki ance, in the political domestic relations of
Buenos Ayres, was an outrage unprecedented in its cha¬
racter. But the great questiou here suggested is, are
we now prepared to take this whole continert under
our protection ? Have we reached that state ofmaturity
to admit of this wide and exclusive guardianship ? Are
we prepared to take all the consequences that must
grow out of the assumption of such a policy as is here
indicated I If we are determined to take the course
indicated by the resolutions, if they indicate anything,
we might as well at once call out into action the whole
energies of the country. Let us have time. Mr. C. was
of the firm opinion that at this particular moment, the
resolutions of the honorable Senator could have no goodresult.no good effect upon the nations of the world.
The Tresident had announced the principle - wny not be
content to stand upon that deel 'ration I The concurrent
declaration of Mr. Monroe, had been regarded in his
day, and even hy Mr. C., who was then a much younger
man than at this crisis.as unwise, and really mischiev¬
ous in its effects. And what good had resulted from it 7
There had been frequent interferences since, on the
pait of the European powers, in the affairs of the inde¬
pendent nations of this continent.of which we had
taken no notice whatever. We were rapidly approach-ing to great events. They demanded our most solemn
consideration. We were approaching, as it were, to
that point where the broad, plain highway parts into
two roads.one to the right and the oilier to the left.
Between the two wo were left to decide. The exigencyrequired our moat aolemn deliberation. For himself,
Mr. 0. said, he would rather not push this principle.atleast for the preseut; but would piefer to (et it remain
where the President had put it.
Mr. Allen said that he had been apprehensive that

even this proposition might be resisted in the Senate, but
he had not supposed that the bare introduction of it
would encounter opposition, lie would not now go in¬
to a general examination of the resolutions, hut would
simply leraark that the President, in his official message
to Congress, had denounced the principle of foreign in¬
terposition in American politidal affairs, and without the
approval of Congress, he would stand, in the eyes of the
world, hs taking a stand unsupported by the concur¬
rence of the balance of the government. Never, eince
the declaration of Mr. Munroe against foreign interfe¬
rence in the domestic relations of this continent, had
Mr. A. heard the propriety of that declaration question¬ed among the people. (Vlr. Allen is great for the peo¬
ple.) As far as bis observation had extonded, ho had
never heard the justice or the policy of this position
questioned, nor had known it to meet with opposition
from any American mind. Mr. Allen further uxpatisted
upon the propriety of Congress confirming this position
of the President. He did nat ask the consideration of
the resolution now; it would be referred, if received, to
the Committee on Foreign Relations, who would doubt-
lets give it that serious reflection which the case re¬
quired, and would report accotdingly.Mr inquired if the chairman on Foreign re¬
lations had submitted this teaolution on his own luaivtu-
usl responsibility.
Mr. Allen said,yes, sir, it is my own work.
Mr. Calhoun said that he considered this an unprece¬dented proceeding, and entirely out of order. Here we

have the Chairman on Foieign Relations introducing a
most important measure without consnltation of the com¬
mittee. Mr. Csdhoun said that he should begnothing. He knew precisely where heetood. He was
not disposed now, to rush forward into any measure that
would fu-therontanglo our foreign relations. If we were
resolved upon this measure, we ought, at once, to putforth the whole of our streng h. We ought to declare our¬
selves a military republic, and that thu whole continent
was under our especial protection. Why did not the
Senator at once come forward with a specific resolution
touching the affairs at Buenos Ayres f It was the partof wisdom to look to wise onds from wise means. No
wise man would determine upon a result which he
knew to be beyond hie means.no more' would any wise
nation do to. A wise man, or a wise nation, should al-
ways be prepared to do what they may declare to be
their determination to accomplish. Mr. Calhoun poai-lively objected to tho reception of the reeolutious, and
called for the ayea and noes.
Mr. Jarna.hn moved to lay the question of reception

upon tlio table; and upon this motion he called the yeasand nays. [Vlr. Jarnegiu's resolution corresponds with
the action upon abolition papers ]

Mr. Crittenden asked if the resolutions would lie
there without (he privilege ol being called up again 7
Voices..Oh ! no, no. The resolution can be offered

again.
Mr. Jarnacin stated that hia object in the motion was

not to cut otf the resolution entirely, but merely for the
present to lay the subject upon the table.
Mr. Allen said t! a action of the Senate upon this mo¬

tion would be conclusive of. (criea of order, ordrr.)Mr Allen asked the chair to state the question.The Chair stated the question to be, shall the questionof leave to introduce the resolution be laid on the table?
And the Senate decided that it should, by a vote of SH to
03 .Messrs. Calhoun, Chalmera, Haywood, and M'Duffie
voting with the whigs, in the affirmative.
