Important from Washington.
We have received, during the last few days, ve-
ry important and interesting informa 1on from Wash®
ington, relative to the secret movements of politi-

cians of both parties, looking forward to the suc- |

cession to the Presidency, and having for their ob-
ieet the general election which will take place in |
1848,

There is a great deal of doubt, controversy, mis-
chiel, folly, wisdom, and ridiculousness, all mixed
up together, connected with the aifuirs in Wash-
ington, regarding Oregon, the tarul, sub-treasury,
Hiwinlummg, rejections, and every thing elle'
These movements and measures are more or less
addressed 1o the *“Right Hon. Joseph Buncombe,
and his deestrict.” The real engrossing business at
Washington is not transacted inthe Senate cham-
ber or in the House, neither is it reported in the
journals. This businese, which is the buminess of
President making, 18 transacted in private coleries,
ussembled around dinner tables, or during evening
soirées, in little groupes,und among small cliques
Let us give the first batch of this news.

We understand that the leaders of the two great |
parties that divide the people, are each making their |
arrangements for the succession, and shaping their |
courses before the country, n order to have effect
on the great result of 1843, First as to the
whigs. The whig leaders have had several con-
siltations. and are making their preliminary
arrangements for the campnign of 1848. These
leaders consist of the whig Senators, with a few
of the members of the other House. It has |
been agreed among this class of politicians, that
the most available and prominent candidate of
the whig, or opposition party, undoubtedly is General
Scott, of the United States Army, while they com-
sider Judge McLean, in a point of availability, far
inferior to General Scott. It is believed among the
whig leaders—with whom are included Messrs.
Mangum, Crittenden, Webster, and others, that
Scett 18 the most popular man of the opposition
party—that hus high moral character, military and |
civil reputation—in fine, that he possessea every
thing caleulated to unite together all the elements |
ol opposition—the whigs, abolitionists, and every
thing sufficient to give him such a triumph in 1848,
as General Harrison had in 1840. |

This matter is nearly settled among the whig |
leadere—so General Scett may be considered the
candidate of the whigs for the next Presidency. |

On the oher side—among the democratic party, |
there is far less unanimity, and but little harmony.
They are divided into three or four eligues, each
endeavoring to make as much capital for itsell as
possible, General Cassappears to be the prominent |
man among the extreme portion of the party, for the |
highest and strongest measures relative to our
foreign relations.  He probably stands higher among |
the leaders of the democracy, who may be called |
the extreme gawche, than any other man, Mr. Bu-
chanan, Mr. Benton, Mr. Polk himself, even Mr.
Van Buren, Mr. Wright and Mr. Calhoun are named
also. All these, however, seem 10 be waiting the |
moving of the waters. Mr. Van Buren is preparing
himself, by an extensive private correspondence
over the Union, for being nominated in 1848; but
we have no doubt that the approaching Convention
i this State, will demolish him and his party for
ever. In fact, the only man at Washington, among
the democratic ranks, who seems to be in a strong
original position, 18 John C. Calhoun—who, how-
ever much he may encounter the jealousy |
and prejudices of ecertain extreme portions
of the democratic party, still possesses mighty ele- |
ments of popularity, from the morality and indepen-
dence of his position among all parties, that may |
lead to results which no one can anticipate. Mr.
Calhoun has exhibited, during the present season, a |
moral and political independence, on the Oregon |
question, perfectly unparalleled in the history of
parties in this country ; and what the result of this |
remarkable position will be, during the present ses-
sion, time only can tell.

In the meantime, all these arrangements which
are making, or made by the different parties and
cligues for the succession, must have an indirect in- |
fluence on the action of Congress on the Oregon |
question, the sub-treasury, the tarifi, and every other |
measure. What this indirect influence may be, |
seems difficult to tell ; but time will probably reveal |
It. At present, Gen. Scolt 1s agreed upon, by the
whigs, as their candidate for 1848. General Cass
heads the war movement of the demoecrats for the
present, but the moral poeition of Mr. Calhoun, and |
the official position of Mr. Polk, may interfere with |
the unfermed, uaripe movements now led on by |
Generul Cass. Time alone can reveal the result of
these opposing movements in the democratie ranks, |
‘W shall watch, and report progress.

"ed. For these libelson myself, I care nothing—and
never could have noticed them in any shape, But,
during the last six months, he has had the audacity
and brutality to try 10 defame and insult all the fe- |
male members of my family—a mode of attack and
controversy, which is unfit for any civilized
community—and which is only suffered to ex- |
ist in the lowest stages of brutality and beast-
liness—in a dark and ignorant age. For these
mean and brutal attacks—conscious of being equal
to any person in this community, either in birth,
education, or reputation, my family have too much
spirit—too high a personal character—and too much
contempt for the source they spring from, or the
places they circulate in, to give them a moment's
uneasiness in any capacity, or in any position.—
But it 18 a duty which 1 owe to society—to the
character of the press—to the reputation of New
York—and to the good name which will be trans-
mitted to my children, during their future career,
to take this brutal man, Noah, trom the sink of cor-
ruption and benstlinesa into which he has fallen—
to bring him into the courts of justice, and there,
before the world, to punish him as he deserves, and
exhibit his beastly career as a warning to others.
