Late from New Zealand .Accounts from
Auckland have been received at Bosion up to the
I3;h of,September. The Po,t ol yesterday says, our
readers will recollect that several skirmishes had
taken place between the natives and the British
troops sent to protect the colonists, and that the
troops had suffered severely in attempting to storm
a stockade. Up to the 12,h of September no deci¬
sive intelligence had been received from the seat of
war, but that both parties were preparing for re¬
newed hosttlies. Three vessela of war, the Hazard,
North Star and Daphne, were at the Bay of Islands'
and troops were expected daily from Sydney, N. S.
W. When they arrive the war will be prosecuted
on the part of the British with vigor. The natives

portant. Bnd as u consequence, very detiiable.
The House met at usual, and resumed the debate uponthe printing bill. One argument frequently used it,that if 'he Slate printing is put up at cuction, a scurril

ous and indecent paper may make the lowest bid, and
secure the printing It is said, that according to the
provisions of the bill, the lowest bidder is entitled to the
public printing; papers may tli-is procure the printingwhich are unfit to he intro luced into family circles .
Messti. Chatfiald, of Steuben, and Bailey, ol Putnam, oc¬
cupied the floor to-day, in lavor of Mr Towntend's modi¬fication of tho Senate bill. Now, I submit if it is n. t la¬
mentable that such a question should occupy the time of
the Legislature for two months? Tha frenzied auimoiltybetween the radicals and the conservatives in the House,has coma to equal, if not to exceed that in the
Senate It seeme that Mr. Bailey, of Tutnam, has been
attacked by the opposite branch of the party. He arose
with a great deal of feeling this morning, and alluded to
the attacks made upon him personally by the con¬
servatives ; he stood there to meet the wishei of
his constituents, to tha best of his abilityj ha de¬
clared that tha jfrgus establishment, as it is now
situated, could compete successfully against the world
if this Senate bill passes ; he denounced the bill
as a direct attempt to defraud tha treasury, and
to impose upon the good sense of the people. Mr. Bat-
ley's invective was one of the most scuttling wo ever
listened to. The lobbies and galleries were completelyfilled by the citizens In allusion to a certain conserva¬
tive. who bad betrayed him, he said that a man who
would betray bis Liand would betray his party, and a
man who could betray his party, would, like Benedict
Arnold, betray bis country, lie said il be must lose a
man's friendship, because he would not prostitute princi¬ple and honor for that rich establishment, why, he roust
bid biin good-bye. The gentleman, (Welle,) had de¬
nounced the signers of "the secret cirouiar;" be would
ask that gentleman if he had not begged one of these
signers to endorse his (Wells') democracy just before
his election ; he asked if lie bad not tapped at the door
of tho Executive lor an office 1 Silent i (said Bailey,)ho will not reply. Mr. Bailey asserted, in allusion to tha
supposod combination hotweon Mes.rs. Croswell and
Weed, that theso gentlemen wore closeted on the morn¬
ing this bill was submitted ; they (Croswell and Weed)bad combined to deceive the Legislature, and to hold
on unitedly to the State printing, and pocket the profits.Now, your correspondent has concluded that, after a
terrific struggle, this Assembly printing bill will passthe Assembly ; but it cannot pass the Senate under anycircumstances. The office of State Printer will thus be-
come a matter tor the consideration of the State Con-
veotiou in June neat. It i« totally and utterly impossi.ble for the Legislature to make any disposition of this
printing, but the convention tor the revuion ot the Con¬
stitution must effect a change in the present plan for the
safe keeping and transfer ol tho public momos, and tor
the regulation of offices of this character. It is
to be deeply regretted that any man or num¬
ber of men could exercise influence enough, under
such peculiar circumstances,to disturb the harmony and
quiet of the State Legislative. It is also to be depre¬cated, that Mr. Croswell does not at once signify h s
desire to resign the office, and its emoluments. He de¬
clined to be a candidate! at tho caucus election lor
State Printer, and if, at that time, he believed a candidate
would bo elected over him, why does he not utterly dis-
claim now all wish to hold the office 1 Such a course,
upon his part, would Iraternise the distrac.ed and queru¬lous cliquei of his party, and ensure him the esteem of
all honorable men. The Jlrgus office may probably be
compared to a miniature United States Bank. Its influ¬
ence was wide, and its power supreme, as the accredited
organ of the Van Buren dynasty; its ruin and annihilation
would involve hundred! with it. But the idea that, if the
Jlrgut is deprived of State patronage, it will fall, is very
wrong. On the cautrary, we suppose this constant con¬
tention for the spoils of office will be a source of Pec"'
niary loss to that paper, even if it continues to be ihe
State paper In any event, this quarrel should properlybo an occasion of deep mortification to every man eu-

Cotton Trade.
Our laet report waa dated on the Slat ult., per iteaaier

Hibernia, in which we atated that our market eloaed in¬
active at our quotation* ; for the aucceeding three weekf
a very moderate buelneaa ha* been transacted, buyer* for
export seldom appearing in market, and their purchasesbeing limited to small parcels. The bulk of the sales ef¬
fected during that time have been mainly to our own
spinners, from whom a steady demand bas existed prices
exhibiting no change o< consequence, but growing rather
Armor on the better grades, on which a small advance
was readily obtainable.
On Thwmday morning, 19th inst, we received, per ex¬

press, theprinted Liverpool dates to 4th inst., per steamer
t'ambria, the letters coming to hand, per mail, the fol¬
lowing day. These advices have been considered here
remarkably favorable for the staple, and several large
parcels were immediately taken at the previous rate* ;
the sales on that and the two following days, averaging
1,300 bales each. On Monday, 33d inst., the buying be-
came more general, and the sales reached 3,600 bales,
mostly at an advance on previous prices. On Tuesday
and Wednesday, the same active enquiry existed, and the
sales were even larger at a very decided improvement,
the market closing on Wednesday at an advance of a lull
quarter cent, since which, a (air business has been done
at firm and full prices, to which wo alter our quotations;
these sales have beeu about equally distributed for Li¬
verpool, France, and the Continent. The sales for the
week ending 7tb inst.. were 7,000 bales; for the weok
ending 14'h inst., 4,000 bales ; for the week ending 31st
inst 6,600 bales ; since, to date. 11,000 bales.
With respect to tho crop, we can only say, that public

opinion here, as well as at the South, has materially
changed, and that now there are few believers in any
larger estimate than 3 500,000 bales ; great stress appear¬
ing to be laid on the large discrepancy in tha receipts of
this season oompared with those of last year.
