In order to a clear understanding of what follows, itis necessary to state the grounds on which the Commit¬
tee on Iiitslid Pnni ins mide a report favorable to the
petition of Mr. Crosby, viz:.
The petitioner states, that upon the commencement ofthe war between Great Britain and the United States, in

1813, he was in Upper Canada, that be waa called uponto 'ake up aims against bis couutry. u hich he refused todo , that on the morning of fine 7th June, 1813, he was
attested by a eeigeant's guard, and earned by them toDover, and thence to Byerson's creek, where a portionof the British loice* and their fleet lay; that he was then
pot in irons, aud suffered very harsh treatment; that ou
tbe night of the 17th July he was pu' on board tbe Bii-tish fleet with the avowed intention of compelling him
to flint in the action lhat was hourly expected; that ontba 10th of September, just nefore the battle commenced,he was ordered to cheer with the others; this be r*fu»ed
to do, whereupon the fi st lieutenant threa ened to shoothim. and when the battle commenced, tbe first lieutenant
told him he suould tight or bo would shoot him, he still
refused, and went below, when the lieutenant seve ral
tinu-a sent for him, and ordered him to come ondack and fight or be shot; tba: he ut'e ly re¬
fused to fight, npon which the lieutenant drew a pis¬tol and shot him in the right breast, the shot passinginto the lungs; that he fall and was nearly suffocatedwith his own blood; that the wound thus inflict¬ed occasioned a disability which has increased upon himwith age. until he finds himself utterly disqualified to
obtain a living by labor. The petition is vended by theoath of the petitioner, and the fucts stated therein are
substantially proven by other disinterested witnesses.Upon this state of facts, the petitioner applied at the¦\V ar Department for a pension, but the Commissioner of
Pensions declined granting a pension, upon the groundthat the pension law* now in force did not authorize him
to grant a pension in any case, exoept when the disabili¬
ty was occasioned to the petitioner whilst he was tech¬
nically In tbe service of the United States ; but stating,at the same time, that his case was a meritorious one.
and that Congress would not fail to grant relief. Now,in this case it is to he remarked, tnat a man may as
effectually serve his country by refuting, under the pe¬nalty of death, to fight against it, when on board, as a
prisoner, a hostile vessel, actually engaged, as If he
were technically serving in the ranks of his rouatry-
tnen ; and, alihough he certainly does not come within
the letter of the law, yet. in the judgment oi every one,he must very clearly come within us equity.Tbe uncompromising patriotism of the petitioner (theoommittee Jsay) is abundantly pioven, not only by tbe
act which occasioned the disability, but by his charac¬
ter and conduct, both b.fore and alter that event, and is
most strongly evinced by his joining the American armywhilst yet suffering from the effects of his wound, and
continuing in the service until the close of the war.
America rewards those whose patriotic devotion subjectsthem to iinjury from the brutality of a dastard foe. Tbe
committtee, upon the whole, deemed it proper to reporta bill for his relief, and recommended its passage.Mr. Simms said he would not abuse the patience of the
House, but purposed, briefly, to make an explanation in
this matter. It might appear, from what was said yes¬terday, as well as from the report of the \mtional
InleUtgtnctr, that his objection was regarded as per¬sonal and oaptious. That was not the nature of his
objection. It was founded on this consideration: .
Tne report in the InuiUgtnctr was unaccompaniedby any explanation showing why ha had objected
to this apparently hard case. His reason for ob¬
jecting wes, that he believed the circumstances of
this cuse involved stupendous consequences, and, if a
pension were granted under the state oi (ecu, we would
set an axampla violative of the principles of international
law, and the safe practice of our government. Tbe re-
pert waa defective in this particular,.: it did not state
why the petitioner was in Canada from the commence¬
ment of the war, in 1813, until September, 1813, aud
under British jurisdiction. It did not appear that he was
there by force, or duress; but the Inference is, by volun¬
tary consent. He was there in one of these two ways :
he had |gone beyond the jurisdiction of the United
States lor the purpose of residing in a foreign country,aad, as a consequence, placed himself beyond the limits
of our country ; or for a temporary purpose, to avoid
aarvica In his own country. Now, the first principle of
internstional law, was, that when two nations go to
war, it was not only hostility and non-intercourse be¬
tween two countiies, but between the citizens ol the
two countries. All intercourse ceased. If an Amorican
citizen was in a belligerent territory, and if he still
claimed citizenship, it was his duty to return to his own
country. If he threw himself beyond tbe jurisdiction of
his country, beis guilty, in some sort, of treasou, as hold¬
ing intercourse with the enemy On this principle, Mr.
Van Buren justified himself when some of our peopleparticipated in the disputes in|f'annda They had gonebeyond our limits, and voluntarily taken part in tha dis¬
turbances of a neighboring foreign territory. It waa well
known what was the result, some of tbem were trans¬
ported to Botany Bay, because they had placed them¬
selves beyond the reach and protection of tbe American
government. Now, if the dootrine contended far be
admitted, we will have assumed the doctrine of perpet¬ual allegiance, and reversed the doctrine that a mau
may change his allegiance It was only necessary for
him to repeat, tha*, if a pension be granted on the facta
stated, tbe principle that a man may changa bis alle-
gian a woald be i a versed, and we would, in effect, goback to the British doctrine of perpetual allegiance, no
matter under what circumstances a man might desire to

ange his citizenship For this reason, he aaid, the
bill, overshadow ing this principle, ought not to pass byw,tbout objection, until proper inquiry could be made,
and a detail oi circumstances obtained, to enable the
House to act advisedly

Powell. The former was accompanied by his friend,
Oen. Harlan, and the latter by St. Oeorge Croghan. It
appears thrt Danville sent the challenge, which was
accepted, with a proposition that the weapons used
should be rifles and the distance eighty yards. Danville,being short-sighted, desired that the distance should be
reduced to twenty paces, which wts peremptorily re¬
fused On this point, they kept up a cross fire with
paper billets fur several days, until, finally, it being satis¬factorily ascertained that Powell was determined not to
be shot at within eye-sight of his adversary, they all put
their heads together, and honorably settled the difficulty.If any one should ever challenge me, the Lord granttha' he may be short-sighted.
