ed citizens.

lie will probably remain some Jay-i with us. No other
political news up to this moment.
You certainly may have thought me remiss in not giv¬

ing you the usual information of this market, but there
has been but one direct occasion this crop, of which I
availed myself.

1 received via Ponce, yesterday, full tiles of your val¬
uable Hna'd of news, from the 3rd to the 34tn ultimo,
10 davs later than any other paper iu the place, and you
not only have my thank", but those of many others.
Our sugar market is not ns brisk as it was 13 days

since. Most of the orders from Europe havo boen cut
down to 3 cents, a» the outside, and some even lower;
while for the United States there is ubsolutely no do-
mond. those who would purchase, ore holding back for
prions to fail down to a point more in unison with your
market, and " prime fancy brands" cannot be cold higher
than to 3Jc, and there is an evident disposition among
operators to hold back, if posriblo, for even lower rates,
which is not beyond pos; ibility.
Molasses is extremely scarce, and the demand active;

$11 to $13 for 100 gallons, and $o each for casks is freely
paid, although such a price is beyeod every one's ideas
for a profitable investment. Yet the vessels are here,
and must load.
Every description of Lumber, say W. Pino, P. Ping,

Staves and Slrooks, is abundant, and dull sale. Most
articles of Provisions are in good demand, and remune¬
rating prices will be obtained for several of the first
cargoes arriving, the present stock being altogether
inadequate to the demand.

Varieties.
On the 2!$d ult., the woollen factory in Sherbrooke,

East Canada, owned by the British Ameiean I.and Com¬
pany, and occupied by Mr. Adam Loomas, by Mr. J. P.
Lee, as a knitting factory, and by Mr. James Scott as a
grist mill, was burnt to the ground. The whole loss is
estimated at $15,000, of which less than $3,000 is insur¬
ed. The t renter loss is suifered by the land company,who lose about $10,000, and have [no insurance. The
fire is supposed to have taken from a stove pipe The
light was seen at Stanstead Plain, a distance of thirty
miles.
The Steam Saw Mil), at Fort Gibson, owned by

13ththe U. S. Government, was consumed by fire on the 13th
ult. It is supposed that it caught from the firos in the
drying room, where lumber was seasoning for the new
works, it was worth some $13,000 or $16,000.
A short time since, the stage from Montgomery,Ala., was robbed in Lagrange by a negro, immediately

In tbii casu a decree was grants'4, to tha plaintiff to pur¬
chase a mortgage on Uta church lor $5,000. Tha defen¬
dant* ask to coma in now and defend the caae, and the
question now before the Court was, whether the per¬
sons who had charge of the temporal affairs of the
Ohurcb, at the time the mortgage was given, were toe
legitimate trustees, and whether that mortgage was

binding on those who now have charge ot the church
It appears that a controversy arose between two sets of
men in the church ; one claiming to be the legitimate
trustees,1 having powerj to manage its affairs, and the
other maintaining the same claim in their own behalf.
This dispute gave rite to a bill in Chancery, and the
parties were heard by the Assistant .Vice Chancellor,
and the case was dismissed, because the complainants
were not proven to be the legitimate trustees. The
complainants might be called the " (labia" party, for
they were headed by Mr. Gable ; and the defendants the
"Miller" party, for they were heeded by Mr. Miller. An
appeal was then taken from the Assistaut Vice Chancel¬
lor to the Chancellor, who reversed the decision, and
decided that the "Gable" paity were the legitime'e trus¬
tees, and he allowed a decree to be issued, restraining
the defendants foiever from exercising any control over
the temporal affairs of the church, and also requiring
them to account for the property while thoy were in
possession of the church, kc. An appeal was then taken
front the decree of the Chancellor to <ho Court of Errors,
and that Court by an almost unanimous decision, re-
versod the decree ot the Chancellor, and decided that
the defendants were the legitimate trustees, aud entitled
to control all the property ofsaid church. Before going to
the Court of Errors, the defendants gavo up and surrend¬
ered to the complainants all of the property ofthe church,
together with the corporate seal, as they wore required
to do by the Chancellor. While the complainants as
trustees held possession of the property or the church
they obtained permission of the Chancellor to mortgage
the church for $6 000; and they borrowed that sum irom
Mr. Lovett, to whom they gave the mortgage. The ef¬
fect of the decision in the Court of Errors was to com¬
pel the complainants to give up to the "Miller" psrty all
the property, ki ; but previous.to this, the complainants
having failed to pay the interest, proceedings were com¬
menced to foreclose the mortgage and a decree was

granted before the legitimate trustees regained posses¬
sion. This petition is, therefore, presented by them,
asking that thev lifay be allowed to cnino in and defend
the bill, and aise to show that the "Gable" party had
no right to use the corporate leal of the church.
The Court say that there is one aspect of this case

which inclined them strongly to let the defendants come
in to delend this bill, and that is, that the parsons who
have properly the right to delend this matter were never
notified to appear. This point his Houor argued at
length, aod then said that if the decree was allowed to
stand as at present, it would effect the title of the porson
who should purchase under the foreclosure. Theio was
still another point in the case. It appears Irom the affi¬
davits that the "Gable" party did not confess judgment
until they knew of the decision of the Court of Errors,
Mr. Lovett's counsel being present when the decree was

pronounced. The Court thought it would be for the in¬
terest ol all paities that this decree should be set aside
without regard to the merits of the case. He then re¬
ferred thereto, and* questioned whethoror not a mort¬
gage given under such circumstances is valid and bind¬
ing of wbizh ho entertained serious doubts. He then
cited several authorities to prove that parties who were
trustees de facto might perform certain acts which
would t>e as binding as tho igh they were trustees de
jure He said that the principle seemed to be that
when trustees were in possession of the property
of a corporation, the Court* will allow acts done
from necessity to stand though they are not trustees de
jure, but when they perform special acts it was right to
inquire whether they were trustees de jure or de facto.
He argued that they were not called upon to perfoim ex-

