Blessner, formerly first violinist in several of the greatParisian orchestras, and for two years a leading memberof the orchestra of Muiard himself, intends to give a
series of promenade end saloon concerts, a la Mutard,the first of which will take place early in May.A complimentary concert to Mr. Whitney, lata of theHoward Atheneum, will be given at tho Tremont Tem¬ple, this evening. Mr. and Mrs. Seguine, Mr. Fraxer,Mrs. Maeder, Bagnor Ribas, and others of less note, areannounced to appear.
Msdam Lazarre, the harpist, is performing in this city,and is something of a lioness.
The new steamboat Governor, built in New York, ar¬rived her* on Wednesday afternoon, and has attracted

great attention. The countless crowds who have visitedher, all agree that she is a boat of surpassing elegance,fitted up in a style inferior to none. She made the pas¬sage from New York, against head winds and tides, in
twenty three hours and a half. She ia to run betweenthis city, and Portland and Bangor, commencing thisweek.
The competition on the different routei between Boa-toD end New York, has already reduced the fare conaid-crahly.and will undoubtedly reduced it ftill more. Thesteamboat train will in future leave thia city at 6 P. M.,instead of 4^.
