The Eplsode In the Senate—Mr. Webster and
Mpr, Ingersoll.

During the last week & very remarksble episode

has taken place in the proceedings of Congress, |

which w s ruther an agreeable, but startling, diver-
sification of the hitherto monotonous speeches on
the Oregon, sub-treasury, and other matters.
We ellude to the singular and curious passage which |
has eprune up, between Mr. Webster and his frienda |
on one side, and Mr. Ingersoll, Mr. Dickinson, and
taeir friends, on the other side, in both houses.

This passage, and the war of words upon 1t, has
probably more meaning, and ie intended to produce
e more important influence on succeeding events,
than people may be at firstapt to imagine. We
have given, in another column, some singular deve- |
lopements, procured by our correspondent at Wash-
ington, relative to this matter, which we have not
seen alluded toin any of the debates in Congrese,
and which: will undoubtedly give a new direction
to this extrusrdinary episode, in both houses of |
Congress.

It nppears that the friends of Mr. Webster are
charging Mr. Ingersoll and his associates in the de_
velopements that he has made relative to the Ashbur-
ton treaty, with haviog formed a conepiracy to des-
troy this distinzmished man, and prevent his uaeful-
nees as Scnator in Congrees, on the pending im-
portant matters, both loreign and domestic. [t will |
be recollected that this episode originated in a !
gpecch made by Mr. Ingersvll in the House, in
which certain charges were preferred against Mr.
Webster, connected with his conduet on the Ash-
burton negotiation and the case of McLeod. These
charges were repeated by Mr. Dickinson in the Se.
nate, and on Monday |5t Mr. Webster commenced
his reply—a reply which has astonished the whole |
country, and which is said by his friends to annihi-
late hia antagonists. logersoll now comes forward
in the House, and ca'ls for several papers, leuers, |
and other documents, in the Department of State,
1u order to sustain his charges, which motion has
been sanctioned by the House—all of which has
produced & feeling of bitterness and excitement
that may lead to various other matters and devel- |
opements hereafter.

t We shall undoubtedly have the ‘su" treasury, in its
presemt shape, sooner or later. The Houss bill may be
wdapted »ithout Mr Dromgoole’s amendment, requiring
the immediste enf of the spacis previeians The
origimml, or the old bill, may be sdopted. It differs from
this only in the tims for the payments and receipts of
the government, to be mede In gold end silver. Under
the original sub treasury bill, one third of reveone due
the goverument was to be paid lato the treasury inepe-
cie tbe first year; ooe more, or two thirds, the second
year; and in the third year the whole of the recaipts in
toand disbursements from the government treasury,
were to be made in gold and stiver cein. This gradual
intreduction'of this new system, would not be uitendsd
with asy of the restraints anticipated by thoss opposed
to the measure, The policy of gradually changing any
government measurs affscting the commercial alfuirs of
the country, has never besn considersd suficiently im-
portant. Sudden reveolutions in our commercial system,
no matter what may be the merits of the messure con
templated, are at all times to be deprecated, and should
at all times be evolded. Thare are more avils attending
sudden changes in the policy of the government,affsoting
trade-—either foreign or domastis—than in a little longer
continmnce of the measurs about being repesled.

The financial systam of the governmant now in foros,
has been in operation fourtssn years. and the business
of the country has, thersfors, become adapted to that
system ; all the ramifications of trade have become re
oonciled to that policy so thoroughly, that sn immediate
alteration would naturally be sttended with meny sm-
berrassments, and many serious Jdificultles. A wise
admisistration will, therefore, avoid, ss much as possl
ble, these sudden extremes, and adopt, as gradually as
pomsible, any changes contemplsted in its flasncial er
commercial systems. We have much confifence in the
wisdom of the Senate, In relation to this measure; we
trust to the experience of the ieading spirits in that
body, with the belief that whatever altsrationa they
may make, or whatsver system they msy adopt, will
be as perfect as possible to make them. Men of master
miods, who heve devoted their whole lives to the
censiderstion of commercial and Anancial systems, cer-
tainly have had more fecilitics for testing questions con-
nected with them, and their suggestions are eotitled to
more confidence than the statements of sll the bank
presidents and directors in the country. We do not leck
for that party prejudice in the Senale, that wa se often
see in the Houss. The ntrinsic merits of any messure,
have more weight in the upper than in the lowsr
House, and we can, therefore, depend upon that bedy
to prevent the adoption of any Imperfect law, and upen
the introductions of all recessary improvements betore
it goes into operation.

The mubtreasury law, under the modifications
anticipated, will, without doub*, go into operation a8
soon as contemplated by the House—that is, the frst
of July, 1848. At that time, the banks will be deprived
of the government deposits; st least from any accamuly-
tion of the /eposits. The revenus will, doubtiess, go
into the handa of the Raceivers’ General, just as thoagh
the specie clauses were 1n fall opsration from the start,
This will place as many restrictions upen the hanks as
contemplated under the Mouse bill, and compel them to
keep up a steady cootraction, and will, therelore,
Aeep the money marketin & very stringent condition.
The time required for them to bring their iswnas down te
a specie basis, will, it is trus, be lsngthened ; hut that it
will afford any particnlar rellef to the money market, is
a mattar of mach doubL. It is n question, whether any
more Istitude iv desirable, as any expansion would lead
to an extensirn of business, which woull require
eventually & grester contraction than that we have
T

exparienced,
