Why, air,
upon thii plan of granting lands to the new Htatea,of five
miles upon each aide of a new road, you may grant away
all your lands, if tha State should think At to run new
roada ten or twenty mile* apart, through the public
lands. A plan of extortion upon the government more
absurd and fallacious could not well be conceived..
There were three ways of moving tn such enterprises.
Dy capital, by a good honest credit, and by stealing, so

called or not so called but call it as yon will, it is plun¬
dering the public. This ia the object of tlieae cor¬

porations. Tneir object ia to plunder individuals,
to plunder the public; it was a calculation with ihem to
plunder in some way or other. And now we ar-» called
upon to support this plundering system He hoped the
system would be stopped, (or it was one that ought nevor
to have been commenced
Mr. Calhoum made a few remarks upon what he had

¦aid before. He persisted in his opinion that th* govern,
ment had the right, and it was its policy to grant alter¬
nate sections for public improvements, as far as such
grants may benefit directly the Kovernmeni in the value
of its reserved lands along; the li>>es of such works. But
the Senator from Connecticut (Mr. Nile») had denoun
Oed this as an abandonment of hu former course. I will
ask that 8enator when tie haa known me to pursne a dif¬
ferent course to this upon this door? I will wait until
he can specify the timi or the occasion. He cannot do
it, sir. It id due to courtesy that gentlemen should un¬
derstand the true position of Senators when they under¬
take to apeak of an abandonment of their former course.
Mr. Calhoun said he had always been in favor of such
grants a> were contemplated by this bill. When be first
sat in that chair (of the Senate) in 1825, he had voted in
favor of such a grant to the Illinois Canal. He bad, at
all times, been intavur ol sucn grunts. This was not u

question of internal improvements by the government,
but the right of proprietorship. But if the bill proposes
to cede other land* than those along the line of the work,
in my opinion, it goes beyond the principle,by involving
land* not immediately benefitted by the improvement..
In auy'case where a road or canal passes through the
public laud*, he waa willing to go lor grants ol lands to
the extent of the benefit received, no more. But he
would alto embrace the principle, that all public (tores
should pa** tree.
Mr Nile* said he did not intend to misrepresent the

Mr. Caliioi/!*.Not at all, air. 1 know the Senator did

Mr. Nilks asked if tho Senator from South Carolina

bad not always opposed the Cumberland Koad a* a na¬
tional work'!
Mr. Calhoun..Certainly, *hr.
Mr. Nilks thought that that involved a principle of

Internal improvements, which covered the whole
ground; for if the principle of granting lanJs applies to
roads leading through the public lands, it may a* well
apply to roada leading to the public lands.that was
the origin of the Cutnberlmd road. It was to facilitate
the settlement upon the public lands in tne West tlat
this road, leading to them,'was opened by the govern¬
ment. Mr. Niies argued against the principle, as author¬
izing unlimited grants, for the purposes of internal im¬
provements.
Mr Calhoun explained the difference between the

Cumberland road and the plan of this. In the one
case, the general government trespassed upon the rightsof sovereignty ot the States; in the latter, tho State
sovereignty was preierved. Tha difference was wide
as the difference between any two principlesOen Ca»s said he did not rise to defend Mr. Jefferson,
in regard to the Cumberland road, nor the Senator from
South Carolina, in reference to this hill. That Senator
-. able to defend himself. General Casa re~d

iqu constitution, the clause that the generul
government, in reference to public improvement,
is empowered " to make all needful rules and
regulations;" the very power which the bill proposed to
exercise, and no more Tho State sovereignty wai not
touched. Oen. Cass proceeded to exhibit the mightyempire which had grown up in the West since the opening of the Cumberland troad- an empire which in his
own day had increased4 from a population of thirty
thousand, to forty-tour millions. [VVe suppose the
General meant four millions ; but he certainly said
forty four.] After a very eloquent and agreeable reca¬
pitulation of the grand results of the industry and enter¬
prise of the West, he thought that something was due to
that section in common justice. The lands oTthe govern¬ment would be banefitiel by the contemplated works
not only upon tho lines, but fifty or one hundred miles
ef, to a greater or lsss extent. He did not like the idea
of the government screwing all the blood out of the poopie of the West. Would vou act like Shylcck, taking
the pound of flesh and our blood, too? General Cans ex¬
plained the exposed frontier situation of Michigan, and
the great advantages for the national defences ttut those
lines of improvements crossing the State would be in the
case of war. As understood, about 130 miles of the rail
road were completed, and there were some SO miles yet
to be finished. Books would be opened for the residue
of the stock; but it would not be taken unlesR the Ore-
gon dispute was settled in due ceason. On tho liue ol
the railroad a great portion of the lands were sold; but
on the canal they neaily all belonged, as yet, to the go
vcrnment There was no danger that these lands would
go to the -benefit of a corporation. They were appro-
pi iated for a specific object, and it was a special irrant
for that object.

