LATEST NEWS BY THE MAILS.
Washin'stpx, May 3, 18-16.

We art' hourly cxi<ectuig u message from the
President upon Mexieair matters. It mny be la-d
befow Congress in a few days, or it may not La
until ilie end of this week. Things in tlie Soutii
have assumed such n character recently, that it
becomes his imperative duty to submit, forthwith,
to the representatives of the people, a full and
frank account ot every thing connected with our
relations with that country. ] understand that he
will recommend to Congress the adoption of con¬

ciliatory measures ; yet, at the same time, he will
solicit from both Houses their immediate attentiou
to supplying the neccssary means for prosecuting
a war with her, if such a result should become in¬
evitable. The claims of our citizens upon that
country, for spoliations upon their proi>erty, will
form a' very interesting portion of the document.
The President is fully alivo to, and intimately ac¬
quainted with, the great and deep interests in¬
volved in that part ol the question, and will, there¬
fore, recommend to Congress their immediate
attention. If our government could satisfy both
the povt rty and the pride of Mexico, by paying
her for all the territory lying between the Neuce*
and Tamaulipas, it would be not only fair but
just; for the country lying between thoee two
points is one to which we have hut a very doubt¬
ful claim, In-ing inhabited entirely by Mexicans.
Ir would lie better to pay her a fair equivalent for
it than to spend fifty or sixty millions of dollars for
the purpose of keeping up a standing army and u

blockading squadron U) prevent her from making
war on us. Should war Once commence, the ex¬
pense of carrying it on would necessarily increase
the demand tor money, and this could not be had
without the continuance of the present tariff, and
an increase of taxation in some other way besides.
It becomes, therefore, the duty of the government
to avi^rt a war with Mexico, it' it can possibly he
be done without a violation of national honor.
We have a rumor this evening from the South,

that a battle has taken place bt-tween our troop#and the Mexicans, in which the former were de¬
feated with considerable loss. We shall know to¬
morrow, probably, if there is any truth in this
statement.
The design of adjourning Congress from June

until October, I learn is advocated by the whigs
and the friends of Mr. Calhoun only. The demo¬
crats of both Houses will oppose any attempt to
delay action on the great questions before them,
for so long a period. The only object that such a
movement can have in view, is 011 the part of the
whigs to postpone action upon the taritf, and on
the pnrt of Mr. Calhoun's friends, who are press¬
ing the matter,} to prevent Congress from passing
the laws authorizing the formation of judicial dis¬
tricts in Oregon, and the erection of military poats
through that country. The passage of the notice
now is considered as nothing by them ; the milita¬
ry posts and the extension of "our laws over our

territory, every tiling^ and better calculated to
bring on a war with iSngland than the notice to
quit. The " chivalry" are a very consistent class
of politicians.very.
