ance, as ground for granting a continuance.Counsel for the other side submitted counter pa-tier* to prove that Mrs. Linn, the absent witness,had sworn that no such facts could bo proved byher as were alleged in Thomas' affidavit. Thetrial must go on.

Unittii Stalet vs. Franci$ Tha mat. \

The court did not meet to-day till a very late hour.
They were engaged in an investigation of the various
authorities cited by the counsel in the argument of the
last few days. The court room was very much crowded,
anil at 13 o'clock the court sent word to the officers thiff
they would deliver an opinion at 3 P. M. At that houralH
were present, and Judge Cranch read the opinion of tho
court, which overruled the motion for a continuance for
the purpose of taking Mrs. Linn's deposition by commis¬
sion. They sa\ the court has no power to issue a com¬
mission to take the deposition of a witness who resides
within the jurisdiction of the court, ami contend further,
that Mrs. Linn is within the coercive power of tho court.

(ien. Jones moved that time be given the accused to
tile a new affidavit, showing the absence of a material wit¬
ness, and grouuds for a continuance till next term. Messrs.
Crittenden, Kendall and Key, resisted this, on the groundthat that motion had been argued in connection with the
other, and had been overruled by the court. (Jen. Jones
and Mr. Maulshy replied, and explained the difference.
the former was for a contingent continuance; this foradaycertain, (next term.) The court decided that the accused
was entitled to the time asked.
Mr. Kendall now renewed the motion for an attach¬

Mr. Maulshy replied to several insinuations made byMr. K., to the effect that Gov. Thomas had induced Mr.

Relfe to disobey the process of the court, and remonstrat¬
ed most forcib'ly against such a line of argument. He
read a letter from Mr. Itelle, in which he explains what
took place between Gov. Thomas and him, to be a mere
request by Relfe, that Thomas would not use Mrs. Linn
as a witness; to which Thomas replied, that the matter
w us in the hands of his counsel. He also read an affida¬
vit made by Thomas, pronouncing everything in the affi¬
davit made" by Col. Benton, yesterday, to be false. Mr.
Crittenden followed in support of "the motion for an at¬
tachment; he denied that any member of Congress could
claim privilege from attending court, when thereto sum¬
moned, unless public business prevented him; and he in¬

Philadelphia, May 6, 1846.
A novel scene occurred yesterday evening in the vicin

ity of Walnut and Sixth streets. One of the teachers in
the French boarding school of Madame Legoin, located
opposite Washington square, was walking with a number
of the pupils, wheu as they weie passing Sixth and Wal
nut, a couple ofmen came up behind thom. and taking hold
of one of the young ladies named Ward, lifted her bodily
into a cab, which by previous arrangement had been sta¬
tioned there. He then got in himself, but the cries of the
companions of the lady brought several gentlemen to the
spot John Hanna, Esq., who tirst came up. 0|>ened the
door of the cab and asked what w as the matter. The
man, who was of short stature with dark moustaches and
whiskers, replied that the lady was his sister, and he was

taking her home. The young lady did not appear wil¬
ling to go, as she got up from the scat and advanced tow¬
ards the door to get out, when she was pushed back upon
the seat by her companion in the carriage. At this
moment. Mr. Ilanna, who had interfered under the im¬
pression that some foul play was being perpetrated, was
pushed aside by another man, and he jumping into the
vehicle, closed the door, ami crying out to the driver to
go ahead; he started oft' up Walnut strcot with great ra¬
pidity. \ second carriage, containing several gentlemen
¦who had acted as friends of the one who had committed
this bold stroke, set off at a similar speed along the route
taken by the first one containing the runaways. Miss
Ward continued her outcries as the cab proceeded along' Walnut, dow n Seventh to Locust, but after that from the

'cessation, it would appear that she became reconcilcd to
her situatiou. The vehicles continued at-the same rapid
rate until they-arrived at Eleventh and'Clinton streets,
when the cab stopped and Miss Ward and her captor got
out and went into a house. The second vehicle continued
down Eleventh street as fur as the Moyameusing prison,
it is sup|iosed for the purpose of eluding the crowd of per¬
sons who had followed on foot. On reaching that point,
one of the men alighted and walked towards the persons
on foot who were of course codsiderably in the rear of
the * chicles. Ou reaching them they asked what had

presenting a melancholy though magnificent spectacle. Theoil soon caught and flashed up heavy volumes of flame andsmoke. Before midnight the main and mizzeu masts went
by the board ; the foremast held on for an hour longer, and atlast came dow n with a crash, stripping the ship to her bow-
sprit. The attempt to scuttle her had beeu made early iu the
eveuing, IAit owing to the quantity of oil on board, she did notsink. After the fire had made so great progress as to preventthe approach of any boat, it was thought she might be sunk byshot from the fort. The long gun was fired a fun times at her,but without producing the desired result. The deck beingconsumed, the flames continued pouring from her uutil morn-
ing. when the chain was cut and she drifted from the channel
on to the reef, where she stranded in ten feet water. She here
continued to burn all day Monday, while any thing combusti¬ble above water was left. About 800 bbls of oil were preserv¬ed by being covered with water in the lower hold. Sails,
spars, anchors, chains, copper, fcc., to a considerable value
have also beeu saved. The ship wa. of 332 tnus. but 18 months
out, and had on board 150 bbls sp and 1300 wli. She was insur¬
ed, but the loss of the Captain and officers must prove consi¬derable. The total amount cannot fall short of S25,000, She
