Messrs. Atkinson, Cranston, J. A. Black, llamlin, and
Cobb, compose the select committee appointed on the let¬
ter of the Secretary of the Navy, in answer to a resolu¬
tion adopted on the 3d of April, with reference to officers
and privates of the marine corps. The reforms recom¬
mended by the Secretary are, tnat so much of the corps
as is not at sea, be concentrated at two points.New York
and Washington, or Gosport; the number of officers to
be reduced; field officers to be dis[>eused with altogether;the mode of compensation to be changed, and instead of
the present allowances, of a varied and complicated na¬
ture, a fixed rate of pay should be established, and all al¬
lowances of every kind, except travelling expenses,abolished ; a purser or navy agent to perform the duties
ol paymaster.

On motion of Mr. C. J. Ingersoll, the House resolved

itself into a Committee of the Whole on the State of the
Union (Mr. Boyd in the chair,) and took up the bill to re¬
peal that part of the act of the 30th of August, 1842, which
imposes a duty of twenty per cent ad ralorum. on Java
conee, and to refund the discriminating tonnage duties
levied 011 Spanish vessels (except those from Cuba and
Porto Hico) lty the act of the 13th of July, 1832.

Mr. C. J. Ingersoll moved to strike out the first sec¬
tion, the substance of which, he said, was provided for in
the tariff' bill not long since reported to the House from
the Committee of Ways and Means.
The section he proposed to strike out is as follows:
H* .it enacted, 4v..That from and after the passage of

this act, Java coffee imported [from the European ports ofthe Kingdom of the Netherlands] into the United States,
[whether in Dutch or .Imerican vessels,] shall be admitted
without discriminating duty, upon the same footing with
coffee imported directly from Brazil and other countries
where colt'ee is produced ; and that so much of the act of
the 30th of August, 1842, as imposes a duty of twenty perceutai valorem on Java coffee, l>e, and tne same is here¬
by, repealed.
.
The dortion of the bill Mr. Ingersoll proposed to retain

is as follows, being the second and last sections, vii :.
"And be it enacted, That the amount of discrimina¬

ting tonnage duties levied on Spanish vessels, under the
act of the 13th of July, 1832, coming from any foreign
country (except those from Cuba and Porto Rico) be re¬
funded ; and tnat from and after the passage of this act,
ao discriminating tonnage duties be levied on Spanishvessels, except such as come from Cuba and Porto Rico.

Mr. Wisthrop said he had been taken somewhat by
surprise, as he had not anticipated the bill would come
up at ao early a day.
The Chairman requested gentlemen to come to order

.(a good deal of confusion prevailing in tho hall.)
Mr. Wintmrop paused, still retaining the floor.
The Chairman..The gentleman from Massachusetts

will proceed.
Mr. Wisthrop expressed tiis1 regret that this subject

had come upoii him somewhat b> surprise. It was one of
great importance to the navigating Interests of the coun¬
try. Those interests had been treated for many years
past with undeserved neglect. He was in favor of striking
out this section front the lull ; but he could not agree to
have it done silently and without explanation. There
was a similar provision in the new tariff bill ; and it
might be carried through hereafter, when there was a
less favorable opportunity for explaining it. It was a
provision most unjust to the American shipowner, and
was not called for by any considerations of treaty stipula¬
tion. Mr. Winthrop went into a detailed statement as to
the Legislative and executive history of the question,
end as to the general condition of our trade with the
Island of Java. He referred to the discriminating duties
levied in that Island, both upon imports and exports,againstthe American merchant, lie spoke at some length, also,
in regard to the discriminating duties imposed by the Bri-
tish government in their Kastlndia possessions, in favor of
their own navigation. The policy of both the British and
the Dutch governments was to protect their own ship-

and to give it the benefit of all the long voyages..
y were willing that we should enjoy the little privi¬

lege of bringing their products from Holland or Lngland;
but they insisted on bringing them in their own bottoms
trom Java and Bengal This was a wise and patriotic po¬licy on their part, ami he only wished that it was pursued
with equal real and persovorence by our own govern¬
ment. Mr. Winthrop paid a high compliment to Mr. Ken¬
nedy, of Baltimore, for his exposition of this and other
subjects connected with our mis-called reciprocity trea¬
ties. He alltfded to the care bestowed by the early Con¬
gresses of the nation on our na\ igating interests, and
wished that there was more of information and expe¬
rience in regard to these commercial questions, both in
our legislative and executive departments, at the presentday. As the representative of a great commercial com¬
munity, he felt bound to invoke, lor the interests of navi¬
gation and trade, the attentive consideration of the House.
Mr. Jones, of Georgia, moved to strike out in the first

section, the words " whether in Dutch or,*" so as to putAmerican vessels on the same footing as those of the
Netherlands.
