tion of the country.

The unanimity and enthusinsm which prevails
hus been generated in a great ineasure by the gal-
lant exploits of our little army on the banks of the
Rio Grande.  The eool steategy, promptitude, de-
cision, and invinelble conrage of General Taylor
and hLis officers, have ealled forth the liveliest emo-
tions of gdwiration,and have stirred up the emula-
twonolonr citizen soldiers, Never was theren more
Brillian® afair thuh the action of the 9th of May.

Even the passags of the bridge of Lodi, which co-
vered the French anmy with uniading glory, does
notnt all surpassit a2 an instance ol dauntless
heroism. The account of these gullant deeds lins
radsed acorresponding enthusiasm throughont the
country; and the recollection of the honors Le-

stowed on those who distinguished themselves in
the war ol 1812, has contributed not a little to the
activity and warlike epirit that manifest them-
selves on all sides.

lending politivians of the day, and eliletly by those
from the New Euoglitnd Smges, The success of
our arms in the beiel but hacd-fought stmggle with |

who were netive in their opposition to it have
never sinee been able to reinstate themselves in
popular fuvor, Sinee that time to the present, the
country hus been governed by the favorites of a |
set ofudle, dissipated, bmwling, fuctions, loafing
pot-house politicians.  Darroom republicanism
and snusage democrmey have been in the ascen-
dant.  Their claims for supremacy were founded

on their ndvoeacy of the war of 1912, and we have

seen with what snccess they have played their |

onrls,
But tothe pending war with Mexico thore is no
opposition, except from a few misernble and in-

signifiecnnt ubolitionists, who lLave long since lost
all weight in the commuuiy, and whose {hetions

carping passes almost nnnotcod.  The insane dri-
velling of those visionarics, ia so utterly unimpor-
tant and contemptible,that though they often verge

on froason agninst the commmonwealth, they only
create pity for the mental aberrations of the wri-

tors,  Sounsible men of both parties have united
in cordial support of the war, and of the measures
of the administration.

There is no doubt that this war will create an
entire new order of things in the politieal world,
The advent of this politieal revolution was first
foreshadowed in the late diseussion of the Oregon
question in Congress.  Men of the highest politi-
el station and influence in the opposing parties
#tood side by side, The flimsy barriers of party
prejudice were broken down, and sensible men
of both parties joined in the advoeney of one nnd

the same sensible measure,  The veteran leaders
of the two great politienl parties;, Calhioun and
Webster, were found chiming most harmoniously
together, nnd administering a signal rebuke to

the savage democracy. The Mexican war will
burst the political shackles that have so long kept
great and little winds bound together. A new
party will spring up, composed of the sensible,
moderate, and right thinking men of both purties;
and they will have, in opposition, n party com-
posed of o fiurrago of rabid wihigs, sausage demo-

ratd, nnd an infantile swarm of most imeongru-
ous fledgelings, made up of every politieal hue
and textore,

Thus we see that the Mesican war will excr-
cise o most beneficial bearing on the future pros-
pects of the country. It will purily legislation, by
giving the preponderance to men of sensge of all
political parties.  The mbid, red-mounthed, ultrns
of all parties, will find their proper lovel, nud will
be lereafter properly appreciated.  Whatever
ficutions capital they made out of the war of 1812
will be entirely swallowed up in the memory ol
the present war, It will hereafter be the arn from
which the new parties will date their rise; and

the memory of the various litte parties and foe-
tions that have freted their busy hour upon the
politieal siage since the war of 1812 up to the pre-
sent time, will be consigned 10 merited oblivion.
