Owing, however,
tomt* now extended reputation in this "speciality," 1 find
the necessity lor this no louprr exists ; and, as to rank, the
barefaced claims to medical titles and hospital experience, of
a cerbiiu class of people, becomes a mark of the impudent
pretender.
