Interesting Intelligence from Matamoras.
The steamship Alabama arrived at New Or-

leans, on the 5th inst. from Brasos de Santiago,
whence she sailed on the 1st.
We learn that a severe gale occurred at that

place on the 23th alt. The steamers Augusta,
Sea, and Col. Harney, and schooners Waterman,
and Eufaula, were blown ashore. The Harney
will be got off.
The gale blew down all the tents upon the

Point, leaving the wounded and sick exposed to
its fury.
Nothing new ha4 been received from Mata-

moras.
The volunteers had orders to maroh to Mata-

moras by way of Barita They were anxious
for an engagement with the Mexicans.

The Alabama arrived lait night, but brought very lit¬

tle news of any interest. (Jan. Taj lor wai still at Mata-
rauini, and only waiting for the arrival of the volunteer*
to take up hi* line of inarch in pursuit of the enemy..
One of the papera states thia morning, in a Utter from J.
B. Thorpe, that the Mexican* had retreated, and were
null retreating; and that Ampudia had gaiued the ascend
ancy over Anita, with the army, by making the loltliery
believe that Arista had betrayed then to the Americana
Thii is, ol'courto, all nonsenso. Arista ii much beloved
by the army, according to all accounts, and reapected ;
wheieea. Ampudia ii rather below per.
The gale which visited the Brasos, on the 38th, wai

very severe, doing groat damage to the vessels in port
The Alabama drugged hor aucuora and drifted from 70
to > fathoms of water The tents of many of the
wounded were blown down, and they wore exposed for
some time. The pilot boat L. M. Hitchcock, is supposed
to have been lost.
The wounded are all doing well. Captain Rello and

Lieut*. Uatcs aed McClay. ofthe 6th infantry, Lieut. Lu-
thor, of the 8th artillety, and Stevens, of the Mh infantry,
came over in the Galveston, and are all doing well.
They weie wounded in the actions of the 8th ana 9th ult
The St Louis Legion.the principal portion of them left
on the Ualvesten last evening, the rest go to-day in the
James L. Day, and the residue of Featherstone's regi¬
ment in the New York. The two regiments from Mobile
will probahly leave in a day or two via this city.

I learn that Gen. Ta> lor has made everv preparation
to be in Monteroy on the 1st of July, and if he has made
up his mind to be there, he will.

Matamoxas, May 28th, 1840.
I suppose that long before this reaehec you, you will

have heard of the great victory of our troops over the
Mexican army ; I shall therefore say but little on the
subject John (John Con.ens, ion of Wm. B. Cotzens,
Esq., of the American Hotel) and myself were four miles
apart during the battles. I was in the fort, dodging
bombshells, and he was aid to Col lieiknap in the battles
of Palo Alto, and .tesaca de la Palme * He was In the
thickest of the lire and directly in range of the Mexican
artillery ; one ball struck his hat, and he rode on as ii
nothing had hippened, doing hi* duty. He di .played
great bravery anil coolne<* while men were (ailing all
around him. I have heard him spoken of by olhrers in
the highest terms, and I feel quite proml to think that
two ol the (. ozzen* were with those who drove the Mex-
ican* from our country. I had some very narrow escape*,
and aftor the first day** bombardment, 1 gave up all hope
of teeing Uotham again. Everybody had to do duty ;
they bad all the suttlor* mounting gun* on the ramparts
of the fort every night, and the Mexican* were all
aiound the fort firing muskets and escoupetts nt us from
their hiding places in the chapanal. We could nut see
them, but heard the balls fly ingabout our heads much
cloi-er than we could wish The bombardment lasted se¬
ven day *, and you may judge what a week I (pent At
one time two sholl* fell within four or five cet of me ; I
instantly threw myielf on my lace clone to the ground,
and they exploded, all the fragment* flying up into
tbe air, leaviug me under a pile of aaniJ and dirt.
Bv this method many lives wetv savi^d, as in-nly
all their ihell exploded afler they bad entered the ground
iu falling I could not describe the feeling in 1> in,' so
near a miell with tbe fuse burning and mahng a noise like
a rocket; you may imagine it. 1 saw .Major Brown pick¬
ed up after receiving his mortal wound -, he spoke to the
men as ii ho experienced no pain, and said, " Uo on with
your work.1 am only one.make your bomb-proofs.no
matter "

