Mr. Di¬
mond thought it quite probable that Santa Anna and Al¬
monte would arrive at Vera Cruz by the next tteamei

The period for the general elections had passed, and it

was not thought that a tufflcient number of Congress
men were elected to form a quorum. Parndet is waiting

Incident*, Ae. of the War
A correspondent writing from Vera Cruz, givet the

following account of an incident, which we have before
alluded to '" Our blockading squadron aro daily cap¬
turing piizes. I cannot forbear mentioning a circum¬
stance which is alike honorable to the Mexicans and our
officers, which robs war of some of its sterner and more
repulsive features. When hostilities were opened, and
the blockade announced,Gen. Bravo, iu opposition to the
advicc of a council ofhis officers, permitted ail the Ameri¬
can vessels in port to depart without molestation, and
allowed them eight days to close up their conccnis before
leaving. Yesterday, the Somers and the Falmouth each
captured a valuable prize, under the Mexican flag. A
Colonel of the army was passenger in one of them..
Captain Gregory, commanding the squadron, deemed this
a suitable opportunity to acknowledge the courtesy of the
Mexican General. He, therefore, released both of the
prizes, and despatched a graceful and appropriate note to
Gun bravo, informing him that he had been told of his
liberal conduct towards our vessels.and, as an act of
such generous magnanimity could not lie permited to pass
unnoti ced by an American officer, that we had tho honor
of returning to him the two vessels which had Income
lawful prizes to our squadron. 1 need not say that all
the squadron cordially acquiesced in this timely recipro¬
cation of the forbearance and honorable contact of the
Mexicans."
A gentleman of the army, stationed at Jefferson Bar¬

racks, relates the following with regard to a son (in his
11th yoar.) of the gallant Hooe, of the 5th Infantry, who,in the charge of his regiment against the eneuiie's batte¬
ry on the 9th ult, lost his right arm by a cannon ball.

" You have heard, 8., that your father was wounded in
the late battle in Texas?'

" Yes. sir, 1 heard that he was slightly wounded."
" Your father, 8., was much more severely wounded

than we had been informed of, but he is now reported as
getting well. Your father bad his right arm shattered
by a cannon ball, and it became necessary to amputate
it; i*nt, thank God, he is getting well, and w ill soon join
your mother at home " The little fellow's eyes instant¬
ly filled with tears, and after a few moment's silence, he
anxiously inquired:

" Will father now have to leave the army? Will he
have to give up his company?"

" No, my dear boy, he will not, unless he desires it."
" I know he will not desire it," was the instant remark.

" for when his wounded arm is healed, he can put his
sword on the other aide, and draw it with his loft hand!"

Committee No. Five, on " The election, tenure of of-

flee. compensation, powers and duties (except the powerto appoint or nominate to office) of the governor and
lieutenant governor," unanimously report the accorapa-nying proposed article:.

ABTICLE ..
On tht election, tenure of office, compensation, powersand duties (except the power to appoint or nominate to

Oavtrnor and Lieutenant Governor.
!) I. The executive power shall be vested in a govern¬

or.he shall hold hia office for two years; and a lieuten¬
ant governor ahall be chosen at the aamo time and for the
same term.

() 9 No person except a native citizen of the United
States shall be eligible to the offlre of governor; nor shall
any person bs eligible to that office who shall not have
attained the aire of thirty years, and have baen Ave years
a resi lent within this Stato, unless Lo shall have been
absent during thai time oa public business of the United
States, or of this State.

.j 8 The governor and lieutenant governor shall be
sleoted at the times and places of choosing members of
the legislature. The persons respectivoly having the
highest number of votes for governor und lieutenant
governor, shall be elected; but in case two or more shall
nave an equal and the highest number of votes for gov¬
ernor, or lor lieutenant governor, the two bouse* of the
legislature shall, by joint ballot, rhooso one of the said
persons so having an equal and the highest number of
votes lor governor or lieutenant governor.

