Congreu.'lTie Tariff.A Sad Faux Pat by Mr.
Stewart, of Pa..Another Retutant Reported in
the Senate upon the Tariff.
A resolution was aduntt-il to-ilnv in

to adjourn Congress on the 3<1 of August. Mr.
Stewart, ol'Pa., moved a reconsideration in the
hope that it would be refused, and that thereby
the resolution would be clinched. But he let the
cat out of the bag. He said that the reason why
he wished an early day of adjournment, was that
the warehousing bill, the land graduation and reductionbill, the sub-treasury bill, and more than
all the tariff bill, might be defeated for want of
time to act upon them. Seeing the cat out, the
House at once smelt the rat, reconsidered the resolution,and postponed it for two weeks. Now,
had Mr. Stewart laid low, and kept perfectly quiescent,the resolution might have stood fast.
The 10th or 15th of August is the earliest period

at which we can calculate upon an adjournment,
and, from the progress of the debate in the Senuteupon the land bill, we shall hold on till September.Moreover, we have to wait for the ratificationof the treaty from England, and we are
anticipating important movements in Mexico,
which will require the presence of Congresi.

It is said that Mr. Scmplc, of 111., it not aw fait
on the tariff bill from the House, but that on the
contrary he protests against the dose. If this be
so, the tariff bill of reductions is lost.
The Senate, to-day, after passing the House resolutionsof thanks to Cren. Taylor, were engaged,

through the remainder of the open session, in the
discussion of the bill for the reduction and graduationof the public lands. It is probable this bill
will occupy the residue of the week.
There was an amusing scene, to-day, in the

House, on a'call of that honorable body. There
were at first seventy absentees.a lew stragglers
came in, when the doors and windows were closedand locked, and the absentees called, in order
to be lined, when no reasonable excuse were presented.A score were reported to be sick, several
of them having gone to tne Springs for the benefitof their broken health. A half dozen of disconsolateoutsiders appeared in the galleries
above, submissive listeners to their own condemnation.There was a great deal of trouble in settlingupon the mode aud manner of pursuing the
absentees, and compelling their attendance.

country. They are to understand that they are
enlisted for the war, and that when disbanded,
the Government is resolved on disbanding them
within the limits of the territories of the United
States. In short, the gist of the instructions from
the War Department are, that this regiment are
to lake possession of California in conjunction
with other forces.that California is to do ours,
that this regiment is to be a regiment of colonist*
as much as a regimorit of soldiers, and that the
limits of the United States within which tbey are
to be disbancied, are not yet defined, hut that
they will bo defined by treaty before the troop*
are discharged.
Brigadier (General Patterson, of Philadelphia,

was confirmed to-dny ia the Senate, after two
hours discussion.
