I'ne long agony is over. Alfter a period of the
most intense exoitement, the new tarifl bill was
concluded to be engrossed by the casting vote of
the Vice Prasident, and finally passed in the Se-
nits by a vois of 23 to 27, Mr. Jarnagin voting in
favor of the bill.

Thus the Ad Valorem Taritf is almost the law
of the land.

The course Mr. Jarnagin has parsued in rela-
tion to this question, cannot be condemned by
uny one of his own political party and friends of
the present torifl. Hisattempt to throw the respon-
sibulity upon the ViceFroasident, by compelling him
to vole for the engrossment, has failed. Mr, Dal-
las has east his vote inaccordance with his political
prineisles, and independent of all personal con-
siderations or popalarity, while Senator Jarnagin
vy the course he has pursued, has suffered the
uew bill to puss.  He has not, as yet, the credit of
even following Lis inclinations.

News fromn Mexico. :
We yesterday received seme very interesting |
intelligence from Mexico and the Army of Oceu- |
pation, Our advices from Vera Cruz are te the |
14th inst, and were brought to Pensacola in the |
steam frigate Prinoeton. |
It appears that there was no attack made on
San Juan d'Ulloa by our squadron on the 10th
inst., as was foolishly reported would te the
case; but instead thereofl there had been a skir-
mish or two between a portion of the fleet and
severnl hundred Mexicans on shore. Eleven
Mexicans were killed, and one American wound- |
od in two days skirmishing. Besides this, the |
Americans had cut out one or two small Mexican
vessels. |
Thus is the gist of the news relating to the squa- |
dron from Vera Cruz. |
The most inportant piece of intelligence from
thearmy is the proclamation of General Taylor
to the Mexicans, preparatory to throwing his
troops forwird to Camargo and Monterey. This
proclamation is churacteristic of * Old Rough
and Ready,” and cannot fail to have a powerful
eifect on the Mexican people. It is brief, clearly
written, full of meaning, and strikes at the vulne- |
rable punts of the Mexicaus, in & style that seems
to belong exclusively to General Taylor.

But all have agreed that it
P o necessary expense—a burden that must be |
borne. |

Now it is generally supposed that the comman- |
der of a revenue catter,with thirty to fifty hands on
board, has no other duty to attend to, than merely
to look after smuggling and smugglers, which
dury is looked upon as a sort of sinecure.—
This supposition is very wide of the truth. In
the revenue laws of the United States, it is not
only the duty of our officers to proteet our com-
merce from contrnbandists, but also to nssist and
relieve nll distressed vessels that may be found
upon our coasts. Their orders are to cruise in
sun and snow, in heat and cold, by day and by
night, to give relief to the suffering sailor. Thisisa
duty whieh, upon examination, we will find to be
even paramount to the mere prevention of smug-
gling. The immense number of marine disas-
ters, which are annually oceurring along our
consts, render it a duty of the highest importance,
as well as danger, and too much credit eannot be
given to those who cleverly perform it.

If we take the journal of any one of our re-
venue schooners, snd ascertain the amount,in life
and property, which she has been the means of

saving inu single year, we will find that it would
far—a hundred times—overbalance the mere cost
of her own services,

Our correspondent at New port has been favored
with a glance at the books of the cutter Jackson, |
stationed upon the Sound, and the Narragansett
Bay ; nnd he Lias been informed by her very effi-
cient commander, Lieut. Cornell, that, during the
past year, he hns afforded relief and nssistance to
over two hundred vessels in distress! Many of
these vessels, with their valuable cargoes, but for
his timely nssistance, would have been totally
Jost, with a large number of brave and valuable |
seamen. Who, then, will say that, independent |
of the consideration of smuggling, the revenue
sitablishment is not of the highest value to our
sommerce 7

But there 18 another good point about our reve-
noe service, Previous to the breaking out of the
present war, our cutters were filled by able and
effective senmen. At the eall for sailors to man
our ships-of-war, there was, as in all other coun-
tries, on similar oceasions, n difficulty in procuring
the right sort of men. This difficulty was con- |
siderably lessened by the supply of seamen that |
were promptly taken from the revenue service;
which, in its turn, was prompily filled up by a |
new set, parily of landsmen, and partly of sailors, 1
belonging te the merchant service.

Itis but a few months sinoe the erews of the
revenue cutters were drafted into the regular se)-
vice, and yet their successors are already suffi-
oiently well drilled, to become, at any moment,
efficient hands on board a regular man-of-war.

Thus, we have in our revenue service, not
only a preventive to bandism on our 3
but a prompl assistant to our distressed meichant
vessels, ns well as a naval school, training up a
