New Yorg STaT ArsEnans —Few of our citi-
zens are probably aware of the immense amount
of property stored in the arsennls of our State,
and the means taken for its preservation. There
are in all eleven arsenals in New York, located
ut this city, Albany, Buffalo, Batavia, Onondaga
Hollow, Canandaigua, Watertown, Elizabeth-
town, Malone, Russel, West Troy, and on Staten
1<land, each under the care of a military store-

| keeper, the whole being under the direction of
the Commissary General; and the value of pro-
- perty stored in the different buildings must be
between three and four milions of dollars. In the
arsenal of this city alone, there is a complete
equipment, ready for immediate service, for
twenty-five thousand men, comprising urtillery,
cavalry and infantry,
tensive means of defence or offence, in our midst,
is a fact which should be a matter of satisfaction
| to every resident who would be willing to act for
the protection of his fireside, incase ol an attack
from an enemy.

For some canse great negleet has been, till late-
ly, shown in measures necessary for the security
of such a vast amount of military material, and
great losses have, in consequence, nccrued to the
State Treasury. The buildings in White street
are utterly inadequate for.the purposes to which
they are appropriated, and their dilapidated state
has ever been a subject of complaint by the pre-
sent Commissary and his predecessor. Notwith-
standing the strenuouns exertions of Gen. Storms,
heavy snows and heavy rains have destroy-
ed and injured an amount of property greater
than would have sufficed to provid: suitable shel-
ter for the wenpons of warfare, which may yet be
of unexpected utility to the districts which pos-
sess them; and though the pregent condition of
the arsennl in this city is better than it has been
in twenty years, yet there is room for great im-
provements, and those, too, of a strictly neces-
sary nature. That some changes may be made
is much to be hoped for, and indeed may be ex-
pected {rom the law passed by the Inst Congress,
relative to the purchase of the works on Staten
Island, now owned by New York, and which are
a heavy tax on her treasury.

Mr. Khett, of South Carolina, who appeared to
have more atheart the protection of our Northern
harbors than those who lived within them, intro-
duced a bill into Congress, appropriating one
huudred thousand dollars for the purchase from
this State of the werks and fortifications on Staten
Islund, and that they be put in order by the Uni-
ted States, being, by their position, one of the
keys of the entrance to the commercial empori-
um of the western world. This bill was passed
on the 10th of January last, and so soon as the ne-

In regard to two erro-
neons numbers having been sent by the writers of
the telegraph, it is also proper to add, that the
managers alone were the sufferers, as to avoid
dispute they were compelled to pay all tickets
having on them either of the numbers, and did in
Loth these instances pay them, to a large amount.
