Death of Mr. Pennybar.ker.The Loan Bill.Treasury

Another Senator gone. At four o'clock this morning,

as I suppose, the telegraph will hare announced to you,
the Hon Isaac H Pennybacker, of Virginia, breathed his
last in this city. The mournful fact wus announced to
the Sennte to-day by Mr. Archer, and after the adoption
of the customary resolutions, the Senate adjourned.
The House, also, which was engaged in the considera;tion in committeo of the whole, of tho Oregon bill

ceased from its labors, aud after tho adoption of resolutionssimilar to those passed by the Senate, adjourned.
There is no doubt of the passage of the loan bill, as

soon as it comes up before both houses. The proposi
tionfor the issue of Treasury notes to the amount of the

loan, is received with evidont favor. 1 understand that

amount will be taken with avidity. Thinga are looking
greatly brighter than a week ago, and government stock
is at an advance in this city and in Baltimore. The com
mitteo of ways and means will report a tax on all free articles,including tea and cotl'ee. I do not know hew this will
succeed as yet,but I presume they would not report such
a bill if there were strong reasons for expecting its fail
lire I know that many are in favor still of an increased
duty of five per cent, all round -that is, on all artiolss
that will bear that increase. I know Pennsylvania would
go for that measure, and would even consent, in addition,
to a tax of ton per cent, on free articles.
The commercial treaty with llanovcr, ratified last

week by the Senate, reflects the highest credit on the
diplomacy of the Secretary of State The treaty gives
us commercial advantages with that nation such as
we do not enjoy under treaty with any other country .
By its provisions our commerce is exempted fiom transit
duties, toils, and other littla impositions, and iuevery respectit is calculated to bestow upon us extraordinary
commercial aJvan'sges. The terms were agreed upon
between Baron Uerolt, on behsli of H mover, and Mr.
Buchanan on the pari of the United States, and were afterwardssubmitted to aud ratified by the Senate. It was
