We gave the details of the last intelligence

from the seat of war in yesterday's Herald, and
they appeared to absorb the attention of the publicthroughout the day. It is almos' universally
supposed that a terrible battle was fought aboul
Christmas at Saltillo, between Santa Anna wit!
his twenty or thirty thousand troops, and General!
Taylor and Worth, with five or six thousand
Americans.

Tt it universally supposed that a battle must hav<
taken place, but still it will do no harm, previou:
to receiving any news of the conflict, to examini
a little into dates and distances. There is yet
perhaps, a chance, that the recent intelligent
from the Rio Grande has been considerably ex

aggerated.
The scouts of Gen. Worth discovered Santt

Anna's army about the 14th ofDecember, at a dis
tance of 60 miles from Saltillo. Very well. Now
deduct GO miles from 300.the distance betweer
Saltillo and San Luis de Potosi.and 240 remain
or the distance Santa Anna had gone since th<
day he had left San Luis de Potosi.

In tha second place, h<
might thereby deterGen. Taylor from prosecutinj
his march on Victoria.
Our readers will recollect that some three o

lour thousand cavalry appeared in the vicinity o

Saltillo, soon after its occupation by Genera
Worth. It is probable that this force may lorm
portion of the hypothetical army of twenty o

thousand Mexicans.

Card from Judge Smith, of the Marin*
ourf.

Ma. Editor..
1 perceived in your Sunday'* paper the opinion ofthe

Superior Court in a caae of controversy between a marinerand the master of a Swedish veaael, for wages
earned hv the former while mi hoard the shin for about
eighteen months. The judgment of the Marine Court
was reversed; with that I have nothing in particular to
<to, hut. as it was a case of loine consequence, and will,
1 nndertand, go to a higher Court, I will state the particular*of the caae. not for the purpo*e of ihowing the
judgment of the Marine Court was right or wrong, but
imply became, in my opinion, the Juatice* of the 8upe

rior Court have " travelled out of tho record" and set
themselves up as censor* over me. While 1 acknowIledge their right to review and correct my judicial daIcisiona. 1 moat emphatically deny that they have any
right, either by conrtpay or law. to have onibraced the
following remark* in their decision*:

" The attention of the Court ia directed to a part of the
Juatice'* return, imputing fraud to the official act* of the
consul in the manner ot shipping the sailor. We see no
ground for imputing either f and or improper motive*
to the consuls nets; all he did appears to u* clearly to
bo what hi* official duty required, and no mora. And
even if a foreign official should at anytime fail In hi*
duty, national courtesy should prompt the Court* here
not to make them the mbject of unneceiaary comment "

Having tried thi* cause without a jury, I, of coursa,
acted in the capacity of Judge and jury, and necessarily
based my decision upon the fact* ef the case, a* wall a*
the law In making out my return fer the Superior
Court, I felt it my duty, in justice to the friendless sailor
suitor, as w*ll a* his strongly protected adversary the
Captain, to set forth these fact* in mv return It
became in this caae a serious enquiry whether
the relation of captain and seaman between these «

parties had not ceaaed to exist, and if so,
whether the Marine Court could deny to a suitor his
right of redress, when he fought it there. It appeared
from the testimony, that the man had been for sometime
a resident of this city, sailing in a packet out of this port.
That he was desirous of going te Oelfe. in Sweden,
where this vessel belonged, and was bound for, and be
signed articles for that port by making his cross, showjing that he could not write.it appeared that only three
or four lines of the shipping articles he signed, were read
to him by the Swedish Consul This I know is a com:mon method practised in shipping acumen, but because it
is common, it does not follow it is proper, and the law
makes it a legal fraud unon the "confiding and recklase
sailor," and allows him to annul his contract. This was

all the fraud 1 imputed to any one in my return. The
vessel left New York, went to sundry |<orts, and after 18
months absence brought the man back to the city of
New York, leaving him just as nigh the port he had
shipped for as when he first started. After his arrival
here he sued the captain for wages, and then the captain
complained to the Consul, who took measures to have
the man arrested as a deserter. The only proof that he
was a deserter, or a Swede, was, the Consul found the
same name on the books ef his predecessor some years
back mnrked as a deserter. I considered this evidence
too slight to warrant the conclusion that he was such deserter,or that it was sufficient evidence to show he was
a Swede, more particularly as the book was not producedin evidence. I considered that this case did not come
within the provisions of the treaty, for the following
reasons :.
1st.The man was not hound by the articles he signed

as they were not all read to him.
2nd.The vessel returning to the port from whence the

sailor shipped, after eighteen months absence, without
having gene to the port where the sailor shipped for, ou
her arriving here, the voyage was ended, and the seaman
had a right to leave her, and recover his wages for the
time he had been aboard. Again.her returning to this
port before going to the one sho was bound to, without
any necessity, but for mere matter of gain, was a deviaItion of the voyage, ami that, by law, breaks the contract
with the seaman. If this voyago could be thus mads,
when would it end 7 Suppose this Cept never returned
to the port this man shipped for, could he have retained
him for life and convert him into a slave 7 Not in thia
country will auch servitude ever be recognized by our
State courts, if the federal government should make a
hundred treaties to the contrary.

3. I had, and I still entertain very serious doubts if the
treaty-making power has any right to make a treaty in,terfering with the jurisdiction ot our State local Courts.
If they have a right in one instance they have in all, and
where then is our roasted reserved State rights. It was,
however, mostly on the principle that I considered the
relation of master and seaman, between those parties as

at an end, that I entertained jurisdiction in this suit, aud
looked upon it os not coming within the treaty authorizingthe codsuI to act as judge, fcc., " in such differences
as may arise between the captains and crews of the ves- j
sets belonging to the natiou whose interests are commit:ted to their charge " This is the lauguage of the treaty
.thia man was no longer one of the crow, and when I
took jurisdiction of the cause, it was not until i had
learned that the Swedish consul had done nothing more
in the case than proceed against the seamen as a deserter.
The view I have taken in this case, 1 Have learned irom

goed authority, ia the one taken by Judgo Betts in tho
many cases of this nature which have come before him.
I submit most respectfully to the decision of the Superior
Court, us the law ofthe land to govern me, for the Legislaturecreates it the tribunal to correct the errors of the
Marine Court; but I am yet to see the first letter of the
statnte which authorises the justices of that coart to
act as censors over ray motives and actions, other than
those of a judicial nature. Every effort of this kind on
their part will be as promptly rebuked as it is mado.

I appeal with confidence to those gentlemen of the professionwho have so often raised before me those delicate
questions of national comity, it I have not at all times relusedto interpose even the discretionary jurisdiction
vested in the Marine Court, iu any other than those extremecases, where manifest injustice would be done if
such jurisdiction was denied; and even when a'foreign
official" has failed in his duty if " national courtesy " has
not always prompted me not only to refrain from making
him the subject ol unnecessary comment,"but to aid him

in the exercise of his functions, to the extent of my abilijty. But 1 shall never forget what is due to t»y own conntry,and its laws and institutions, to gratify any " foieign
official." I agree with the Justices of the Superior Court
that in this case " there is no ground for imputing
either fraud (except in a legal sanso as bolote explained.)
or improper motives to the consul's acts. It would givo
me pleasure if I,could sav that evory"foreign official" with
whom my duty as a justice has brought me in contact,
has acted with tho same becoming gentlemanly courtesyand zeal, as did the Swedish Consul in this caso
