They can now buy up
their bills for thirty, forty and fifty cents on the dollar;
and when they got In a part or the whole of th« issue'
go to tho Comptroller, take up their securities,and make
a handsome sum by the operation. The Atlas iBank,
for lustanoe, has a circulation of $178,206; these bills
oan bo bought up at fifty percent, requiring only *80,103
to purchase the whole issue, whioh, upon presentaticn to
the Comptroller, he delivers up the securities, an d the
financiers make $60,103.a very neat sum to swindle
out of the laboring classes.
