The last accounts from Turin state that the
King of Sardinia has become somewhat serious-
ly indisposed. The Duchess of Savoy, heredi-
tary princess, is in such an alarming state, that
it has been considered necessary to offer up spe-
cial public prayers in herbe a e Princess,
though aa Austrian, has made h erself very popu-
lar, in spite of the prejudices which exist agninst
her country. The Pope lately conferred on her
the “Rose of Honor."

The Patria of Florence of the 5th, announces
that Pontremoli has been formally delivered up
to the Duke of Parma, by the Tuscan Commis-
sioners, and that the peace of the town had not
been disturbed.

We are informed by a Copenhagen letter of the
6th, that in the afternoon of that day the King of
Denmark, on returning from a carringe drive,
suddenly found himself so unwell that his phy-
sicians considered it necessary to bleed him im-
mediately.

The winter has at last fuirly begnn at St. Pe-
tersburgh, as the ice has closed the navigation
of the Neva, ond interrupted the communieation
between St. Petersburgh and Cronstadt, though
the river is not yet completely frozen over.

Furiher accounts from Naples confirm the re-
port of the Swiss in the service of the King
having declared that they will never consent to
act against the people, and add tha* intelligence
had been received of another popular demonstra-
tion at Palermo.

A letter from Home states that the Pope has at
] ength resolved to modify the organization of
the Jesuits in such a way as to deprive the ingti-
tation of a politieal character,

The Hlampden controversy has terminsted in
the signal discomfiture ol the revolting bishops,
and the complete triumph of Lord John Russell
and crown.

The British steam-frigate Avenger has been
totally lost. We deeply regret to say that the
worst forebodings have been realized. The
snerifice of life hns been immense; only four out
of the crew of 270, viz: Lieut. F. Rooke; Mr.
Larkham, guoner; Williom Hill, steward; and
James Morley, aboy, have been rescued froma
watery grave. :

The Elbe, at Hamburgh, began to be frozen
on the 20th ult., and by the 22d the ice was sufli-
ciently strong to bear small earts on it.

Reports of a collision between the people and
the military at Milan are confirmed to-day. A
supﬁm nary massacre has taken place, apparently
with theacquiescence of the superior authorities.
The number of inhabitants kihed and wounded
by the soldiery, is variously stated from thirty to
one hundred and fifty. Among the killed 18 the
aged counsellor of the Cour Royale, M Mangs-
uini, & man nearly seventy, and universally re-
spected. He was murdered while peaceably and
inofiensively entering his own house. The

was given to some of the military who had been
smoking, : . :

Logs or Tng Bark HEuENa anp Six Lives.—
We rcsrer. tolearn that a letter was received on
Thursday, by Messrs. Baxter, Brothers & Co.,
Duandee, trom Captain John MeNab, of the fine
bark Helena, of that port, which left the riverfor
New York, on the 11th December, with a very
valuable cargo of bule goods, announcing the loss
ofthe vessel. On the 15th, during a heavy gale
at S8SW, she got embayec{ by the land at the
island of North Ronaldshay, and drove on shore,
when the crew lost all command, and took to
the boat. While in the act of leaving the ship,
notwithstanding the remonstrances of Captain
MecNab, who used every persuasion to induce the
crew to get the sails turled, &c., & heavy sea
broke over her,and washed uway bouts andevery
thing off the deck, with eight of the crew. The
captain reached the shore in a very exhausied
state, with the assistance of a boat hook. The
names of the sufferers are : Robert Mackay, se-
cond mate; John Blues, carpenter; Wm. Pe&ﬂie,
James Craig, and Anthony McLauchlan, seamen;
besides a passenger named James Menziee. Lit-
tle hope is entertained of saving the vessel or
cargo. In fact, she had begun to breuak up pres
vious to the despatching of the captain’s letter.—
Edinburgh Witness.

_Arrivars or Srrcie.—Specie continues to ar-
rive in this country from various pataof the
world. The West Point and Memnon, which
arrived from New York at Liverpool on the 6th
inst., brought £11,000; the Yorkshire, on the fol-
l‘uwm%duy, brought £45,000; the ’fempleuun,
from Valparaiso, on tue 4th instant, brought
$60,000; and the Charles Brownell, from the
same port, several cases, containing dollars, and
bars of gold and silver. 'In addition to these, the
L verpcol b d £10.000, and the Texian, from Ma-
zatlan, §30,000. The packet Prince Albert, from
New York, the Oriental Queen, from the Mauri-
tius, and the steamship Princess Royal, from
Hln‘!blll:;h, have each brought copsignments of
specie. The steamship Soho, trom Antwerp, coa-
tained three casks silver specie, which is an in-
teresting arrival at the present tung.—Liverpool
Times, Jun. 15.

