THE YOUNG MAGICIAN IN THE ASCENDANCY.

The Wilmot Proviso Triumphant.

Urica, Feb. 16, 1843.

The State convention of the Wilmot-provise
wing of the democratic party of this country, as-
sembled ot Utica this morning, in obedience to
the resolution of the legislative caucus, for the
purpose of choosing delegates to the national
convention at Baltimore, or of designating the
manner in which those delegates should be
chosen. The resolution of the legislative caucus
authorized the convention to adopt either of
these modes in selecting the delegates. [ ar-
rived last night on the ground, at midnight, and
was greeted with a emile from the interesting
face of the young Metternich of Ameri¢a~JSohn
Van Buren, Esq. This young gentleman, who
is the soul and the effervescence of all the poli-
tical circles, though a resident of New York, re-
presents in this convention one of the districts
in the city of Albany." )

A number of these young and fiery conspira-
tors of this new fledged wing, who lyuu may be
sure, are headed by a genius more ab , and even
more determined, than Guy Fawkes, were aleo
on the ground, though the hour was past mid-
night. Among these energetic men we reckon-
ed George Rathbun, of Auburn; Preston King,
of St. Lawrence; A. Beckwith and Willjam C.
Crain, of Herkimer; Judge Bokee, of Dutchess,
& &e. During the _ml:u'lu'rlf1 hour, which was
very sunny, and bracing, and ea.llhl’nl, we over-
heard among the delegates some marked and de-
cided expreseions in favor of the nomination of
o Presidential ticket with the names of General
Zuchary Taylor and General John A. Dix upon
it. We also overheard some remarks favorable
to the nominarion of Martin Van Buren, of Lin-
denwald, tor the Presidency. But when it was
considered that the nomination of the elder V. B
could not receive the assent of the entire demo-
cratie party, and when it was considered tnat
the democratic national Baltimore convention
would not nominate him upon any terms—and
when it was suggested (probably with sincerity)
that his present attitude towards the party and
the country was very fair and very agreeable,
there being nothiag in it to prevent his nomina-
tion at some future and more favorable period,
when his penitential sighs shall excite our pity ;
when all lm:e contingencies and facts were con-
gidered, we suppose that the determination of the
honorable gentiemen to support his claims for
the renominution, was elightly weakened. We
also overheard that the pomination of General
Taylor by this convention, would be a deli-
cate and unadvised step, inasmuch as the
views ot the old warrior upon the propri-
ety of making the everlasting prohibition
of alavery a condition of the annexation of Coa-
huila and Califoraia, and Sonora, and the rest of
Mexieo, to this Republic, were not positively
known by sny body. There is no doubt but the
Iendenoi:tlns wing of the party, (including John
Van Buren and two or three ol.han,) have writ-
ten to General Taylor in order to ascertain his
ren| sentiments upon this question, and there is
not much doubt that a reply was received from
the General. I believe, however, that this re-
ply was not entirely satistactory, and that it was
not o8 explicit and as frank as some of his re-
plies have been. Butbe this as it may, we look
out now for the proceedings of the convention.

For tho sake
of h-rmnn{:moq ocurselves, nnd the batter to protect
ths character of ourgovernment n_.y inet ths asoustomed
repronches of those who envy, whilst they dresd, the
fores and epread of our Institutions, we wouald prefer to
have sush indemnity made in some other form than by
tho essslon to the United Siates of Mexioan territory
But wa owe {t to esndor to sy, that In the pressnt con-
dition of Mexfoo it |+ not poxsible to expeat that this de-
sire can be realized, Viewing the matter in this Hght,
and b-llerlng that there ars portlens of her territory
which abe can spare without materislly weakeniong her
ooudition, and whish would, In commeraisl and other
pointsof view, be important ihat the Uaited Siates should
own, we approve of the efforts of nur government to ob-
tain satinfaation for our just elaims through that ohan-
nel, trusting that if sush cessions are obtained, they will
be sequired npou terma consistent with the eharaster fur
justios snd humanity which we have surtalned since our
ndmission into the family of nations.
