Mr. Cmro thought the subjeot should be sent before

the finance commutes, and not before the committee on
new schools.
Mr Blkeckeii said it appeared to him that the term

of the house, now used for a school, expired ; and ha
thought the ward ought to be searched and another
house found out ; It wee not to be tolerated that personsshould be oomtng to this board, upon all oooaslons,
asking for appropriations to build new sohool honme,
saduliug the people with taxes, when, if the necessary
search was made, one hundred pUcse may be obtained
to which tho school oould be removed, and thus additionalexpense saved.
Mr Bosworth said that under the present law there

would be a difhoulty. He thought it doubtful whether
the trustees and ward officers had power to purohaeelots tor a school at present organised. He was apprehensivethat the trustees bad no suoh power, and it was
