DISTRESS OF YUCATAN,

Mr. Hanyraax, from the Committee on Foreign Re-
lations, to which was referred, yesterday, the Presi-
dent's message and sccompanying correspondence in
regard to the erying distress of the white race of Yu-
catan, and their dunger of extermination by the
Indisns, who are now slaughtering the comparatively
defenceless whites, over the breadth of the country,
after an earnest considerstion of the subject, asked
leave to introduce a bill, which, from the pressing ne-
cossition of the case, he moved be made the specinl or-
der of the day for to-morrow. The bill is as follows :—

An set to enable the President of the United States
to take temporary military oecupation of Yueatan.

Sec. 1. Be it enacted, ke, That the President of the
United States be nnd he is hereby authorised to take
temporary military occupation of Yuecstan, and to em-
ploy the army and navy of ibe United States to mssist
the people of Yucatan in repelling the incursions of
the Indian savages, now overrunning and devastating
that country.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That the President
be, and he is hereby. suthorised and empowered to fur-
nish, on such terms and conditions as he may deem
proper, to the white population of Yuestan, such arma.
ammunition, ordnance, and other military meaus, as
they may need, to enable them to resist and repel the
Ind{ln hostilities now waged against them. and to re-
#tore pesce and security to the country,

Sec. 3, And be it further enacted, That the President
be. and he is hereby, authorised and empowered to nc-
cept the services of an equal number of volunteer
troops, to supply the place of such as mlli be withdrawn
from their present duty, by virtue of this act, provided
their services shall be required; the same to be raised
for service during the war with Mexico, agreeably to
the provisions of the act of May 13th, 1846, aud March
8, 1847, .

DELAYS ARE DANGEROUS,

Mr. Bavorr suggested that the bill be posponed till
Monday.

Mr. Carnovn concurred in this suggestion,

Mr, Haxweaas did pot know what reason could be
given for the postponement naked, while the distress of
the Yueatancse cried aloud for help, An hour's de-
lay was of great consequence to these suffering people—
aday involved the guestion of their extermination
from the face of the earth.

Mr. Cavnovx thought we ought not to act too hastily
in this matter, Mr. Sierra, the Mexican Commission-
er, had written to the State Department an early as the
Tth of March Inst, setting forth the distresses of these
pecple. After all the delay of the Executive Depart-
ment, we might at least undertake the postponement »f
the bill for two or three days, until the facts in the ease
could be ascertained. ;

Mr. Hanwxoax referred to the President’'s message—
to letters from our naval officers in the Gulf, confirm-
ing the calamities of Yucatan. The Guilf coast was
darkened by men, women, and children, fiying before
the Indisns, and perishing from hunger. and oaked
and exposed to the clements, They have neither
subsistence wnor the means of eseape; and they
daily expect the Indiams down upon them, whoss
known method of warfare s ao indiseriminate
slaughter, without regard to age or sex. Ho urged
prompt action upon the bill,

Mr. Cass—Action upon this subject. to be well done.
should be specdily done. We could not have n better
opportunity for the exercise of Christinn humanity.
Thins Is the time to act; there is no need of delay; every
man in the Senate hax doubtless made up his mind for
or agninst the bill. Let us act promptly. Lel us save
these puffering people. if we ean. A war of extermina-
tion is going on, and the white race, as we are inform-
ed, are monentarily expecting an attack upon their
eapital, whither the frightened women and ehildren
have fled for protection,

Mr. Havrr inquired for certain information; but was
not distinetly heard.

Mr. Havy was glad of thia discussion. It had elicit-
ed wome further testimony that this war was brought
on by & measure, the wect of which was the protee-
tion snd propagation of slavery; and hereafter, he ad-
monlshed the Senstor from Misslssippi. he might bring
him up as n witness that the war was the result of the
snnexation of Texas, aud the okjept of the aunexation
of Texas was the proteetion of hita of the South.

