The special Post Office express, with the mails
of the Britannia, reached this city at five o’clock
this morning, in charge of Thomas Pomeroy, Eeq.,
of the Boston Post Office, to whose energy we are
indebted for the latest intelligence from Europe.

The Britannia sailed from Liverpool on the 22d
ult., and her news is one week later.

It is important.

There had been a battle between the Austrians
and Italians in which the latter were victorious.

The Chartists are still holding their meetings in
London and in the provinces, and are arming in
the north of Scotland.

There has been a tremendous excitement in

government have been in a state of turmoil and
trouble. The particulars will be given the Even-
ing Edition of the Herald.

Intelligence is received of a regular organization
of the chartist forces in Scotland. A public meet-
ing has been held at Aberdeen, for the purpose of
eleeting u delegute to the national convention, and
measures were adopted for the gnrolment of volun-
teers.

Negotiations between the Prnssian Government
and the house of Rothschild for a new loan are an-
nonnced to have totally failed,

Itis stated in the papess from the Hague that the
Governor General of the Dntch East Indies has
been anthorised to declare Menado, at Celebes, a
free port.

No amelioration has taken place in eredit or
confidence thronghout Furope.

The Croats have sct fire to the village of Castel
Nuova, containing 2000 inhabitmts. The Croats
firmed a cordon round it, and the villagers were all
burned to death, uttering the most appalling shrieks.

The whole of that part of urope, says the
Euwropean Times, which ekirts the Rhine, and
borders on Irance, seems quiet disorganised.—
The wildest radicalism fhas taken root in the
Geand Duchy of Baden; and the seeret so-
cieties of Germans, Swias, Baden tadienls, and
French emissaries scem organiging un armed in-
vasion. At Hesse Cagsel the soldiers and the citi-
zens are at violent issue, the military having
attempted to restore their former reign of physical
foree. The Duke of Hease Cassel haw expressed
his indignation at the outrages attempted by hie
guards, whose dissolution as a regiment he has
ordered, and some of the culprits are 10 be tried
by courts-marfial. In Saxony a frightful
ceadiary insurrection seem# to be going on, which

the Government eannot suceeed in putting down,
In Alsace a complete insurrection of the peasantry
exista. The troops have been attacked at Mor-
montior, and 15 were killed. The riotersTwere at
length repulsed with great losa, and their leader
captured.

On the whole, there has been but a meager sup-
ply of news gince the departure of the Americn—
meager in comparison with any other week sinee
the 24th of February.

At s few minutes before seven
oelock the unfurtunate man was observed to nlight
from & club in Wollington street. and, having paid the
driver his fare, he walked to the toll-gate. put down n
wnny pleee, received his change, and passed on to the
tn-id.m'. On arriving at the second recvas from the Mid-
diesex side, hie atopped suddenly. took off his cap—the
eelebrated enp with which his friend O'Connell erowned
him in by-gone days—and.nounting the prrapet.threw
hitnself into the river. A gentleman who was erossing
the bridge on the opposite side observed the whole oceur-
rence at only a few paces’ distance, but go rapldly did
the unfortunate man effoct his purpose that it was found
impossible to render him any assistunce. Happily a
waterman was passing through the bridge in a small
hoat at the moment the unfortupate man entered the
water, and with a presence of mind that does him the
highest credit, he immedintely pulled towards him, and
with some dificulty st length sueceeded in getting him
into his bont. The poor man was taken ashore at the
strand lane stairs, nud thenee conveyed to King's Col-
lege Hospital, where he received all the attention his
ease required, from Mr. Burton, the house surgeon of
that institution.

The orators of the Repeal Aseo-
ciation are quarreling among themselves, whilst their
funds are also oxhausted; here and there o rantiog
revolutionary priest denouneces the unlon. and adrised
war and bloodshied; hut he ususl gets & rap on the
knurkles from his superior. Poor Tom Steele. (' Connell's
head-pacifieator, hax happily been rescued from am
attempt to perpetrate self-destenction, but his mind, as
woll as his property. is irrovocably gone. Drilling ix
peactised in many parts of the provinees, but the
governmont in Dublin has evinesd a dotermination to
suppress these foollsh and illegal demonstrations; pikes
and firc-arma alao continue to sell well; whether they
will ever be brought into use, or if weed will not be
mare injurious to the purehasers than to those against
whom they may be direeted. nre guestions which we
shall not take upon ourselves to deeide.

