He L living in a rotired manuer, and is making no
publie demonstrations in behalf of his favorite projocts,
The Union of the Sth inst. has an article in defence of
the Governor of San Luis (Reyes) against the charge
that he has buen in connivance with Paredes. 1t says:
* The Governor has always been of opinion that the
decivion of the sovercign Congress, in regard to the
eonvention agreed to by the supremo government,
should be most serupulovsly respected, as well ns pub-
lic order, nnd tranquillity observed. He assumes a po-
sition which gives no room for supposing that his ap-
proval of the treaty, if ratified by the Mexiean Con-
gross, s dictated by fear—a position, slwo, which, in
ense the war should e continued, will afford no ex-
cuse fur the towns being unprepared. This is cortain-
ly n very neutral position, and we have but little doubt
that the Governor of San Luis is sincere in disclaim-
ing all liden of eo-operation with Paredes. There In but
little dapgor, in our opinion, that the Ex-President
will make nny headway in that powerful State, He has
o fow friends and partisans in Lhe city, but beyond it
he ean eommand but very little support.® ™

party arrived at the highest penk. overlooking the great
erator, without aecldent. Hero the flag of the United
Statos was ralsed at an olevation of more than three
miles and & quarter above the level of the ocean, and
the party enjoyed o prospect of nnsurpassed magnifi-
conce nnil sublimity, The six persons composing the
party were Lieut, Stone, Ordunance; Lients Buckner
and Kirkham, 6th Infantry; Lieut, Andorson, 20 Dra-
goons; Lieut. Bomford, 8th Infantry; and Mr. Bagley,
an English gentleman of this eity., Thus bas the
Amerioan flag waved, not only over the Halle of the
Montesmmas, but over the highest point of the land of
the Aztees.

| the country in the hour of peril, and left these set-
tlers to win their titles from a perfidious, tyranni-
cal government by their own good rifles. " It the
enenty had eonquered the country, the claims of
Cameron gnuuhﬂmve been sustained; but he would
have received desolated hearths, and fields perhaps
distigured with the bleaching bonesof murdered fu-
milies,instead of thriving farms cheauel_td with well
cultivated and fertile fields covered with luxuriant
corn ane cotton, or ;i‘n.smres teeming with f’allemnﬁ
herds and flocks, These lands have been rescued
trom the Mexican and Indiun foe by the valor of
these settlers, have been beautified and adomed
by their industry, und were secured to them by
the laws of the country ofjtheir adoption ; and now,
that this coutrtry has fraternized with their native
land, lo! the arms of the nation are held out to
crush rather than to proteet them. They were told
!lr the sages of the land previous to annexution, that
ull the rights they enjoyed under the Republie of
Texas, would be'retuined by them as citizens of the
State of Texas. They were told by the Judiciary
Committee of the Convention that formed the con-
stitution of the State, that the laws of the State and
Republie would be respectad by the federal courts
i their decisions, and that all titles that were
vilid previous to sunexaton would be valid after
that act. The Judiciary Commuttee was com-
posed of the most eminent and able lawyers of the
State, and we are confident that the opinions they
then expressed, will be sustained by the Judges of
the Supreme Court of the United States. Judge
Watrous may issue writ upon writ, and then land
sharpers, may employ imported counsel to sustain
their elaims, but in vain; the rights that our eiti-
zens acquired when_they cast off the tyrannical
yoke of Mexico, will not, cannot be torn from
them. The great Aigis of the Union has not been
lifted over tlfl,em to crush, but to protect. Though
unother Jeffries were to be found upon the judieial
bench of the Union, he would be deprived of the
power to injure, The immutable principles of ld[us-
tice and equity, as taught by the illustrious Mar-
shall and his associates, will control and guide
their successors, The Stutes which have entered
the Union reserved certain local rights which the
Supreme-Court has ever respected.” Texas was to
the Union as a foreign State, previous to annexa-
tion, and when it merged 1ts sovereignty in that of
the greater republic, it yielded no power to the ge-
neral government to call in question its previous
ueta,  Its treaties, a8 made by the politieal depart-
ment of the government, will be respected by the
Federal Court of the Union, as the treaties of u fo-
reing State; and its statutes, which guarantied to
the citizen the title to the land he oceupied and im-
proved, will be also respected as the statutes of a
toreign State.  The federal courts cannot go be-
hind the constitution of the State, and decide cases
under the constitution of the republic of Texas.
Those cases are as much beyond their control, as
the cases in the courts of En, '{andl, or any other fo-
reign State.  'We consider, therefore, that the set-
tlers who have acquired valid titles under the laws
of the old republic of Texas, can never be disturb-
ed by any decision of the federal courts; and - we
belitve ‘the etiorts that are now making by Came-
ron and others to sustain these superannuated
claims, will prove entirely ubortive, and will result
in the establishment of the claims of the old set-
tlers upon firmer footing than they now oceupy.

The eitizons of this place met in the Musonic Hall
to-day, sl 11 o'elock. s, m., to take iuto consideration
the rumors which had resched them concerning s per-
sun Intoly arrived hore, calling himaelf Dr, L. Major, o
leeturer on the philosophy of snimal netism, and
who was suspected of being an abolition emissary.

