General Taylor.

Everything is fraught with interest that is con-
nected with the nominations which are soon to be
made by the two conventions—the one at Balt-
more, and the other at Philadelplua. Politicians and
their friends were never so full of business as they
are at present. Forthe last six months article has
followed article, and letter after letter has been pub-
lished from the various candidates, giving their
opinions and defining their positions before the
public, in order to set some mistaken persons
right, as to their views and principles. The most
recent epistolary political documents have been
those of Mr. Clay and General Taylor. Mr. Clay's
famous circular was dated at Ashland, the tenth of
April, and it struck the community with some pe-
culiar sensations. It wasa new mode of appear-
ing before the country, and its novelty created re-
marks of a certain kind in every quarter. The
next correspondence which attracted attention,
was the two letters of General Taylor—one ad-
dressed to the editor of the Richmond Republican,
dated April the twentieth, and the other to Captain
Allison, two days afterwards, on the twenty-se-
cond of April.

The letters of both these distinguished men huve
been before the world for some time, and have eli-
cited a vanety of remarks; but they do not diselose
all the correspondence that has taken place on the
subject.  Te have the best reasons for knowing that
cotemporancous with the dates of those letters [fram
Gen. Taylor and Mr. Clay, which have been pub-
lished, a private corvespondence took place between
these distinguished porsonages, of a very remarkable
character, disclosing views,and principlesand feelings
on the part of each, which will have a most important
hmrnlg on the siomination of the whig national
conpention, and jrobably on the reswlt of the Presi-
dential clection. We have received this information
within the last few daye, from the South and West,
and on such awthority as convinees us of the truth of
the facts thercin set forth. We shall state the 1141:-

Thi= correspondence between Mr. Clay and Gen.
Taylor was commenced by Mr, Clay. On or about
the 10th of Apnl, eotemporuneonsly with the date

From the appearances of the political horizon, and
the arrangements making among the private and
gpecial friends of General Scott, we have every
reason to believe that old Chippewa, or old Fussand
Feathers, or whatever else he may be called, will
be a very prominent man before the convention in
less than three weeks; and the chances are, that if
the New England delegates work their cards as
they appear to be doing, Gen. Scott may yet be the
nominee of the whig convention. Now, although
General Scott, from his hasty soup correspondence,
has made himself the laughing stock of politicians
throughout the country, yet it may be doubted
very much whether, if he should go before
the masses of the people, that would affect him
much in the material part of voting.

tlemon in its presence, At 10 o'elock, Judge Hurlbut
entered Lthe eourt-room, and took his seat on the bench,
Messra. White and Bowman hoving enterced some thme
before, and taken their rents within the bar. A delay
of mear an hour took plaee, after dhe opening of the
court, in conrequence of the absence of one of the
Jjurora. At length, the judge called upon ecounsel to
eonsent to take the verdiet from the jurors present.
Counsel for the defendant declined, nnd s further pause
followed. The absont juror at laat arrived, and s sealed
verdiet was handed up to the judge ; upen opening
which it appeared that the jury had found a ver-
diet in favor of the plaintiff against the defendants,
Sheldon, Merson, Freeland, Cram, Lyneh, and Theo-
dore (. Cowles, for $5000, and acquitted the other
defendants.
