must, if porsible, ruin the eredit of other bLanks, and
drag down with them [nstitutions which, but for the
conneetion, would continue solvent.

Ituppears that when the Canal Bank of Albany failed,
there was a charge upon its books of $01.00 against
the Pratt Bank of Buffalo. The report of the com-
missioner, appointed by the pteoller to investigate
the matter, states, that upon a thorough examination
of the books, papers, aod officers of the Pratt Bank, no
fuch indebledness appears, and that t'e affairs of the
bank were in agovnd condition, nnd had been prudent-
Iy mansged. The character of those who have recontly
mannged the affuirs of the Canal Bauk of Albany, is
pretiy elearly illustrated by this act, and if the same ras-
culity bas been exhibited in all their transactions, Hea-
ven help the ereditors of that concern. A week or two
ago we gave an account of the arrest of the cashier of
the Canal Bank upon & charge of fraud, preferred by an
individual who bad purchased of him (the cashler)
about fifteen bundred dollars’ worth of the stoek of the
bank, sometime in Aprillast, upon his representing the
institution peifeotly solvent, when he must have
known that the concern was yotten to the very core.

A letter from Mr. Crittenden is published in the
Intelligeneer of  thas morming, virtwally denying
that e ever wrote the Anderson letter.  As Twas
the first to notice the existence of this lotter, |
will srate the facts of the case. Some weeks ngo
n Mr. Sneleon, of this ¢ity, exhibited to severa
membera of the House of Representatives a letter
which he deelured he had received from o young
luwyer of Cincinnati, named Anderson.  This
letter stated thut the writer, Anderson, had received
from Mr. Crittenden, before the Philadelphia Con
vention, o lemter urging lum to eadeavor to hav:
Tiylor deleatos sent to the convention, ndiculing
the pretensions of Mr, Clay-~declaring that he
conld not suceeed if novinated, and more to that
effect. Mr, Snelsor afterwarfls exlubited another
letter, puiporiing to be written by a gentleman in
Dultinore, of gnnilar import,

A letter from Mr o Crttenden, dated July 22, ap-
pears in g Wentweky paper, ehallenging the pro-
ductien of this letier, and denying that he ever
wrote 1t,  One of two things is eertain—ernther
