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This is the grand secret ot the dangers of the
bar of Cbagres harbor, and the cause of so many
vessels having been lost here. No vessel should
come to this place without being supplied with a

eood hawser.
Since the Onu has been here, she has towed
early every vessel in, and all out; and with the

exception of the Mary Pennel, there has been no

veseel lost, nor even touched on the bar.
The bark Guillord, Thorp, arrived yesterdayfrom New York. She discharged her passengers

to-day, and will sail for New York to-m<>rrow,'the
bih. Bark S L. Crowell, Lewis, lrom New York,
and schooner lona, from New Orleans, arrived today.theyare now anchored outside. The steamer
Galveston lelt New Orleans, for thiB place, on the
15ih February, and has not arrived yet.
About 1,400 passengers, exclusive of those in the

S. L. ^Crow ell and lona, are on the Isthmus at the
present time, waiting for passages to San FranciscoThe steamer Oregon will leave Panamu on
the 10th, and take about 300. The California is
expected hourly. Passengers would get across
w th less difficulty and expense, if they did no1
bring so much freight with them. The charge
from Gorgona to Panama varies from $10 to $16
per Parrel or trunk. There is a whale Bhip which
will leave Panama soon tor San Francisco. She
will tak^ about 250 passengers.

I have received a leher from Mr. Nelson, the
Amencsn Consul at Panama. He says that within
two weeks there will be veesels enough coma from
Calko and Valparaiso, to take all the passengers
now oa the Isthmus, and as many more as may
arrive in that time. Oatrs.

The description ol the country has been already
given, and is known to be unequalled in point of
richness of soil, grandeur of scenery, and in the
hospitable character oi its people. I crossed the
Isthmus at a time when the influx of strangers was
at its greatest height, and the only difficulty I experiencedon the whole route, was in obtaining
lodgings at Gorgona; and this, by a little effort,
might nave been obviated. Now il persons comingthis way will only observe the following directions,they can cross to Panama at any time,
with no other trouble than the fatigue the riding
ol twenty-four miles would occasion. While on
board ot the ship, it would be well to form clubs of
four or eight persons; appoint a person to each
party who will be able to land at Uhagres and engagecanoes to take them to Gorgona. A medium,
or an ordinary size et boat, is capable ot carrying
from three to lour persons, with their luggage, ana
if properly bargained tor, can be had tor about
thirty dollars.this Bum to be divided among as

many as may take passage in her. In engaging
the cauees, it would be good policy to negotiate
with a person or persons who are tneinselves the
uiittli intr av nrnnnllinir nnutnr and if rtnadihld* to

avoid payment in fulF until the whole journey be
performed. A receipt.it payment be made in
advance.from the owner, signed by the alcalde,
would be desirable ; and as it corns nothing, and
but little troub'e, 1 would recommend each person
to take this precaution, lu starting trom Chagres
to go up the river, each person would act wisely by
providing a supply of provisions tor one or two
da>a. although this is not absolutely necessary,as there are many little hamlets upon the
banks, where milk, cutlee, chocolate, and ediblesmay be had at h trilling expense, providedthe applicant is courteous ana reBpecttnl.
To Hvoid travelling by night, the passengers should
start at day break, or as much before as possible.
By this means, if despatch is used, you reich Gorgonasome time the same evening. I would recommendpassengers to remain on board the ship
until they have made their arrangements to proceedup ihe uver. There are no accommodations
on shore beyond thoBe picked up by chance in
lamilies ; and they are generally of the worst description.The steamer Urns has been put on the
Chagres river, by Mr. Aspinwall, to facilitate the
transit ol passengers Irom one ocean to the other,
and to render assistance to vessels arriving trom
the United States; and it hor captain followed out
his instructions, I would strongly recommend them
to take passage in her. It is the duty ot the captain,.1 learn, to guaranty a passage to Gorgona
tor ten dollars; but alihough the boat does not
reach more than one-half the way, he is bound to
forward passengers unci baggage to the above
place in canoes, placed under his control for that
purpose. On reaching Gorgona, which is the- best
route from November till June, apartments, such
as the place aflords, may be had near the landing, at
either the French or the Ameucan houses; small

I private houses may be hired for the day at trom
75 cents to $i 50; board at either of the hotels is
trom to f 1 50 per day. Here there are master
muleteers, who are leagued with tne proprietors of
the hotels, and always la your way, ready to offer
you iheir Horses. no anxiety or impatience
should be mam tested, but rather assume an air of
carelessness and indifference while questioning or

bargaining for mules to Panama ; tor, like all other
branches of trade or traffic, in this as well as in
every couutiy upon the tace ot the earth, the carryingtrade ot the Isthmus has its ups and downs,
and its ffuc'uations; and those engaged in it, in
common with their brethren all over the world,
will take advantage of every chance. A mule will
carry two trunks, ot 150 lbs. each, which should
cost, at the highest estimate, not over $10. It will
be well here, al6o, to take a receipt from the owner,
although not necessaiv, except in cases of damage
to the tiunks or goods Baggage should be sent
on, it possible, two days before the owner starts,
aud let him see that it has really gone; for frequentlythese carriers, when having loads engaged
arid paid tor in advance, will lounge about lor
days, while you, at Panama, are impatiently waitinglor clothes. The passage from Gorgona occupies,at a moderate gait, from eight to twelve
hours. I crossed in lesB time, with but little or no