traordinary act*. They might perform certain acts never
sought to be done, such as paying taxes, kc , but when
they come to mortgage the property it is a serious ques-
tion whether or not they are gifted with any such right.
It is also questioned, whether the money obtained Irom
Mr. Loveti went to the uses of that corporation or whe¬
ther It was put to other uses It would appear from the
petition, that $1004) would have been sufficient to pay the
taxes and put tha church in repair. The complainants
had incurred counsel fees to the amount of about $4,000,
which was brought about in a litigation with the legiti¬
mate trua ees. It was incurred for the benefit of them-
selves to enable them to carry on a litigation in their
own behalf. His Honor thought that Mr. Lovett might
have a good claim for the $1,000, but he was not so clear
in regard to the $4 000. He said, that under these cir-
rumst.nces he felt bound to let these defendants come in
and defend the bill. Ordered therefore, that the decree
be set aside, and that the petitioners be permitted to ap-
pear by their solicitor aud put in answer; costs to abide
tbe event.

MaXch 10.. The United States re. John Peters, et. al..
This was an action brought by the Government againit
defendants on a bond conditioned for the payment of
$6*3. The defendant* are importing merchants, and in
H39 executed the bond in question, amongst others, for
duties on goods imported by them in that year. About
live years ago suita were commenced on all the bonds,
hot as the same or a similar question is involved in all,
it was agreed that the decision in this suit should govern
the others. The United States District Attorney pro¬
ceeded to state that the defendants claimed a setoff
against their bonds, to wit: .that the government was in¬
debted to them before and at the commencement of thia
suit in a turn $4000, on a bill of exchange drawn by one
Jamas Reeside, upon the Post Master General of the
United States, and by the latter accepted, and was af¬
terwards endorsed to the defendants; when it came to
maturity it was presented for payment and refused, and
is now sought to be set off against the present c aim as
well as against tha claims in the other sails, as the
amount of the bill, with interest, will cover the gross
amount claimed on all the bonds. Tbe Government re¬
sists the set off on the ground that Ileetide, the drawer
of this bill, was indebted to them at tha time it became
due in tbe sum of $30,000. They also say it was en-
doried to defendant subsequently to its tiecoming due,
and. they therefore insiat tne defendants took it subject
to all its equities. From this state of facts it will be seen
tbe questious between the parties are, first, whether or
not, when the bill became due, Reeside was a debtor to
the United States; and secondly, was it held at thia time
by a bona fide holder, through whom the defendaut* now
claim. The defendants' bond was put in and read, and
the United States Distiict Attorney rested.
Mr. Gkrasd opened the defence. He said that, In tbe

year 1S35, the United States Government was very
much embarrassed, purticulaily tbe Post Office De¬
partment, and the government was obliged to resort to
all sorts of expedients to preserve it Irom bankruptcy.
Mr. Barry was then the Post Master General, and so em¬
barrassed was he by the disorganized state of the depart¬
ment for want of funds, that he had to cull in Dr. Mason
to aid him in tha manageintnt of the department, and to
aasiat in raising fnndi. Mr. Reeside at that time
held large contracts under government, and had
under bis contract the management of the whole of the
Western mails, and from his connection with the govern¬
ment he wished to give them every aid in hi* power, and
as long as he had any resources or his own, he lent them
treely to tbe government, and in return be was compell¬
ed to take their acceptance* Instead of cash, which were
diahone-red when they came to maturity: the consequence
was, Reeside became embarrassed still be wsnt on re¬

ceiving their drafts to enable him to perform his con¬
tracts and carry on his business. In 1834, he received
from tbe post office the draft in question.amongst others;
it was an absolute unqualified draft and admitted to lie
for value received Home time alter, be passed it to a
Mr. Fullar tor work done by him as a subcontractor,
and Fuller got it discounted at the Metropolitan Bank, in
Washington, upon the endorsement of himself and Roe-
side -, when it became due, the government did not take
it up, aud it was turned back on Fuller, who was obliged
to pay the bank Fuller afterwards sold it to a Mr. Col-
by for $9M0, and Colby brought it to Now Yoik and
sold it to Peter* It Co. for $JO«o; the latter lent it to
Washington for collection, hut the gave nmont rafused
to pay it, alleging that Reeside was in their debt. Mr
Geraid went on to say, hat before Mr. Barry left office
he investigated tbe accounts of Reeside, and struck a
baiancs in his favor of $188,000, which was afterwards
paid to hi* widow ; that when Mr. Kendall, the successor
of Mr. Barry, csmo into office, he attempted to re openthe accounts and to biing Reeside in debt ; that a suit
was then commenced in the Supreme Court, and that
tribunal decided that the accounts having been examined
and certified by the head oi tbe department, government
was precluded fiom any further investigation and tbe
defendants now insistfthey have a right to set it offegainst
the amount due on their bond* to government. After
Mr. Gerard had concluded his opening, ha read tha evi¬
dence ol Dr. Mason and on* or two otnor witnesses de
bent esse; and it was than agreed to taka a verdict lor the
defendants, subject to tha opinion of the court upon on*
or two pout* raised by the Distiict Attorney-

ly, and the exercise seemed to have a salutury effect
upon his spirits. Mr. E. Croswell is invulnerable to all

Much depends upon the tone of
these reports. If they are favorable to the tenants, all
will be well; but if tbey are adverse to tbe demands of
the tenantry, trouble will euane.

In any avent, a gigan
tic political party, iinbupd with no common feelings,
will spring into existence, and will fashion the policy of
thia State in a manner after?its own creation.