Mr. Nilcs argued tbe unconstitutionality of the bill,
ai contemplating a concurrent jurisdiction netwern the
State and the federal government; and contended for a
strict and limited construction of the power* of tbe con-
stitution.

Mr. Bsbksb not only contended in oppontion, for the
constitutionality of this bill-, but vigorously defended
the right and duty of tbe government to prosecute the
completion of the Cumberland road.
Mr. We*tcott denounced the niggardly spirit of the

government in regard to tbe public land*. When Spain
held possession ot Florida, (he granted laudi, not only to
h«r own citizeni, freely, but tvon to foreigners. She
acted ipon tbe wise policy of getting her land* Ailed
with an enterprising population. England had always
done the same thing. All governments, consulting their
own interest, had done tbe same, excepting the govern
ment of the United State*. The *y*tem which it had
pursued wa* a miserable, picayune, peddling, huckster-
lng sort of a system altogether, if, indeed, it might be
called a system. From time to time bills bad been in¬
troduced to reduce and grwduate the prices of the public
lands; but on account ot this huckstering policy, they
had all tailed. And until some uniform taw, opening the
public lands to settlers, was substituted for this pettifog¬
ging practice of just getting the dollar and twenty five
cents per acre, be would vote for uny bill granting lands
to tbe States within which they lie, .for purposes of in-
teinal improveme it, or for tho public benefit. The pre¬
sent practice was a nuisance-au unmitigated nuisauce,
to the States and to the government. It inert ased the
meaus of corruption in government patronage.it kept
up «>varon ol oftice hoi lers; and iio doubted whether, af¬
ter deducting all tno expenses ,.t tne present system,
there would bu any balance at all left to tbo treasury.
In regard to thii bill, be should go for it. if not a cent of
profit came to the government, because of the immense
advantages of the>,e woiks in the event ol war.
Mr. AacHKi..for be apoke in a low tone.was under-

>U>od to define certain objections to the bill.
Mr. Clattoi* proposed an amendment, reserving two-

third* of the lands propoied to be granted,until tho com¬
pletion of tbe w 01 k*.
Mr. Woodbbidob oppoied the propoaition.
Mr. Davib auatained tbe amendment. .

Mr. Woodbbidob showed that it would defeat the ob¬
ject of tbe bill.

Col. Bkiston inquired the amount of the lands pro¬posed to be granted.
Mr. Bbkese gave tbe information desired. It was pro-

8e*ed by the bill to dive alternate sections to the
tate for the completion of the c mal and the railroad,

a sum total ef 1,120,000 acres. Tne Stato had received
600.000 acres by the law of '42, which would make an
aggregate ol 1,620.000 acres. Indiana had received lands
to the amount of I 60S,404 acres ; Ohio, 1,180,192 acres.

Col. Benton said he was willing to go as high for
Michigan as Ohio, and he would suggest an amendment,

.f halt a century. There was not such another instance
of taxation on record among the States.

Mr. Woooaaioo* said that in some instances the pro¬perty of Detroit was taxed as high as # per centGen. Cass said yes, sir ; and he knew himself that
the whole amount stood under s taxation of two percent.
Mr. Davis argued, that owing to the want of capital in

the new States, they were compelled to some such ex-
pedienta as that contemplated in the bill. The amend¬
ment wa* rejected.
Mr. Sbvibx suggested a substitute for the whole bill,

which wa* to make an absolute, unconditional grant of
the land* asked for. taking tbe act ol 1842 a* the bail* ol
tke bill.