! walked over the battle ground of Resaca de la Palms,
after the retreat of the Mexicans, ami I assure you that
it would be impossible for any description to give an idea
of such a scene as there presented itself to me. The
dead anil wounded were lying in every direction and at¬
titude; nomo without arm* or legs, and some torn to
atoms, bodies without heads, and horses with splendid
silver mounted saddles scattered all around. There was
one poor fellow with a cartridge in his hand; ho was, no
doubt, priming his piece when be i'elL I crawled on my
handi and knees over dead bodies to get into tbe chapar¬
ral, and almost every little apace iu the thicket bad a
.lead Mexican in it. Thore was a beautiful Mexican girl
found there, stabbed to the heart, no one knew by whose
hand; we supposed that somebody had killed her through
jealousy, but it is a mystery. The enemy could not un¬
derstand our flying artillery; and the quick movements
of Capt. Duncan's and Msjor Ringgold's batteries, so sur¬
prised and confused them, that it was impossible to keep
their ranks from breaking. The dragoons charged on
their cannon, backed by the infantry, and cut the men to
pieces while they were discharging graj>e and canister.
You will sea we are now in uatamoras.the city is

ours. 1 now live in Matamoras. Did you ever see a

Spanish town? This is the third one I have beeu in, and
they all look much alike. The streets are dirty, and in
some places mud is knee deep. The walks ate narrow,
about three feet wide, and some of them are paved with
large bricks. 1 here are about 6,000 inhabitants in Mota-
inorus at present, and about 60,000 dogs. It would be a

great place for sausage makers. The houses are one or
two stories high, with balconies nnd flat roofs. The peo¬
ple are two thousand rears behind the age, but some of
tho signoritas are before it Ohwhat beautiful
black eyes , you dont know what a pretty black
eye is, until you see a Mexican girl. A look
from some of them goes through a man. like a

piece of a bomb shell. Many poor fellows have lost
iheir hearts already. Most of the stores are open,
and continue to do business, asking very high pri¬
ces for all their goods. The army expecU to move lur
ther into the heart of Mexico, unless they come to terms
with the United States. 1 wear a true Mexican suit now
.dont believe you'd know me.broad brimmed hat.re<l
silk sash.long inustachios.talk Spanish.yellow shoes
.sometimes » ear the ponchoe, itc. 1 am well, and go¬
ing to the Kronton to-morrow; there is no danger as
we go well armed. «,

1 write from Col. Twigg's head quarters, t'erhaps a

description of tbe scene before me will be characteristic
of every thing about me. A double tent, having a hall
between, teposlng in tbe shade oi a small wiliuw, is the
governor's house. It is situated on the bank of tho Kio
Grande, above the town of Matamoras and on tho same
side ol the river; just In tront of me is a small group of
tents, which uiion enquiry I learn is the head quarters of
the "Commanding Chiet" A number of baggage wagons
are scattered about, between which can be seen innum¬
erable tents, in the front of which are sentinels, some

looking like statues, others revising in picturesque ease

upon tneir muskets. The brave Coionul is hetoiu me; ho
is a ijray hailed, remaikably^tout, and a perfect military
looking man. His face is Mnost coveted with tremen¬
dous whiskers, joined together tiy a mustache that looks
exceedingly fierce.and very liko old tilucher. There
have just stopped in lus presence thiee or lour Mexicans,
who arc just lrom Monteiey, bringing the latest news..
They are dressed in large palmetto hats coveiad with
gia/.ed cloth, and ornamented by bauds of most tienien-
uous size, ana silver fixins on the side that resemble the
knob of an old fashioned bureau. Their waists are en
circled with gay belts, and their pantaloons tunned deer¬
skins, and open on the outside seun lrom the hip dowil,
exposing their white linen drawers; altogether, they are

very Mexican, aim veiy picturesque, 'iheir " plunder,"
lor this is the word that suits tbe case exactly, for it is
presumable they stole their goods, consists of finely
tanned deerskins, gaily ornamented coals and pantaloons,
bridles loaded with silt or, and baiters ot horse ntur.
Colonel Twiggs seems to )>e very little disposed to pur-

chui>e goods lrom tho Mexicans.hilt much disposed to guin
information. An immense talking of hpamsu going on,
the result of whioh is as follows :.The dying .Mexicans
are progressing towards Monterey; " seven days ago
they were forty leagues from tois place." Ampudia, so

tbe Mexicans heard, had gairt41 the ascandancy in tbe
army, and had Arista as a prisoner. This was Ampudia's
edurt from the instaut he reached Matamoras. Alter me
battle ol the 9th, be being (he first man to leave tbe battle
field iu the retreat, and betore any oue arrived at his
quick heels, repotted that Arista haubetiayed the army
to the Americans. This report he spread along the road
toward Monterey, and no ooubt tbe troops have gladly
taken advantage of such an idea to savo themselves fiom
tbo fcbame ol ueleat Alter sixty miles Inland, rays on*
ot the Mexwaus, plenty ol coin can be found in the coun-

try, on the road to .Monterey and " cattle euouifh to feed
a million, il wanted-" "Will tho Mexican aimv coma
back here I" asked Col. Twiggs, it would make the lor-
tune of an actor, ifho ovuld imitate the expression and
action ol the Mexican in his reply of " No', never come
back." They move away to offer their goods el>«wliere,
when another Mexican presents himsell with ail./ jar,
shapsHl exactly like tlio-e found in the giavps of t..o aa-
cieut Mexicans, only of a more rude sty le of pottery.