(j 4. The governor shall be general and commander-in-
chief of all tlie militia, and admiral of the navy of the
State. II* shall have power to convene the legislature
(or the Senate) on extraordinary occasions. He shall
communicate by message to the legislature, at every m-s-

aiou, the condition of the State, and recommend such
matters to them as he shall judge expedient. He shall
transact all necessary business with the officers, civil
and military. He shall expedite all such measures as
may be resolved upon by the legislature, and shall tske
care that the laws are faithfully executed. He shall re¬
ceive for his services the following compensation, viz :
Four thousand dollars annually, tone paid in equal quar¬
terly payments; six hundred dollars annually, to be paid
in equal quarterly payments, for the compensation ot his
private secretary ; the rent, taxes and assessments of his
dwelling house shall be paid by the State.

f) 6. The governor shall lu.ve power to grant reprieves
and pardons after conviction for all offences, except trea¬
son and cases of impeachment. He may commute sen¬
tence ofdeath to imprisonment in a stato prison for life
He may grant pardons upon such conditions and with
such restrictions and limitations as he may think proper.
Upon convictions for treason,he shall have power to sus

pend the sentenoe until the case shall be reported to the
legislature at its next meeting. He shall, in his annual
message, communicate to the legislature each such case
of reprieve, commutation and pardou granted by him
since his next previous annual message, stating the
name of the convict, the crime of which he was convict¬
ed. the sent*nee and its date, and the date of the commu¬
tation, pirdon or reprieve.

^ ti In case of the impeachment of the governor, or his
removal from office, death, inability from mental or phy¬
sical disease, resignation or absenco from the State, the

1>owers and duties of the office shall devolve upon the
ieutenant-governor for the residue of the term, or until
the governor absent or impeached, ahall return, or the
disability shall cease. Hut when the governor shall with
the consent of the legislature, be out of the State in time
of war at the head of a military force thereof, he ahall
still continue commander-in-chief of all the military force
of the State.

§ 7 The lieutenant-governor shall be president of the
senate, but shall have only a casting vote therein. If du¬
ring a vacancy of the office of governor, the lieutenant-

fovernor ahall be impeachcd. displaced, resign, die, or
rom mental or physical disease become ineapaole of per¬
forming his duties, or tie absent from the State, the presi¬
dent of the senate shall act as governor until the vacancy
shall be filled or the disability shall cease.

8. The lieutenunt-governor shall receive six dollars
for every day's attendance as president of the senate ;
and he shall also receive the like compensation for every
twenty miles travel, iu going to and returning from the
place of meeting of the senate in the discharge of his du¬
ties.

^ 9. The governor and lieutenant-governor, or either
of them shall not, ex-offlcio or otherwise, hold any other
office of truat, honor, prolitor emolument un ler the State
or the Unites States, or any other State of ths Union,
or any foreign state or government: the acceptance bv
the person holding the office ol governor or lieutenant-
governor, of any other olHse of trust honor, profit or
emolument under the State, or undorthe United States,
or under any other State of the Union, or under any fo¬
reign state or govornment, shall vacate his said olllce of
governor or lieutenant-governor.

t 10. The Governor may in his discretion deliverovor
to justice any person found in the State, who shall be
charged with having committed, without the jurisdiction
of the Unite'. States, any crime except treason, which, l>y
the laws of this State, if committed therein, Is punishable
by death, or by impilsonment in the State prison. Such
delivery can only be made on the requiaition of the duly
authorised minister or officers of the government within
tho jo»iadU-t inn of which the crime shall be charged to
have been committed; and uik>ii »uch ovi<ienu» of <h.
guilt of the person so charged as would be necessary to
justify his apprehension and commitment for trial, had
the crime charged been committed in this State.

6 11. Every provision in the constitution and laws in
relation to the powers and duties of the Governor, and in
relation to acta and dutiea to he performed by other offi
cers or persons towards him, ahall be conatrued to extend
to the person administering for the time being the gov-
eminent of the State.

t) 11. The Governor may, upon the application of the
Sheriff of any county in the State, order inch a military
force from any other county or countie* of the State, aa

may he nocessary to enable such sheriff to execute pro¬
cess delivered to him.

% 13. The Governor mny remove from offlco any sheriff
at any time within the poriod for which such sheriff was
elected. He shall first give to such sheriffs copy of the
charges against him, and an opportunity of being heard
i.1 hi* defence, before any removal shall be made.