The Fallures and Meetings of Creditirs,

[From the Eurcpesn Times, Jan. 15.]

‘We regret to siate that failures continue to oc-
cur ia muny of the great commercial cities ol
Eurepe, and the accounts from India report the
downfall of almost all the branch houses of the
London firms which jailed in September and
October last, as will be seen inourlist. The
firm of Hugesdon and Co., extensively engaged
in the trade with China and Singapore, were
pablicly spoken of as being in ditheulty, but it
was hoped that by the assistance of their friends
they would be enabled to prevent a suspension of
payments even for a short period.

Our last reported the suspenston of Cotesworth,
Powell, and Pryor, of London, largely concern-
ed in the South American trade. Their l1abili-
ties are now estimated at £350,000; ond their
suspension has produced the fuilures of J. An-
derson and Co., of Glaggow, with habilities es-
timated at £150,000 to £200,000. The liabili-
ties of Messrs. W. and A. Taylor amount to
£12 000 ; Messra, Gilmour and Kerr as much as
480,000 ; Messrs. Thomns Waddle and Co , Ca-
niada merchants, £30 000; Mr. John Luey,in the
Berbice trude, 14,000 To the sbove list has
to be udded the house of Messrs. Anderson,
L‘Icfrrrgor and Co., with liabilities of about
#$15,000.

. The American house of Durand and Macken-
zie, of Loondon, stopped payment on the 1st inst.
Their liabilities have turaed ont 1o be £29,917,
while their asse’s are £3193. An offer of a compo-
sition has beeo made of 53, by instalments of 2s
cash down, 15 6d at three months, and 18 64 at six
monthe, the final juymentto be properly secured,
which, ate me ting of the creditors had been
virtually necep ed.

The Lailure of several e xteasive banking houses
at Frankfort hes caused considerable alarm, vut
the London houses generally, with the exception
of Mesars.

The first meeting ol the ereditors of Coates &

Court of Bankruptey,under the fiat 1ssued against
the firm, when assignees were elected, and debts
to the amouat of nearly £42,000 proved. It is

Ireland,

The angel of terror has at length stayed his
avenging hand in Ireland. ‘Lhe accounts since
the beginning of the year have certa .not
been so teeming with horror as previously,

Outrage continue to be more or less perpetrated,.
but cold blooded deliberate murder seems to |

have been checked by the vigorous proceedi
of the executive. Following up his first proelu-
mation, placing certain disturbed districts under
the dominion of the new law, the Lord-Lieuten-
ant has issucd a second, proclaiming the baro-
ol ]aunglurd and five parishes in Leitrim,
ie bardny of Clanawle yin Fermunagh, Tully-
ow, in Dramlane, and Lower Loughlee, in Cg-
van, under the new act. Orders have also been
issued to disurm the people 1n several districts,
and the strictest regulations are enlorced re-
epecting the licenses to possess armms under
I.Ee recent law. In some places a contempt for
the proclamation has been exhibited by tearing
dowa the document from the walls; but we bave
seen this often practised in civilized London,
and yet the spirit of anurchy has been pretty ef-
fectually checked. We cannot expect that by
merely coercive measures, the famished people
of Ireland will be filled with good things; all
that we hope from the late measures, 18, that the
demon of mischief may be nreested 1n tis exter-
minating career, aud breathing time may be al-
forded to the lovers of freedom und good order
to carry out such measures ng may be devised
to repair the social evils of the country. The
repeal party, or rather p.rties, seem eadly em-
broiled, and at variance with each other; and
the weekly rent of the elder establishment, not-
withstanding the efforts made to recruit its funds,
is not very flourishing, The divisions which
broke outin the Irish party during the late es-
sion of Parliament, hive not been healed; and
Mr. Grattan, John O’Connell, and Mr. Reynolds
have fuvored the public with some rucy speci-
mens of polite correspondence addressed to
euch other. Actious at law are threatened for
defamation by these testy belligerents, and the
repeil agitation just now seems troubled with
the epidemie intluenza, avd is not in so Hourish-
ing u stute ob health as heretofore, The general
distress of the country has, doubtless, contribu-
ted not a little to diminish its strength uud re-
sources. "The special commission, issued (o try
the prisoners committed for murder and agrarian
outrages in the sonthern counties, was opened at
Limerick en the 4th instant. The Chiel Justice
Blackburne made a charge to the grand jury sin-
gulurly Iree irom political feeling, but expressive
of the determination of the government vigor-
ously to administer and execute the existing
laws. Several capital convictions hiave already
taken place, and there can be no doubt that pun-
1shment will inevitably follow. The new law,
reluting to accessories before and after the fact,
by the strongly expressed opinion of the judges,
seems Likely to prove most condueive tothe re-
pression of erime, and to the restoration of tron-
quiility and security.