The Vick Fugsipext said the debate had been ex-
ceedingly discursjive. but that the Senator, from the

Mr, Harg resumed. He had no fears of the conse-
quences of this bill. even if annexation should follow;
unless the constitution of Yueatan, which totally in-
terdicted slavery, should he materially altered. The
Senator from South Carolins had eharged sll the cala-
mities of Yueatan to their abolition of this high and
blessed institution of slavery, wmd henco,ﬁe’rh;pl‘ his
caution in golng tu their defemec.

Now that it was here,
there was no further cause of delay. Mr. Caas then
proceeded to the defenee of the administration on the
subject of the war, rnnuin: the old ground of defenee,
to wit, the provoeations of Mexico, and the rights of
uations to earry a war into an enemy's country when
provoked into s war by the acts of the enemy.

He also ohjected to the bill, becunse it conflicts
with the Mexican armistice—it was ealeulated to ope-
rate against the treaty; and moreover, there was no
telling what military foree it would require to subdue
450,000 Indians. The Florida war with s few Seminoles
had cost us something, He wanted more light, more
information. Beaides, he did not wish to see & new
question of aunexation spring up upon the eve of a
presidential campaign. l?wu act at all for the relief
of Yueatan, it ought to be with the assent and co-ope-
ratlon of Mexico, considering our present relations
with that republic,

Mr. Jerreusox Davis, in o foreible and pointed re-
view of the case. argued the necessity of the bill, npon
the broad ground of the rights of the United States as s
belligerent with Mexico. If the necessity should ever
wrise, bhe was ready promptly to interpose againsd any
forelgn designs upon Yueatan or Cuba. But B wus
ot necessary to anticipate either the hazards of an-
nexation, or of foreign intervention for the posséssion
of Yucatan. The immediste question was the despatch
of u military force sufficient for the occupation of Yu-
catan ax a part of Mexico; and this could be done
under the suthority which we bold as a belligerent,
under the laws recognising the war with Mexico, Mr,
Davis was frequently eross-guestioned by Mr. Clayton,
in the course of his remarks; but the former did not
#bandon u hair of the positions arsumed in defence of
the ohjeet of the hill, and the strietly suthorised re-
rommendstions of the message of the President. Mr.
Davis said. in ral.-ly to an observation of Mr, Han-
negan, that he did not belieye the Dritish govern-
ment could be held responsible for the furnishing of
the Tower muskets to the Indians of Yueatan,
Ile thought the dificulty could be easily ex-
plained. he three great captains of the world were
Alexander, Caesar, and Napoleon. The great secret of
Elhelr success wan celerity of movement. Great Britain

ad profited from the results of their expericnece; and
with a view to gelerity of movement, she had been con-
stantly reducing the welght of her urms. Hence the old
heavy tower kets had been ! 1 many yoars
agu by the British government, and sold at suction.
They were bought by speculators, or taken out by Bri-
tish vessels, ?nd those old tower muskets are now to be
found over all Central and South Americs ; snd in this
way they have doubtless found their wpy smong the
Ipdians of Yucatan.

Mr. Jpyrenson Davis—You, sir, bul they are not fur-
nished by the British government, or they would bear
the imprint of the present arsenal. They wore old arma,
the tower muakets, and those used by the Moxi-
cans ngainst us in this war Bear the old stamp of the
tower. In conclusion, MP, Davis moved to strike out
the substance of the original bill. and to substltute »
simple provision, authorising the President to take mi-
litary occupation of Yucatan, and to replace, by volun-
teers if necessary, the troops required for the suid
oecupation.

Mr. Haxxgoax asked under what suthority the Pre-
sident would act according to this amendment ?

Mr. Davis sald it would be under authority of the
powers conneeted with the existing war. Yueatan was
a part of Mexico, and under the laws of war, we could
extend our posts of military oceupation all over Mexico.

Mr. Urnan ssked if there was not already an existing
authority to the President for 12,000 volunteers ?