of bringing down accumulsted troubles upon onr high-
mindad, but misguided fellow-subjects. The diver-
genee botweon the repealers, headed by Mr. O'Connell,
and the party led on by Mr, Mitehell, becomes greater
every t{u The O'Connells’ manfully declars that
they will take their stand upon upon, at the very ne
plus ultra, the uttermost bounds of the law and eon-
stitution, and will adhare to the counsels begueathed
to them by their father, to obtaln ropeal by pesceable
and constitutionnl means only.

in partienlar. Most happily the National Guoards stood
firm. and presented so impoxing an attitade in defenee
of the Provisional government snd public order, that
the display passed off without any overt attempt, pretty
mueh in the same ityle ns our own Chartist demonsra.
tion on;Monday, the 10th inst,, to which the movement
bore very considerable resemblance, Yesterday, forty
thousand troops of the line were to assemble in Paris,
for the fivat time sinee the revolution, to fraternize
with the National Guards and the people ; and if this
hie done  cordinlly and with sincerity, the Provisional
government may be considersd sale agninst all wt-

Officinl information from Venico, of the 1dth, con-
firms a report that a bn;li of volunteers, nttacked by a
more numerous foree of Austrians, had been obliged to
retreat to Vieenza, where n large body of “orusaders™
had arrived. The town is barriended and well defond-
ed, a8 A Enuur.inn ngainst sitack. Advices from
Udine. of the Bth, announce that the Austrinns who
were on the lsonzo, and oecupying the line of Gorita,
haid been ordered to march Immediately upon Trieste,
which was menaced by the troops stationed in Istrin
snd Dalmatis, who had all declared in favor of the

is war to the death—a war of Spaniards against the
Moors—of Cireeks agninst Turks.

The Patria contains a letter from Feranrs, dated the
11th, which says the affsir under Mantun wna favors-
ble to the Pledmontese, and that the Austrinns lost
8,000 killed, woundod and prisoners.

It was reported in Vienna on Sunday evening that a
ecourier had arrived from tho seat of war in Italy, with
intelligenee of an important vietory said to luve been
gained by Radetsky.

Great apprehensions were ontertained in Vienna, in
consequence of n meeting of operntives, which was to
have been held on Sunday last,  The news of the ridi-
culoun fallure of the Chartist attempt in London serie
ved in Vienna on Ssturday, and so inspirated the
burghers eomposing the national guard, that they turn-
od out insuch furce as to render any attempt hopeloss
on the part of the operatives to ereate an emente.

hostowing rewards helong to the Emperor, bat merey
eannot be extended to the ministers without the =ane-
tion of the Parliament.

projects of Inwa are to be proposed as well as sanction-
el by the Emperor. The Emperor will assemble the
Parlinment aunually, and he must call then together
at wtated Intorvals. He has the right to prorogue and
dissolve them, Freedom of religlow, speoch, the pross,
petition, and public meeting, is granted to every efti-
zen, aabjeet to future Inwa,  Entiee liberty of con-
selenee and religion. The froo exercise of religions

State of the Austrian Empire.
[From the London Chroniecls, April 15

The accounts which we receive from Vienna
throw scanty light upon the actual posture of affairs
in the Aunstrian Iimpire. We are inclined to hope
the best from the men who gompose the present
administration, and we can hardly doubt that they
are fully alive to the extremely critical situation
in which the Imperiul throne, and the whole fabrie
upon which it rests, are still placed. The removal
from office of the unpopular princes of the blood,
who could hardly be expected to exchange at once
the notions of government entertained by soldiers
and gentlemen of the old school, for vicws of an
opposite cu'm,,ilulun; and the advances which
Count Hartig has been commissioned 10 muke 1o
insurgent Lombardy, improbable ag it seems that
those advances will lead to any satisfuctory result,
tend to col these anticipations. The Bohe-
miang have been grafified & appointment of a
young captain-genernl, with two popular noblemen

or his ecounsellors ; the luw relating to the press
has received g further relaxation ; tnal by jury is
to be introduced, and the gourts of law are o
thrown open to the public. All this i well, as far
as it goes. To allay irritation, to give way where
coneesgion is imperntively needed, to avoid every
risk of n concussion, to ascertain the strength and
weakness of their own position, and to bring the
huge vessel, by slow Jr'grl;'u. to obey her helm,
and breast the waves amongst which she is rol-
ling—suech as we may suppose to be the immediate
plan and purpose of the Austrinn eabinet, Right
enough, no doubt. But we look for still higher
aima, and a more comprehensive policy, from the
men under whose superintendence Anstrin has
entered upon the stage of transition, throngh which
she must pass from the old system to the new—a
passage beset with dangers and involved in uncer-
tainties.