On motion, Major Lewis O'Bannan was ealled to the
chair, sund James MeKenzie requested to nct as Seere-
tary,

The Chairman stated to the meoting the objeets for
which it had been assembled, sud ealled upon those
present who knew anything about De. Major to make
tho same known to the meeting,

Col, B, H. Brown and others then stated the infor-
mation they had received concerning this individual,
and the opinions which he had expressed in this com-
munity; from which it appeared that Dr. Major repre-
#ented himsell as having come from the North a few
months since—that he had there been an abolitioniat,
but that he was not quite so much in favor of that
doetrine now—that he spoke a great desl sbout slave-
ry wherever ho weat, but professed to be in favor of it
—thal in Beaufort Distriet he had been seen in o ficld
conversing with the slaves, who were gathered around
him—that the ownor of these slanves ordered him off,
and questioned the slaves as to what they had been
told by Dr. Major, but they would not answer—that
the citisens of Robertville had threatenod 1o take him
up, and that he had expressed surpriso that alaves wers
uot permitted to sit and eat nt the seme tablo with
their owners. It appesrcd also that Dir, Major was tra-
velling with a female uot believed to be n white person

These mntters having been submitted, J. Patrenson,
Foap. addressed the meoting on the course to be taken
tler these cireumstances, and ndvised an investign-
tion into the facty,

E. Beruixaen, Jr, Eaq. then made n fow romarks ex-
pressive of his views of the matter, nud offered the fol-
towing resolutions, which were unanimously adopted :

1. Resolved, That Dr. L, Major, who purports to be a
leeturer on the philosophy of animal magnetism, but of
whoso sinister designs in relation to our peculinr Insti-
tutions we have received suficient proof, be. and he
hieraby i, required to quit the village immedintely.

The Albany Cricket Grounds— A Shooting Match
in' Albany. |

Singe the great trinl mateh between the St
George’s and the Torouto Cricket Clubs, the erick- |
cters in this region have kept somewhat guiet, and
I have not heard of any new matehes of intereat.—
Cricketing 18 a manly g, and 1 should e glad
to see it practised here s extensively as in Eng-
lund. A elub has recently been organised in this
city, and s the summer months are approaching,
the members are making preparations for # grand
campaign.  Direetly opposite the eity there is a |
smooth and grassy peninsula of some thirty acres; |
it 15 bordered on the river sude by a row of venera-
ble elins, beneath whose shades the ericketers are
wont to recline during the intermssions between
the fist and second innings.  The club have pur-
chased or leased this beautiful peninsula; they
have built about it a neat fence, and at one
end of the plain they have constructad a shanty
for the umpires,  This ericket grouud has
heen styled by several gentlemen from Cannda and
New York, one of the most spacious and elegant
ericket grounds in America.  Itisa level meadow
of about thirty acres, the ground neither too hard
nor too soft, und the seats under the elms neither
too high nor too low. The elub has, in fact, made
every effort to have this ground what it really is,
one of the nentest m Ameriea.  That tall son of
York and the man with the glazed cap had better
come up here and take a bat.

Yesterday, some English gunners, or marksmen
of high pretensions, arrived n this eity from New
York; among them were Messts. Waller, Daw-
son, Miller, &e. &ec. Itseems that Mr. Waller
had made an arrangement with some of the mem-
bers of the cricket elub to huve a trial of their
gkill in gunuery. The elub selected one of their
number, and matched him against the Yorker.
The match was for $100. 1 will be particular in
deseribing the conditions of the match. In the
centre of the ericket ground was placed a spring-
trap, containing a wild pigeon. The muarksmen
touk a position twenty-one yards distant {rom this
trap ; in one hand they held a cord, one end of
which was attached to the door of the trap. This
cord being pulled by the imarksmen, the bird makes
ita eacape, and flies into the air; the gunner has
then to raise his piece, and shoot him while upon
the wing. If the bird is missed by the gunner, she
18 nalmﬁy killed by the “scouts,” or outsiders,
who are’ not penmitted to fire until the bird has
cleared the cnclosure. Iach of the combatants
was allowed twenty birds; the one killing
the greatest number of the twenty to win
the prize. The match began at 2 o'clock, P. M.
to-day. 1t may be well to state that the gentleman
selected by the Albany cricketers us the opponent
of Mr. Waller was Matthew Hendrickson, llsq.,
un estimuable citizen of Albany. The Englishmin
had the first shot and missed his bird.  Mr. H.
tollowed and missed his bird also—a tie. At the
second attempt Mr. W. brought down his bird, and
Mr. I1. imitated his example; they continued to
fire with remarkable precision. Some of the birds
were shot ut a distance of r:j,!luy yards,while nl\un
the wing; this was extraordinary shooting. The
result was, that after a_trial, which was through-
out highly interesting; the Albanian killed thirteen
out of twenty birds, nnd the Englishman killed
only ten out of twenty. The Albanians thus ear-
ried off the prize. Several matches of less interest
subsequently came off. In some of these matches
Mr. Miller showed himself a most expert marks-
man, beating nt the first trial one of the crack
shooters of Albany. Mr. Dawson, of New York,
ulso beat his opponent, Mr. Ridgeway, of this eity.
There were several members o(g any bar on
the ground; one of them, I observed, was armed
with a handsome fowling piece; he acted as an
“out-sider,” and bagged several birds.