difficulty. Endeavor to procure a good horse, and
when once on his back, trust to his sagacity.lot
him take his own track. Arriving at Panama, the
first house you meet is the French Hotel, it
stands as second rate, but gives good eating for
the sum 01 $1 50 per day. The American Hotel,
which is tne principal public establishment, is
conducted on a larger scale, with prices to correspond.The charges are $2 per day. There are

meny private families through the city, where comtunableboaid can be had at $1. and even less, per
day ; there are likewise hundreds of vacant rooms,
ttint can be hired by the day or week by parties;
and if sconomical in their living, and they purchaseat the maiket their own provisions, dress it
th< msf Ives, and furnish their own bedding, they
can subsist tolerably comf ruble tor 50 cents or
less per day. This plan seems to be the favorite,
unit the one most generally adopted by people
coming here.
A bombastic display of fire arms about one's body

is not at all becoming; here is the very last place
in the world, except in sporting, these things are
of the slightest use. To see one ot our people
coming in from Gorgma or Cruces, covered with
bowie ltnives, levolvera, stilettos, guns, and eveiy
article ot fire arms manufactured, would lead a

stranger to suppoae that he expected to encouuier
only dens ot wild animals or nations ol cannibals.

1 lie city of Panama, usually quiet, is at present
alive with tke busy but ot the Americans; aud the
apathy and natural indolence ot the natives have
given place to a portion ot the energy and life
which are everywhere the chief characteristics of a
citizen ot the United States. The arrival ot the
Crescent City, the Falcon, and some sailing ves

the thing a permanent issue.
The United Stales mail steamer Oregon, Capt.

Piereon, the second vessel in the mail line establishedby \V. 11. Aspinwall. Khu., of New York,
for the transportation of mails and passengers from
Panama to San Francisco, touching at the intermediateport*, made her appearance in this harbor
on the evening ot the 23d iust , after the quickest
passage ever made between the two ports. Her
sailing,or steaming time,is something less than that
of the California, being but 65J days from New
York to Panama. She entered the port as clean
and in as good order, the machinery as firm, and
the vessel as tight, as when she left New York.
There is barely occasion for one stroke of the
hammer.not a screw out of place; so perfect ia
she in detail that the day after her arrival her head
might be turned and the same route traversed
without any preparation beyond the coaling. This
is indeed a triumph for Messrs. Stillman, Allen
Co., who are the engine builders of both the Californiaand Oregon; she is a noble looking vessel,
aou as ene ties now in me neaut.iui oay 01 Manama,tier well drawn lines and symmetrical proportionsare displayed 10 the best advantage, and
which are heightened by a comparison every one
is iorced to make, between her and the British
mail steamer New Granada, lying close by. The
Oregon left Valparaiso two days alter the New
Granada, and reached here thirty-six hours before
her. The Granada, however, was on shore at
Guyaquil, where she remained twenty-four hours,
but came off without injury. The Oregon is the
finest built vessel that has ever come upon ths
co..kt; the English steamers are mere pigmies, not
more than one-half the size, and decidedly inferior
in accommodations and workmanship Mr. Aspinwall'ssteamers are already acknowledged the
crack boats on the Pacific.a reputation well and
deservedly earned. It is gratifying to every Americanwho has the welfare of his country at heart,
and who can interest himself in the progress of
these great enterprises, to witness here, so manythousand miles fiom home, the consummation of
one of the greatest projects ever attempted by anyindividual or company. These vessels have performedthis long voyage with safety and exactitude,thereby inspiring the utmost confidence in
the faithful peiformance of her future duties. The
projectors, as well as the citizens at large, have reasonto feel proud of the performance and achievementsof these vessels. The following table is a
copy from ihe journal of the ship:.

Valparaiso to this place, a distance of three thousandmiles and more was made in eleven daya.
The O. hasher lull complement of passengers,

and she will be despatched tor San Francisco in
eight or nine daya The California is looked tor
on her return trip in twelve days.
Tne N. Y. auxiliary steamer Massachusetts,

Capt. Wood, which lett New York in October,
with troops for California, was passed by the
Oregon in the Straits ot Magellan, at anchor. It
w as blowinn hard, and being in the night, Capt.
Ptarton could not speak her. She was, however,
sten, a few days after, at the entrance of the
Straits, lying to under close reefed top sails, by
the steam bark Edith, Capt. Coullard. at Valparaiso,which also lett New York with troops for
California. The Edith and Massachusetts were
in company after leaving the Straits: but the K.
arrived at Valparaiso on the 6th of February.all
in exceedingly good health. They had lots of
provisions and fresh water, having laid in abundantsupplies while coming through the Straits.
Tne Massachusetts was hourly expected at Valparaisowhen the Oregon left. The store ship Lexington,which sailed from San Francisco m the
early part of December, was not reported, either
at Callao or Valparaiso, up to the latest date.
Nine thousand persons, it is estimated, lett