THK SMITHSONIAN INSTITUTION.
The House resolved itself into a Committee of the

Whole on the State of the Un^on.(Mr. Burt in the
chair).and recumed tho consideration of the bill to es¬
tablish the Smithsonian Institution, for the increase and
diffusion of knowledge among men.
Mr. Hamlin contended, that in receiving the money,this government solemnly pledged its faith to aee that

the onject should be carried out, in the language of the
testator, for " the increase and diffusion ot knowledge
among men." He had not the slightest trouble of com¬
ing to tbe conclusion that we had a full aod unqualified
power to take charge of the money, and give it the di¬
rection designed by Mr. Smlthson. We might establish
a library, might have an institution for disseminating in-
formation connected with the mechanic arts exclusively,
or any other single one of the various sciences, and thus
increase and thus diffuse knowledge among men. He
would vote for any measure which would make a com¬
mencement, and establiih a point from which the granddesign of the testator may be realized. We had delayed
a begining in this matter for eight years, and althoughthe bill before them did not exactly suit his views, ne
would vote for it. As the institution would continue
within the control of the legislative power, defects could
be remedied Irom time to time, as experience may sug¬gest. He believed, according to the strict legal princi-
§le, that the money was in the treasury of the United
tatei; and although it had been loaned, we were bound

as trustee, to refund it. He would, however, preferthat the institution should not be connected with the
treasury: it should be limited and restricted to its own
funds. He spoke of tbe importance of having a branchof chemistry .connected with agriculture, and In conclu¬
sion, expressed the opinion that this waa calculated toelevate the character of our people, and confer lastingbenefits on our institutions.

Mr. Wood thought it complimentary to a republicangovernment, that the subject of a monarchy ahould
make it the trustee to carry out his Denevolent and phi¬lanthropic designs. He bad an objection to one feature
of the bill which he had [not at first; he thought that nor¬
mal schools should be left to the States, and not to tbe
United States. However, he was in favor of a begin¬ning, and proposed an amendment, that a portion of the
money shall be appropriated for the1 printing and dis¬
semination among tbe people, according to the ratio of
representation, of works devoted to useful knowledge.Mr. Sims, of South Carolina, suggested an amendment,prefaced by a preamble, acknowledging tho benevolent
objects uf Mr. Saiithion, and saying that tbey cannot be
carried out; and for this reason, concluding with a reso¬
lution causing tbe President of tbe United States to re-
iund the money to the British high Court ol Chancery.Mr. Gilm offered an amendment, that from the fund,books shall be procured for tbe education and beneAt of
the blind. He said be would consider it a libel ou tha
philanthropy of tbe committee to urge any argument for
its adoption. He desired something to be done towards
a commencement of tbe institution nnd. tharafara. wnnM
rote for the bill.
Mr. Wick contended, that a* they had received the

money, they were bound, in good faith, to carry out the
trust. We were all (tending on dangeroua constitution¬
al ground; and notwithstanding he would alwaya be
found an advocate for strict construction, he believed
that we had the power to accept and exeoute the trust.
Thif was his opinion, although he wished that the mo¬
ney had never been received.

Mr. Hunt briefly replied to a remark of the gentle¬
men from Indiana, Mr. Wick.

Mr. J K. Imgkhsoll fiubmitted an amendment, which
was agreed to. to the effect that all objects of art and of
foreign and curious research, etc., now in the National
Gallery, shall be deposited in the Smithsonian Institu¬
tion, iu a room to bn called the National Museum, and
that the members of the National Institution shall hold
their meetings in tbe said Smithsonian Institution, and
appoint a curator, etc.
Mr J. <i Adams moved to strike out so much of the

seventh section us provides for the establishment of a
normal branch of the institution, by appointing some
suitable person as professor of common school in-
struction.
The question was taken by teller*.ayes 73, noes 40,and decided in the affirmative.
The 9th section, for the admission of students in the

various departments of the institution, was stricken out.
The amendment ol Mr. Oiles, providing for the print¬ing of book* for tbe blind, was rejected.Mr. Adami moved to strtke out the tenth section,which provides for the printing and distribution of es¬

says, pamphlets, etc. among the people: and the ques¬tion was df cided in the affirmative.ayos 88, noes *1.
Mr. Wood's amendment, appropriating $30,000 annuallyfor the distribution of books of uaeful knowledge
among the people, was rejected.
Several other amendments having keen disposed of,that of Mr. Jones, of Tennessee, aa . substitute, waslead, as follows : .
" That so much of the property of James Smithson as

has been received in money and paid into the treasuryof the United States, being the sum of $613,169, be paidby the Secretary of the Treasury to the heirs at-law or
next ol kin of the said James Smithson, or thoir author¬
ised agents, whenever they shall demand the aame :.
Provided, that the Secretary of the Treasury shall, in
payiDg over said money as herein directed, deliver to said
heirs all State bonds or other stools of every kind
which have baen purchased with enid money, or anv
art thereof, in lieu of so much of said money as shall
ave been so invented in Stato bonds or oth-.r stocks..