'1 he morula of the report of tne latest news from the
interior of Mexico, is, that I'areuea is not at the head of
an army approaching this iilace, and that Ampudia is not,
as has been reported, one liuiHired miles from bote " «.!,-

tiencneu;" on the contrary, he is fly ing into tbe inteiiot,
and will most likoly paral) ze tbe ]>eopleas be progre>»-
es, by tho news ol the defeat of " the giand army ol tbo
Mexican tiatiou."

I hose Mexicans went into baffle with a horde of un-

paid soldiery in their rear, who bad tbe prospect of
plunder helu out to them as a reward for their services..
Arista's aid, Capt. Nagroot, told Col. Twiggs that these
unpaid soloiery plunoeted their own deao utter tbe battle
of the Nth. '1 tie throats of our dragoons who fell in

and the contempt of every Christian people more than
hospitalities. It Is time these Mexicans weie batter in¬
formed in the most Minplo precepts of civilization.
A day or two tince. the mail-rider** horae from Point

Iiahel came into camp on the eaat aide oi the Rio Grande
without rider or bridle; of courao great apeculatiou fol¬
lowed. Yesterday, Taut. Wnlker, with two or three
men, atarted off to look iuto the matter; he returned un-
*ucce**fuL A few momeata ago, ('apt. May, with two
Dragoons, pasaed by on his way to (ien Taylor'a Head
Quarter*.he having atarted off from Point Isabel on similar
expedition. Capt. May had the mail. The rider got
drunk, left the road, loat hi* bag, and then wandered
about indefinitely, and when he camo to hia senses, ha
could not tell where " he had been within eight milea."

Capt. May's award came out in the Jamea L. Day. and
wa* taken back to the city; auch careleaanea* i* nighly
unfortunate, a* the Utter accompanying the aword wa*

duly delivered.
Tkt Latest from tlu Army.

Mexican Items.

6ive the Yankees bell'." The article winds up, by-
oping that Mexican* will not betray their countiy, but

pay the Americans in equal coin. By an advertisement
in that paper, we aee that the Bishop of Vera Cruz c«U>
on the public, by order of the government, to devote
three days, 36th, 37th,) in offering public prayer*
for the success of the Mexican arms against the Ameri
cans.
We alse notice that the British mail steamer Tay was

advertised to leave Vera Cruz for Havana on the morn¬
ing of the 3d inst, and "would take on board, as hereto-
ioi e, all *iiecie and cochineal that should be offered for
shipment.

In a Vera Crnz paper of the 34th ult, which we had
not before seen, and which wa* kindly loaned to us ) es-

trrday, we find it stated, positively, that on tsunday, the
17th ult, thu two Mexican treamships, Guadeloupe and
Montezuma, sailed from the port of Alvarado for Havana
under the Kngliah flog. Rumors to this effect had before
been ciiculated, but we have not before seen the fact
declared Lu a Mexican paper.

Incident*, Ale., of tlte War.
I learn that the despatches in possession of the War

Department disclose Rome fact* that are of high interest,
which do not appear from that portion of them which has
been ma le public. It is known that on the evening ol
the «th ol May, after the severe battle of that day¦, in
which so many of mir officers wore put kon du combat,
a council of war was held. The position of the Mexican
army, its numbers, and the extent of its losies were not
known in our camp. Their attack bad been repulsed,
but they were not considered as defeated; and another
assault was exacted in the morning, or it might be dur¬
ing the same night. C rider these circumstances t propo¬
sition waa made and discussed that our comparatively
small force should retreat upon Point Isabel, lor the pur¬
pose of awaiting the aid ol tMe expected reinforcements.
General Taylor is reported to have put his veto upon it,
and to have decided that nothing remained but to fight
their way through any opposing force to the relief*! the
entrenched camp opposite Maturuoros.

As a necessary consequence of the
call for so large aforccas Col. Kearney expecta to take
with him.especially aa the whole expedition will be
through a country where supplies cannot b« obtained.