(;I4. Kvery bill which shall hare passed the Senate and
Assembly, shall, before it becomes a law, be presented to
the (kivornor; if he approve, he shall sign it; hut if not,
he shall return it with his objections to that house in
which it shall hare originated, who shall enter the ob¬
jections at large on their journal, and proceed to recon¬
sider it If, alter such reconsideration, two-thirds of the
members present shall ugreo to pass the bill, it shall he
sent, together with the objections, to the other house, by
which it shall likewise be reconsidered, and if approved
by two-thirds of the members present, it shall become a
law But in all cases, the votes of both houses shall be
determined by yeas and novs, and tho names voting for
and against the hill shall be entered on the journal of
each house respectively If any hill shall not be return¬
ed by the Governor within ten days (Suuday excepted)
after it shall have been presented to bim, the same shall
bo a law, in like manner as if he had signed it, unless the
legislature shall, by their adjournment, prevent its re¬
turn; in which cane it shall not be a law. If at the next
ensuing session of the legislature, the samo hill shall be
again passed by the vote of the majority of all the mem¬
bers elected in each branch of tho legislature, such hill
shall become a law notwithstanding the objections of the
Governor; but in such case al*o, tho votes of both houses
shall be determined by yeas and nays, and the names of
the member* voting for and against the bill shall be ott¬

ered on the journals of each house respectively.

But while
we thus have it in our power to allay any unreasonable
alarm in the minds of the timid, we would reiterate the
imperative duty of the authorities not so grossly to neg¬
lect the simple precautions against a danger, which al¬
though yet distant, we cannot tell how soun we may he
called upon to contend with. We have again and ugajn
pointed out the pestilential and disgraceful condition in
which certain districts of Montreal are |>ermitted, mouth
after month, to remain ; and we solemnly warn our au¬

thorities, should that dread messenger of death again
visit our shores, (aud we see.bj our last F'.nglish files that
after ravaging a great part of Asia, he has again appear¬
ed in Europe), tliey are, in the stagnant pools and accu¬
mulations of putrid matter now poisoning our atmo¬

sphere. preparing for him an easjr conquest over the
lives of our citiiens. Let them reflect upon the respon-
sib.Lty attending the confidence leposed in the.n, and
without delay.let them not wait until the groans of the
dying and the tears ol the liereaved reproach litem with
their culpable negligence .

hia feet and spring upon his bark at a glance from hi* pe-
culiar eyo, fondling and careuing her with all the confi¬
dence one would repoae in a favorite dog. About thia
time one of the audience, a young lady of grew beauty
and elegance of mannera, who aeemed to take a great in-
tereat in the hero of tho scene, inquired of Mr. van Am-
burg, whether he would dare to approach thoao aavage
beast* at the time they were feeding. " Moat assuredly.
Miaa." replied the intrepid tamer, and immediately or¬
dered a large piece of beef to lie thrown inthec%ge.
Having been fed for a long time upon lean voal, there

wa« a tremendous rush among tbe unimala at the eight
of freah beef, which, aftor a great atruggle, wan finally
secured by the tigreaa, who. in a menacing attitude in
one corner of the den waa proceeding to devour her
prize, when Mr. Van Amburgn approached her, and ex¬
tended hia hand aa if to deprive her of her meal. At this
tho animal growled with displeasure ; tbe effort to take
away the meut from her was again made.again she
growled, and lashed her sides with hor tail; tho audience
became olarmed, but Van Amburgh assured them there
was not the least cause for fear.

Van Amburgh
was lying on hii back, weltering in blood ! the animal
gazing wildly around, and seeming as if proud of her
hital conquest, her fore paw extended over the breast
of her t ictim. whose lifelei * form presented a truly horri¬
ble and appalling sight.
By the vigilance of the two very gentlemanly land¬

lord* who keen the iplendid houses of entertainment in
the village of Scilnato, aided by most the neigbbora w ith
muskets, tan it was justly deemed the aafeat plan to de¬
stroy the tigress as toon aa posaible.) and for thia pur¬
pose great precautions were taken -a small aperture
was made through tho canvasa, which commanded a
view of the beast, u lio 'lid not offer to move from the fa¬
tal apot.

Political Movement*.

the store on the evening of the iOth of October, at the
same time Mr. Reed did. I saw him lock the door. It
waa my duty to open the store in the morning, and en
going to llit) store the following morning about 7 o'clock.
I found the door partly open, and the sh. '

hole bent upwards. On enU-tiog, I found the floorstrewn
with papers, that ware usually kept round the ailkgeode,
the gooda themselves appeared to have been taken away.