. France. :

We have received the Paris papers of the 13th
of January.

The speech of M. Gaizot in the Chamber of
Peers on Wednezeday, in the course of the debate
on the addrese, is important, as contuining an
exposition of the poliey of the French govern-
ment with regard to the movement now going on
for the liberation of Italy. It istoencourage all
the Italian Princes to grant nothing to the people
which they can possinly withhold—to frighten
the Pope by conjuring up a phantom of revolu-
tion and infidelity, and thus to endeavor to bring
him into accord with Austria, and to justily
Austrin in "taklnrr' precautions’—that is to say,
in overrunning [taly with troops to put down the
reform movement, if it cannot be put down by
any other means.

The Presse complains that the arrangements
nnder the Postal treaty are so badly mannged at
the French side of the channel, that the nails
rarely arrive in time for the railway trains, and
consequently too late in Paris for men of busi-
ness,

Galignani's Megsenger says ‘Some gensition
was excited this morning in the Passage de I’
Opera nmong the stock jobbers, by a report that
the king was taken ill yesterday whilst at din-
ner, and was obliged to be bled. ‘T'he three per
eeuts fell to TA041e, bat at the tme of our going
to press, had reeovered to T4030 to B0¢. We
are happy to learn, on inquiry, that there is not
the slightest truth in this report; his majesty has,
for a tew daye, been laboring under a cold, the
eflects of which are so slight as not to prevent
his mujesty from attending a cabinet eouncil
which 18 now being held.” f i

The intelligence received from this portion of
the Luropean continent sinee the sailing of the
last steamer has been of an interesting charac-
ter. Foremost ia the announcement ol the sur-
render of Abd-el-Kader to the Dug d’Aumale. Tt
nppears that the Moorish chiet had surrendered
himeelf to the Freuch authorities in Algeria, on
the condition that he ehould retire to 8t. Jean

d'Acre. Relerriog to this topic, tho Netional

accuses the Duc d’Aumale of having committed
an imprudence in yielding the conditions made
by Abd-el-Kader, of sending him to Alexandria
or Syrin. What will be done in the dilemma 1
A private letter answers the question by saying
that, under easily-raised pretexts, Abd-cl-Kader
will be detained in France, while active agents
are set at work to excite the fears or jealousies
of Mehemet Ali, and of the Sultan himself. 1f
Abd-zl-Kuder be refused an asylum at Alexan-
drig, or in Syria, then it will be no fault of his
captors if they find it impossible to keep their
word. The most recent intelligence from Paris
informs us that the F'reneh government had bro-
ken farth with Abd-el-Kader. It had announced
to him that it cannot consent to his going to St.
Jean d’Acre on any terms, and that, with regard
to Eoypt, it must first see whether the Pacha
will ngree to receive him, On the news of the
Emir's eaptare, a small rise took place on the
Bourse. -

The debates on the address in answer to the
speech from the throne commenced on the 10th
inst. The speeches delivered on the occasion
are rather interesting. A Count d’Alton Shee
made a furious enslanght on the Guizot Cabinet,
stigmatizing the foreign policy of the govern-
ment with respeet to Swilzerland. He wus par-
ticulurly eaustic towards Lord Palmerson,
aguinst whom he charged “a persevering ha-
tred towards the French government.” 1n this
purt of his speech he 18 said to have been inef-
tective, but, when he proceeded to point out
the pul’lcy of M. Guizot’s policy, he obtained
greater attention. The speech of M. Mosnard,
who, though a conservative, aad a general sup-
porier of the present cabinet, cume ont on this
occasion as un wdvocate, but an uawilling one,
for reform, excited much surprige, His oration
18 calculuted to embarraes the mlmutr{.