Mr. Davis explaloed that there were, perhaps, vaean-
cies in the yoJupteer regiments, which would amount
to an aggregate of 13.000 men; but it was almost ’:I?u-
sible to recruit vol s to clos in ing
regiments, » The object, too, of the bill snd the nmend-
ment was apparent. It waa to take the seasoned troops.
who hnave acelimated to the exp and
hardships of n soldier's life in the tropics, and transfer
them to Yucatan, filling up thelr vacancles, if required,
with voluntesrs, Asfor the legality of this proceeding,
it was authorized by the couditions in the wrmistice
existing between Mexico and the United States.

Mr, Cuirrevors thought that all that was really de-
signed by this bill was an increase of the milltary foree,
for which object this iculnr bill was uot necessary,
The Chairman on Military Affaira had been laboriously
—slowly to be sure, but laboriously—marching forward
his new foreo of 20.000 volunteers.

“(.Hm. Cass—(Shaking his head)—Very slowly. (Laugh-

T,

Mr. Cirresoes—Very slowly, to be sure, but still
they are on the forward march, (laughter)) and if the
regular bills, or any of them, for the incrense of the
military force in Mexioo, should be passed, there will
be no noculit’jt for this special act. The Senator from
Mirsissippi had placed the g 1 of his support of this
mongure upon the oxisting war, and as an authorized
movement in a state of war; but how could this be
done, pending the nrmistice with Mexico !

Mr. Jervrersox Davis said, that the proposed military
veeupation could be vimdieated, aud would be found to
be authorized by the terms of the armistice itself, and
cited one of the terma of the armistice in proof.

Mr Cuwrrrexoes thought that clanse was intended
to apply to another state of contingencios, to which

Mr, Davis assented ; but elaimed its applicability in
this case under a full construction.

Mr. Cnivrexpes, in his ususl strong and forcible
manner. argued sagninst the bill. We wanted more
light. more information. How would this movement
effect the treaty which was believed now to be in pro-
cess of ratification—what would he its eifect if the
treaty were ratified! how would it affect the armistics?
Nor did he belieye the plea of humanity was sufficient
for thiv aet, The precedent of interfering in the uf-
fairs of other nations by an avowed occupation on the
plea of bumanity, might be made the justifiention of
the most atrocious aggressive wars by ourselves and by
other pations, if we admit the plea and set the exam-
ple. One of our safest doetrines was, the doetrine of
non-interferonce in the domestic affairs of foreign
uations. That doctrine alone will be competent to
#ave us in our turn from foreign iuvasion in ease
of domestic difficulties. Besides we had only heard
one eide of the question. We were without any
information at wll on the other side. He would
net now as we acted In the cnse of the fnsur-
rection in Guatemala some twenly years ago, He
would stand aloof, and let these people settle their own

uarrel. Cnrern arose at the head of the Indians of
ustemaln, put down the existing goverument of the
Hmnlph race, established one of hiv own, and under
which he is still the head ; and it is as good, or a bet-
ter governwent than that which was displaced, This
was a destructive war in Yuontan. It was natural that
it shonld be ko between two races, one of which had
worn the galling yoke of bondage of the other for three
hundred years. After three hundred years of oppres-
sion, it was natural that the vengeance of the ):erl
gines of Yueatan, should be bloody and merciless in
the extreme agninst the race which had been so long
their oppressors. But if we should resolve  upon
this wrmed occupation, what force would it
require, aud how long should we have to keep
it up? The Indians will fy to the bushes
on our approach. How long sball we have to
walt for them to come out? And If we wait till the
entirely withdraw, how long shall we have to stay’ Wiﬁ
not an armed occupation bo inevitable! We may re-
store pence, and maintain It while we oceupy the coun-
try; but will not the same trouble botween the two
roces bo renewed th. moment we withdvaw our troops?
How many men will this armed occupation require? how
muech mooey aod how long will it linve to be maintain-
ed! We cannot answer these questions, There were
yet other und unforseen contingencies that deserved
attention, Mr. Crittenden. for half nn hour, continued
hin presentation of obstaeles to the passage of the bill,
the more prominent poiuts of which we have given In
this paragraph,