A rumor was abroad, a day or two ago, that the
Hungarians had proclaimed the union dissolved,
and elected the Arehduke Stephen as their King.
In these stirring days we have learnt to give mmor
no more credit than she deserves, and we left the
story to time and the electric telegraph to stamp it
us authentie, or to withdraw it from eireulation.
We felt that the absolate trath or falsehood of the
tule was, nfter all, of less importance than it seemed
to he. Were it true, a clear-headed, determmed
statesman might yet undo what had been done,
and convert matter of fact into matter of history;
were it false, a lingering adherenee to the tradi-
tions of the Metternich sehool might turn it, with-
m no long time, into a truth,  For Austria is now
in the very crisis of a struggle to which, except in
one or (wo Instances, we in - western ]"Jumpl: are
almost strangers—the war waged on the one side
hy the tendency to eombine and centralize for ad-
ninistrative purposes, on the other by the ineradi-
cable instinets of blood and race. "With us the
strife hng generally been between unequal forces,
and the weakest has gone to the \\'nl&. But the
battle ground on which the contest has been again
and again renewed, in the sight of Europe and nn-
der the auspices of Kings and diplomara, lies with-
it the Anstrian_territories.  Ruces, unlike ench
other in the primary features which distinguish
nation from nation, form the chegnered mosae on
which Austria has rnised her lfltrt_mr" Aliens by
origin, they huve acquired no _affinity by associi-
tion. It has been remarked, thut the” great nobles,
who poesess estates in two or more  of these coun.
tries, have invariably confined their interests and
sympathics  to one, remaining according o
cireumstances, Callicians, Boheminns, or  1nn-

garians, but  rarely, if ever, exercising  their
political  privileges  beyond the limits of the
province to  which they especinlly  attached
themselves,  The Imperial  Government, on

its part, neglecting the means adopted, with more
or less suceess, by Prossia in the Grand Duchy of
Posen, and by Denmark in Sleswie, has taken no
paing to promote the amalgamation of the riees
hut has contented herself with drawing aroun
them the iron network of a rigorous unbending ad-
ministrative system, which pressed heavily on
ewch without wniting all nto » whaole, l‘-rrm;m,
had she tried it, the tusk wounld have heen too much
for her. Such, at any rate, is the fact. Durin
the thirty odd years of peace which have elapsec
sinee the treaty of Vienna, and under the stress of
the arbitrary territorinl arrangements which have
subsisted during that period, the integral unity of
the Empire has been weakened r;lh’u'r than in-
vigorated, and war never, perhaps, in o more pre.
enrions state than immediately betfore the breaking
out of the lute revolution.

We are, therefore, willing to hope that the shock
which Austrin has experienced from the de-
thronement of the great statesman who was her
virtunl sovereign, from the nprooting of her tradi-
tionury policy, and from the overthrow of that ad-
ministrutive wystem, which, such as it was, held
her empire together, will not prove too vielent to
preclude the possibility of a spee 3 recovery, We
may yet see her renping the benefit of salutary and
necessary reforms, growing in strength and wealth,
developing her latent resources, and playing n more
prominent und useful part in the aflairs of Burope
than she I ever done hefore.  On the other hand,
we may see the representutive of the line of Haps-
burg lay agide the imperial diadem for the arch-
duke’s hat and  plame, and descend from  the
throme his ancestors filled in the great counerl-hall
of kings, to take his place on a lower tier, among
the crowd of minor potemtutes—the erowned aris-
toerney of Europe. We may see Hungary unre-
presented 1l now, save by a monarch who took
rank by a foreign title and mixed in European poli-
ties, not as her constitutional king, but as the hea
of a |I1ighly house and sovereign of an alien State,
rise to elaim for herseli n separate seat and an in-
dependent voiee in the assembly.  But we do not
think it for her interest to do #o; and we venture to
recommend her to sit still and content herself with
seeuring the substance of eonstitntional govern-
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ment, which it is now in her power to do.

The population of these States will be as
follows :—Nuaples, 6,500,000 ; Sieily, 2,050,000 ; Pon-
tifical States, 3,000,000 Etruria, 3,390,000; Lom-
bardo-Venetinn, 4,800,000 ; Sardinia, 4,700,000,

A line of fortresses will defend these States upon
the Alps, upon the Plain, and on the Appenines.