Chili tor the gold diggings since the breaking out
ot the fever. Merchants at Valparaiso and Lima
have run of! all their old stccks to the new market.At the former place there were four vessels
advertised tor California, aBd at the latter seven.
The Valparaiso liapers publish, daily, long lists of

mis, as they are held under the usual Spanish censorship.This 1 have fiom an intelligent officer of
'he United Stales navv, who returns to the United
States, and to whom 1 am indebted for the transmissionof this letter.
We are sadly in want of some mail arrangement

between this place and Chagres. We have no regularconnexion, nor any one to whom the care of
letters could be entrusted. Mr Nelson, our Consul,
has no authority to incur expenses in the transportationcl It tiers; yet often, to oblige persona here,
he I as gone to a heavy expense to send a mail..
The Creicent City and Falcon, left on their last
trip without letters tre>m this place. The mails
were sent two days belore their departure; but,
from some unknown cause, they failed to reach
L'hagres in season.
Tlie brig Belfast, Captain Jordan, sailed for

Sen Francisco, yesterday, with seventy-six passengers.The Btearaer will take away about 250
pe mine, leaving tor ihe whale bark Equator, Capt.

Thie bark came in te-day. She ia an American,
and will, no doubt, fit out tor California. She has

I am glad that you prefer the passage through
the Straits to that of Cape Horn. Your assurance
that the passage through this place is gaining
ground with the commercial community is very
gratifying to the Governor of the colony. I un-

There is one thing which would probably be an

inducement for vessels that wish to come through
the Straits, if it were generally known.that anchorsand chains are kept here by government, purposelyfor supplying such ships as might be so unfortunateas to lose their own: these are supplied
at cost.
As regards the colony, I can only say that it progressesslowly.perhaps from a want of confidence

in the productiveness of the soil; but as it is said
that it will be removed further to the northward,
this idea may lose ground, and the thing be seen

in its proper light. I think that almost anything
can be raised, but not here Point Santa Ana ib

too much exposed to every wind that blows, to be
made a fair criterion of other parts of the Straits
in regard to agriculture. We w ant men here who
have a perfect knowledge of the art of cultivating
the ground.

Duteb to the 20ih November (ten days later than
previous accounts) have been received here from
the Sandwich Islands, via Mazatlan. We are indebtedto private letters for the intelligence below,
which has been kindly furnished us. By this it
will he Eeen that sickness and death are still
iriaKiDg their ravages among the islanders; that s

the charges against Dr. J add are likely to tall to
the ground; that halt a million of gold dust was
expected thereby January; and that hundreds of
loreigners had left, and were expected to leave,
[he islands tor California. The ship news will
ileo be found of interest.
The measles and whooping cough continued to

irevail, and the natives were dying, hy scores, of
heee diseases.
The charges preferred against Dr. Judd, Minister

if Finance, weie lor mismanagement of public
unds, abuse of his office, arbitrary and unconstiutienalacts, Arc These were made by G. M.
Robertson, oi the Department of the Interior, and
sustained by Mr Janett, clerk in the Treasury Department.The King had promised to sift the matterihoroughly, and had appointed a co mission
lor this purpose, consisting of Judge Lee, Messrs.
John Li and C.G. Hopkins. Judge Lee, however,declined to serve; and the King, who relies greatly
upon his impartiality, had not appointed any one
in his place. At the latest dates, nothing had been
done, and it was thought that the whole afiair
would drop.

It is due to Dr. Judd to state, that Mr. Robertson,the accuser ot Dr. J., had previously desired
to be relieved Irons his situation, to go to Califorma,ai<d that Dr.Judd had arbitrarily, as Mr. Robertsonconsidered it, interferred to prevent it.
Dr. Judd, and Mr. Puty, Collector General, have

created great dissatisfaction among the mercantile
community, by departing Irom their proper duties*
and engaging in business, and speculation generally,lor which, Irom their official positions, they
have advantages not possessed by merchants generally.Among the acts attributed to them, is the
getting up of a Hawaun company of gold diggers*
selecting the most enterprising natives for this purpose,who were led to mortgage their real estate
to pay their passages to California. This being in
direct opposition to the policy of the missionaries*
who wisn to retain in the coun'ry the most enterprisingnatives, has, it is said, given cause of offenceto that body.
Many complaints of various character are made

against the administration of Dr. Judd, in whicb
the evidence is so contradictory, that it is lmpessiblehere tu form a coirect opinion; but, that there
is disaffection, is apparent from the desire of a
nun.bt r of ihe foreign officials tc resign their situations.
Up to Oct. :iOih last, $250,000 in gold dust had

been received at Honolulu from California; by January, it was computed that an equal amount more
would be received. Oue vessel brought $100,000.
400 foreigners had already left Honolulu lor California;and these were to be followed by many
more.