And the haltnoe of said sum of money, if eny, not so to-
vented, i.hull be paid ont of any money in the treasurynot utberwise appropriated "

The question was taken by tellers, and it was decided
in the negative.ayes 8, nays 118 !
The amendment of Mr. Adams, . substitute for the bill,

was read, requesting the President, by the use of suita¬
ble means ol moral suasion, and no others, to obtain
from Arkansas and I llinoia payment of arrears of inter¬

Mr. Horains moved to strike out tbe words "moral
suasion, and no others," and the motion was agreed to.

Mr. Houoh, of New York, proposed the substitute for
the bill in committee, where it was amended, at the
instance of Mr. Marsh, ot Vermont, to establish a libra¬
ry.

3 So much of the property of Jamea Smithson as has
been received in money, end psid into tbe Treasury of
the United S ates, ($«I6.189) to be lent to the United
States, at six per coat per annum inte'oat, from Septem¬

tion; and six par ceut interest on tho trait fund is appro¬priated for the perpetual maintenance and aupport of the
institution; all expenditures and appropriations to bo
made, from time to time, to tho purpoaea of tho Inatitu¬
tion, to bo exclusively from tho accruing interest, and
not from tho principal of tho fund.

3 The buainoM of tho Inatitution to ba conducted in
tho city of Washington, by a Board of Regents, to be
composed of tho Vico President of tho United States, the
Chief Juatice of tho United Statoa, and the Mayor of the
city, during tho time for which they ahall hold their re¬
spective offices; three members of the Senate, and three
members of tho House of Repreeentatires, togetherwith six other persons other than members of Congress,two of whom shall be members of the National institute
in the eity of Washington, and residents; and the other
four shall be inhabitants of States, and no two of them of
the same State. The remainder of thia section desig¬
nates the manner of their appointment, their organiza¬
tion, and business that may come before them.

4. Alter the Board of Regenta ahall have met (on the
first Monday of September next) they shall proceed to
select suitable (ites for buildings, which may be taken
and appropriated out of that port of tho public ground io
the city of Washington lying between the Patent Of¬
fice and Seventh street; if, however, the President, the
Secretaries of Stale,War and Navy, aad the Commission-
erjof tho Patent Office, shall not consent to the location,
then such other location may be made upon any other
portion of the public grounds which the Regents may
select, by and with the advice of the persons first
named.

6. Provides for the erection of a suitable building, of
plain and durable materials and structure, without un

necessary ornament, and of sufficient size, and with,
suitable rooms or halls, for the reception and arrange
ment, upon a liberal srale, of object* of natural bistoiy,
including a geological and mineralogical cabinet; also,
a chemical laboratory, a library, a gallery of nrt, and
the necessary lecture room.

6. Provision is made for the reception of all objects of
art, and ol foreign and curious research, and all objects
of natural hiitory, plan's, and geological and mineralo¬
gical specimens belonging or hereafter to belong to the
United States, which may be iu the city of Washington
.the minerals, books, manuscripts, and other property
of James Stnitbson, now in the Department of State, to
be removed to the said institution, and preserved sepa¬
rately and apart from the other property of the institu¬
tion. fcc.
7. The secretary of tho board of regents to take charge

of I be building and property of the institution,who thall
make a iair and accurate account of their proceedings.
Assistants may be employed.

8. An appropriation not to exceed an average appro¬
priation of twenty Ave thousand dollars annually, for
the gradual formation of a library, composed of valua¬
ble works pertaining to all departments of human know¬
ledge.

0. Moneys for the appropriation of which there is no

provision, to be disposed of as the managers may deem
best suited for the promotion of the purpose of the tes¬
tator.

10. Congress to have the right of altering, amending,
or adding to, or repealing any portion of this act.