A hot, sultry day, even up her* amongst these aou-

tains. The thermometer stands at 80, and Um river
breeze doas not blow up sufficiently te stir the tree
leaves Tha examination of the first class in infantry
tactics wat eonoluded yesterday, and this afternoon tha
examination la artillery will commence. The claaa haa
passed with great credit through infantry tactic and aa
soon as tha other examination is oouelud*.' 'hay will
graduate. Tha course of instruction here astonish-
ingly complete. Kvary cadet, although into, ad to be¬
come an officer in tha army, is obliged to obtain t the-
rough practical knowledge.the manual exercise of
infantry, cavalry, and artillery, learning the station of
every man. I visited, to-day, in company with Liant
Oustavu* W. Smith, and Lieut John Newten, acting as¬
sistant professors, the engineering and drawing sad
painting rooms of the academy. The engineering naii ia
tilled with models of military and civil wvrka, which ara
explained to the cadet after hia having learaed
the theory of their construction. Tha moat prom¬
inent models are those of two fbrtiieationa, one
a plain fortification) and the other exhibiting a
town fortiiiod, with a besieging army opposite It,
exhibiting all the various plans puraued by both
armies.the one to capture the town and tha other
to repulse their besiegers. As mere matters of curiosity,
these models are well worth 4 visit to West Point The
engineering department o! th« academy is indebted, in a
great measure, for its present prosperity to Professor
Mahan, who after graduating at the Academy went ta
Franco, where he upcnl *e\e>sl years in the stndy of tha
improvement, made there.poued through a regular
course, graduated in oun of the most promin-nt institu¬
tions, and returned to West Poiat with a rich (tore of
useful knowledge to ba imparted to hi* pupils. From tha
engineering hail we passed in: the t toms appropriated
to drawing and painting, fle e were some hundreds of
apecimens ia every style, frutn an ink etching to a finely
colored painting, all executed by the cadets within the
past year. Two houra .a day ara spent in this exercise,
under the charge of competent instructors; anc many or
the painting* would do honor to professors of th.j art At
the clone ui the academic > ear, a selection of :l e be»t ara
made and placed in a hall appropriated to that purpose.
There was a very excitiag aud interesting scene upon

the parade ground yesterday. Tha first claaa ia cavalry
had a grand drill, which was witnessed by the officers
and a Urge number of visiters, including many ladies,
who were so much pleased with it, that they caught a
large portion of military ardor, and ware almost t eady to
go, Amazon like, in defence of their country. Tha ca¬
valry, consisting ofsome forty man and horses, formed
at the upper end of the parade, and came at first alowly
down, until the word was given to charge, when the
spur* were struck rowel deep into the horses' sides, tha
swords were raised, and the whole lino dashed down
with the speed o! lightning, shouting and cutting with
their swords in every direction. It -was one of the moat
exciting scene* I ever witnessed, and was repeated se¬
veral times. This drill usually takea place two or
three times a week- The band attached to the institu¬
tion gave a grand concert last evening, which was fully
attended by the visiters and officers ol the Academy.

I have just discoveied one of the causae of
tha prejudice which exists among cirtam rlM»ei in all
parts ol the country toward the institution Oat of
something like a hundred cadets who enuiicd four year*
ago. only tifty-niue graduated, and this is a larger than
usual proportion, it generally being about one-third..
The others are dismissed for want of capacity ar bad
conduct Some resign, and others ara placed into lower
classes. Those who are dismissed return home, their
parents are dissatisfied, and suddenly conceive a strong
prejudice toward the Institution. It is communicated ta
their lriends; and demagogueing politicians, taking ad¬
vantage ol tins leeling 111 lueir districts, and having aa
other hobby an which theyhope to ride into offlce.raise tha
cry of "Aristocracy," "Squander of the Public Money,"
fcc. all of which take.and place them where they wish ta
ba It is the very usefulness, and strict attention givea.
and required at the Institution to those studiee and exesw
rises, which alone can make good officera, which haa
raised these absurd prejudices against it It ia perfectly
easy to talk of a " citizen soldiery," but as blacksmiths,
carpenters, tailors and shoemakera do not baootae sueh
without au apprenticeship to tha business, so do not
men acquire the necessary knowledge of commanding
soldiers without a rigid course of exercise and instruc¬
tion, precisely what is given at Wast Point
Tha hotel is filling up very fast. Thara ware nearly

thirty arrivals hare yesterday, and a great number to¬
day. People know where to come to catch a breath of
Iresh mountain air, and spend a day or two in witnessing
the practical operations of one af tha moat perfect insti¬
tutions in the whole world.