The Chamber of Deputies assembled on the

The
States ot the Church alone seem to be free from
the discontent generally prevalent. The Roman
journalaof the 24th ult., give the details of &n
address delivered by the Pope on the 17th, 1n
which he deplores the demonstrations mage
upon the taking of Lucerne; ashe considers that
event of immense injury to Catholicism, mena-
cing it with still greater evil. The new motu
woprio for the organization of the ministry hns
{wen published by his holiness, and has given
great satiefaction. The administration ot the
see is to consist of nine departments, namely—
foreign aflairs, interior, public instructions,
grace und justice, linance, commerce, fine arts,
manufsctures, and agriculture, public works,
war, and police. The chiefs of those depart-
ments are to compose the council of ministers.
State affairsare not to be broughtbefore that coun-
cil until the deputies shall huve examined them,
und given their opinion. The aflairs of the
State are not to be submitted to the sove-
reign until they shall have been discussed
in the council of ministers. The latter are
to appoint all public fanctionaries. The Pope
only reserves to himaelf the nomination of the
cardinals, nuncios, &c. The secretary of stute
18 to be a cardinal, and his deputy a prelate;
other ministers may be indifferently clergymen
or laymen. 12,000 percussion muskets have
arrived from Frauce, Demonstrations in favor
of the Pope are stll taking place. An agree-
ment has been entered 1nto between the Homan,
Tuscan, and Sardinian governments to proceed
coincidentally in_their reforms. The atfairs of
Spuin are becoming more complicated. ‘The
Swiss troops have relused to fight sgainst the
people, which has gained for them considerable
popularity ; and it is said the Duke of Serra
Capricola had refused 10 accept the office_of

Viceray of Sicily, except oa condition of being
lﬂowe to make concessions, which it is sup-
posed the King would consent to, but that he 1a
afraid of appearing to yield to popular tumult.
From some troubles which have arisen in Naples
i iog military measures have been adopte

to prévent an emeute, Three noblemen have been
arrested, and deprived of their commission in
the Civie Guard, which has cavsed great ex-
citement. The students of the University (10,000
in number,) were ordered to leave the capital be.
fore the Christmas holidays; but this order
was subsequently revoked. Pamphlets, songs,
&c., of an incendiary character, lind their way
to Sicily, notwithstanding the utmost vigilance
of the government. From Lomburdy, we learn
that M. Nazari, a member of the central congre-
gration of Milan, had proposed a motion in the
congregation for enquiring into the state of tne
country, aud the causes ot its discontent. The
motion was adopted with enthusiasm, submitted
to and approved ol by the Viceroy, and a com-
mittee appointed for the purpose. M. Nazari had
upwards of 4000 visiting cards lett at his resi-
dence shorl_lf after, as a mark of reapect. Let-
ters from Milan of the 34 state that considerable
agitation pervaded that city on the previous day.
It appears that, following the example of the
Americans, wio refused to purchase the tea sold
by the Eunglish, previous to the revolation, the
patriots of Lombardy had resolved to abstain
from smoking, in order to reduce the revenue of
the treasury. The resolution was acted upon by
the greater portion of the people, and those
found smoking eigars or pipes in the streets were
severely handled, The Milan Gazette of the 26th
ult., announces the evacuation of Ferrara by the
Austrian troops. They were to retain the two
barracks they had at all times possessed in the
city, and to periorm duty only in the citadel —
The arrival of troops in Italy, however, still con-
tinues. The Tuscan government has entered into
# treaty for the purchase of a large quantity of
Fnglish muskets, and lias applied #lso to France
for fire arms. Advices from Turin report the
tollowing reforms:—Diminution in price of salt;
amunesty general ; deliberative veice granted the
council of state ; a voluntary civie guard, armed
by government; seven ministers in place of five;
suppresaion of Sardinian government, or its
wdentification with that of terra firma ; great de-
mocratical reforms 1n the munieipalities, and
abolition ot the decurion, whom no one hitherto
had ventured to modity. The hostile feeling
already existing in Italy, and more especially in
Parma and Mgudcnn,. towards the Austrians,
seemd to be undiminished, and has received a
fresh impetus by their presence at Modena and
Reggio. So intease is the feeling that it is pro-
posed to form a body of volunteers ss an army
ot observation on the frontiers of Modena and
Parma All hopes entertained of a reformin

policy being ndopted by the new sovereign o
the duchy of Parma are at un end, the duke hav-
ing ssued a proclamation stating that no change
shivuld be made in the government of that duchy,
Considerable discontent prevails in consequence.