A Diet will be held at Rome, under the presideon-
ey of the Pope, for the solution of great federal ques-
tions, in which each of these States will be repre-
sented by the same number of deputies.

An Anglo-Republican View of the European
S Revolutions.
[From the London Telegraph, Aprilfi2 )

The agitation that pervadas Furope does not
spring solely from a desire of political change.
Let us not deceive ourselves. The cause lies
deeper. In England as in France, in France as in
Germany, in Giermany as in every other country
wlu-r:-_lmlmurul convulsion has aroused the masses,
a sentiment burns in the popular mind, which
seeks a change of government merely as a means
toanend. It is folly in the bureaucrats, and in
those who pretend to he the instructors and leaders
of the people, to imagine that a simple desire of
innovation has led to the great moral upheaving of
which we are the daily witnesses, It 18 not 'H"om
any hatred to monarchy, as monarchy, from any
dislike of abstract aristocracy, from any love of
change for the sake of change, or from any destrue-
tiveness alleged to be natural to the peopls, that
the political excitement of our day has taken its
form, and communicated ite pressure upon us.
The revolution of 1848 is strictly ond eminently o
soctal revolution. Let our public men be warmed.
It ia no longer safe for them to deny, to qualify, or
to palter with this mighty fact,

he people of Europe, and an increasing num-
ber of the people of England, dislike monarchivs
and aristoeracies, and support democracy, for the
Tat reason, parnmount with those wﬁn suffer,
that under thege ancient governments of the few,
the many have become degraded and miserable.
They have been morally stigmatized as unfit 1o
rule themselves. They have been physically de-
pressed.  They have been weighed down, pressed
down, sunk d’-‘m-n. They do not eat bread like
their fathers. Although they may have no desire
to divide the rich man’s Inxuries, they have a very
strong, a very natural, and an huurﬂr increasing
desire to share with the rest of God's creatures
the necessaries of existenge. The bureaucracy,
after having fixed burdens upon their baeks front
which nothing but revolution can release them,
have driven them into a slongh of despbnd—to
sink ornot—to live or to die—as chance may de-
termine. Hence the ides which pervades the mass-
#s in all countries, that demoerney may lift them
from the mire, and give them, in addition to the
great right of thinking and speaking, the still more
essentinl right of living and eating.  The hungry
belly is the most furions and invineible of demo-
erats,  Let not our governiment and urilmcrllt'y.
and onr well-fed members of the upper strata of
the middle classes, forget in their pride of vietory
this weighty truth. The *“political history of hun-
ger” would form the key to all the revolutions
of the world, Yilﬂl, present, and to come; and he who
wonld write that great book as it ought to be written,
would derive from the present uncasy and alarming
atate of Cireat Britain,some most pregnant illustra-
tions of the danger ot trifling with the stomachs of
the people, and of fostering o system by which the
wealth of a few individuals is greatly nugmented,
while the numbers and the poverty ol the poor are
augmented in a still more rapid ratio.  No doubt
the problem to be solved is one of excessive difhi-
culty ; but, difficult, or the reverse, we must not
wonder if those who suffer should be somewhat
clamorous for n solution, even although our politi-
cal, social, and moral knowledge may not enable
usto discover it, The tory Morning Chronicle, in
its impression of Monday, States that it * has u re-
hgion which teaches it that the end of man’s being,
and the eompletion of his happiness, are not to be
looked for in this world ;”—u fact which may be
quite true in the sense in which a comfortabile man
wlul!dlhu\‘v the »‘ullit' Lielieve il; but which is not
at all I!l('.IIT'!'IlIMlI_ILll' with the truth, that if one man
be happy in this world, in so fur_as food, clothes,
and n‘h--lh.-r can contribute to his happiness, two
men ean be happy—and if two, then two thousand ;
if two thousand, two millions, if two millions,
then all mankind.  Perfect  happiness no man
aspires to; but Christianity is not a religion
of toryism and exclusiveness, but of peace, equali-
ty, liberty, and fraternity.  Itis a democratic faith.
The Chroniele muy affect to helieve that the men
who are anxious tomake thisearth somewhat more
simnilar to heavan than the wars of monarchs and
the exelusivencss of aristocrats have made i, have
no hope of any future heaven ; bat it has yet to learn
the fuet, that the great social revolution of our time
18 eanentinlly o religions and a Christian revolution,
