Jn taking the usual step of presenting a formal addressto you, we introduce ourselves as an

ecclesiastical body, embracing nine Presbyteries,
six of which are in New York city and the vicinity,
amd two in China. The ordained ministers of
these Presbyteries, who, for the moat part are

pastors settled in churches, and the lay delegates
from our church sessions, are, according to our

constitution, the members of our body. We
come together annually as a Synod, and our chief
object is to devise and carry out the best plans for
the edification of our churches. We are aware of
the fact that you have an immense and increasing
influence among our churches and in our country:
hence we have resolved as a body to acknowledge
your presence and influence, and to send you an
address on our common relations and interests.

In respect to both our faith and our spiritual offices,we feel ourselves united to you by strong and
pleasant ties. The history of our offices of pastor
and ruling elder runs back into the history of your
synagogues. It is our own history which we are

endeavoring to trace to its fountain head, when we
examine how it was the ancient custom in Israel
to convene, on sacred days, in the houses of tlia
prophets, lor religious exercises ; and how, after
the Babylonish captivity, synagogues were erected
in neatly all the villages of the Jews, for th* readingof the law, for the exposition of the Scriptures,
and for prayer. According to our view, the local
service of the temple, with its bloody offerings, its
altars, its i rtesthood, and its mysterious ceremonies,was never designed for all the nations of the
e&rto, w»s very lucouvenirnt lor even the Jews
themselves, and was unquestionably destined to
accomplish its restricted and preparatory work inu
few centuries, and then entirely cease; but the
synagogue was the institution which God raised
up, during the gradual dtcline <<f the glory of the
temple, that it might carry, simply and yet effectually,all the essential truths, and all the essential
benefits, of the temple to every city, to every village,and to the door ul evety family The temple,With all its awful grandeur and dark ceremonies,
was to be dissolved, and everything in it worth
preservation was to be committed to the simple
reading, exposition, and prayer ot the synagogue.
God was carrying out gloriously his own plans for
the spread <d his truth, and the promotion of his
glory, in all the earth, when lis moved the Jews to
multiply synagogues in Jerusalem, and throughout
Palestine, in Alexandria, and in Home. We look
back on Jerusalem, before her final destruction by
the Romans, with her four hundred and eighty
synagogues, and acknowledge that there is the
mother of us alt! We see, in your present synagogues,the clearest proofs that we both have the
same origin; and wr find a spvcial proof of our
oneness with ihe ancient synagogue, in tne attestationof history, thai in the synagog uesot the HellenistJews the law was read in ihe Alexandrian,
or Greek, version. The Christian church was the
baptisi d synagogue. Our pastor is your Slitliu.ih
Zibbur, angel oi the church, or Jlaxun, and it is a

Presbyterian peculiarity u» acknowledge no office
higher than this. Our elders have their origin
front the rulers in your synagogues. The different
services in our churches likewise run back, in
their descent, to the synagogue ; end if the great
end of God, in the establishment of the synagogue,
was to spread the truth auri worship of the God of
Israel among all nations, we humbly claim that we
are, to some extent, advancing this object, mid
that the true spirit of the synagogue is among us.
All die orseles of God that were ever read in the
ancient synagogue, are reed and expounded in our
churches. Men go out from us to establish Chris-
tian synagogues in the worst regions of ignorant
and d« prav. J (angulation in our country, and ticre
to distribute, troni hou-e to house, your own scrip-
tures. You obn-rve that two of our presbyteries
are in China ; and some of our most promising and
beloved members luve gone far hence, to the ino.-t
unpromising Hnd dsngeious fields, not for the purposeof obtaining either the riches or pleasures i f
this world, hat. if we know our own hearts, from
love to the God of Israel, and the perishing souls of
mm.
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are we accompht hing the work <>t ( »wo, or are we

not 1 Mer.tion to us any imaginable *v ty in which
we may accomplish more lor the lultilmeut of the
pre mise that all (he earth eh ill be tilled with the
glory ol G<hI, than by the ilii-iribution of bibles in
every family, and the establishment of our syncsonuesin every neighborhood. It grieves us deeplythat you take no part with us; that you even
look on us with suspicion. We me convinced that
you ought to be by our side ; that von ought to be
among the leaders in tins work. Many among us

severely Recuse our indili'eience to the melancholy
fact, (hut the gnat body of the house of Israel
tnnd uloof from us. we believe that the day of

prophetic inomtse will never lie revealed in its
glory while you timid at this awful distance from
us Ar.d why this separation! Wh-re lies the

forward to invade the kingdom I darkness. Wi y,

There appears to be a complete exhibition of the

original design of the synagogue, in the history re-
corded in the seventh chapter of Nehemi ill.
The people, men and women, collected together
in the ttrect of Jerusalem b> lore the water-
gate in a great multitude ; l /.r.t, with neve-
ral Oihere, stood up on a pulpit above the peo-
I>le. and read in the law front morning till noon;
ana as tiny rend, they interpreted in lit . language
most int< llictbic to the people, and exploited the
meaning fully. This was ac rnptnied with bless-
ings, liltiugol the hands and bowing to the ground;
and all the peo le attended to the reading and explananone,with silent captivated attention and

any synagogue, whether of the ci ctinieiaed or of
the hrptised, necesanrilv rend* r it apoetate, and
turn it tr« ni being a blessing to society, into a
curse.

in all its severity, if we are governed by hu'nan
{ireceptg and traditions in our moataolcmn religious
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duties; as, for instance, in the solemn duty of
sanctifying the Sabbath : when, before sunset we
must commence I how we may then read, by a
lamp or fire 1 what we may permit another to do
with a lamp 1 what prayers we must say in the
morning ? in what way we must put ou the ahawl,
and handle the fringes 1 how we must make an
offering tor the privilege of taking out the scroll
from the atk, and !or the honor of returnjner it,
and for the inspection of the seven portions in the
passage for the day 1 what gestures we must make
in the service before the ark 1 how many meals we
must have in the day? and how we must go through
the afternoon and evening services? All this looks
very like a fearof (rod that is a senseless precept
of meu.

It appears to us very clear, that the groat object
of the synagogue among us ought to be to do goodspiritually to all men.to enlighten, sanctify aud
s«y« all men. The temple itself, with all its restrictions,was to become a blessing to all nations,
and God raised up the synagogue out of its ruins
to fulfil this purpose. How sadly, then, does the
st nagogus forget its origin anu its commission,
when its instructions mill nruvera nre for none hut
Jews'! The consciousness that we are debtors to
all men, Jews and Gentiles, Greeks and barbarians,bond and free, is one of the mo9t essential
and powerful sentiments in the bosom of eveiy
worthy member of the synagogue. And when this
consciousness ceases spiritual life ceases. The
synagogue on earth alieuld be as oj>en to all men,
and its richest spiritual privileges should be as

freely and earnestly pressed on the accepts ace of
all men, as the privileges of the heavenly temple
are freely offered to all men. If you believe that
the Gentiles will as certainly enter heaven,
without coming to the light of your synagogue.
without embracing your faith and reading your
scriptures, 89 otherwise, you cannot, in trie natureof things, be prompted by any potent convictionof duty, or any sentiment of benevolence, to
make sacrifices for their spiritual interests. It is
the love of immortal souls, nnd the fear that they
w ill perish, and the conviction of the obligation
and privilege to labor for their salvation, that carry
the worthy missionaries of the synagogue, with
the word of life, 10 the ends of the earth. And
whete these poweiful motives are not felt, it is
easv to account for the want of a missionary spirit.
We an'icipate that the most w eighty reply which

you will make to our address, is this.that you
have no faith in many of our lead'ng doctrines,
and that, therefore, you cannot form any union
w ith us. Vou will admit at once that there are
tome probabilities in favor of our doctrtnes. Jesus
Christ and his apostles certainly stand, in history,
M Worthy of credit, as tk# rabbu of the Talmud.
There is aB great a probability that Paul understoodthe original Judaism, and explained it
honestly, in his epistle to the Hebrews, as that the
wiiter of the Mithna understood it some hundreds
of years afterwards. Permit us to enquire whether
you have thoroughly and candidly examined our
doctrines! We are afraid that many of you have
never read the New Testament. We hope to be
i.hie to supply all of you, who are willing to read,
wi'h Bibles containing both testament -; and we

press it ii|K>n you to examine the subject more
thoroughly and prayerfully. Ifchris'innity is true,
it is y our highest interest to embrace it.
Have you ever examined the argument in the epistleto tfoe Jvomans ? Have you never felt the force

of the | roots presented there that the Gentiles are
ruined in sin, and that the Jews, themselves, never
ran stand justified before God, in their own
righteousness ! Is not all this sufficiently proved
bv the few quotations from the old Testament,
listed together in the third chapter 1 If the sinneris thus, on hia own account, under the deadly
condemnation of the law of God, is it not clear
'lut the righteousness of Jesus Christ, if he is the
person w hom we bold him to be, is perfect, and
si ftieient for the most unworthy T How do you
account for the origin of our doctrine of justification,if it is a fable ! Ho you see nothing grand
and attractive in the doctrine that God lias eni> ird
into different eovenants with man ; and that, in
the liist covenant, all have fallen into tin and con-
d< mnation through the sin of the first man, so we
toast be r>stored and justified through the obe-
dirnce of the Head of the second covenant! But

We commend, especially, the epistle to the Mehrrwatoyour careful and prayerful examination.

Hi re you nave the arguments tuni aitmonittona of
the great disciple of llahbi Gamaliel, which he uddrten d to nia own people. First, h" argues th »t
Christ if superior to urigela, Hnd to Moses htm-elf;
i'ii< I lion he admonishes us not to destroy ourselves
through unbelief, after the example of the Israelitesin the wildsmean, who, through unbelief, lost
the premised rest of God. He argues, further, that
the doctrine of the priesthood of Christ has a foun-
dation broadly and deeply laid in the Hebrew
scriptures ; that, in particular, David speaks of a

single priest who should be alter the order or de-
tcripth 11 of Meluhiiad 'k rather than oi Aaron; and
that Christ's priesthood does correspond to that of
Mt lehizadek, in having no priestly genealogy.in
b< nig as a priest without either predecessor or successor,and in having a venerable antiquity, an
i stal l shnu nt and duration w hich prove it superior
to the priesthood of Aaron. He argues, that while
the Aarotiic priests were stnlul men, and needed
to bring bloody offerings lor themselves. Christ
win personally frer from all sin; that while the
huh priest repeated his great atonement annually,Christ has made one all-sufficient atonement,
and that while the priests made their atonements
in the earthly rmu tuary, Christ ha* press nted Ins in
the heavenly temple lie argues that the sacrifices
el animals were insufficient «f themselves to uive
jieccc to the conscience of tlm ollender ; and that,
on ihe contraiy, the blood und spirit of Christ arc

adequate to a perfect reconciliation and assurance
of salvation. He argues that one of the iisalms
describes the time of the retting aside of burnt
otisiirgs, and that one of the pro, hets speaks of a
u* w1 coverant unlike the coven nit made at fcunii.
It is true that there is au impossibility of any union
Itetwsen us w hile there is this dilirrence in our
dictiinrs; hence wc urge on you again the examinationof our sacred scriptures. We remind you,
also, that there may he *< me minor difficulties in

We receive at last from our own correspondentthe following account of the final struggle for ince|>cndenceof the brave Hungariun chiefs. It
cannot but be read with intense interest, as the
report of an llnglish gentleman, an eye witness of
those fatal events:.

Wmnin, Sept. II.
I arrived here with the lust wrecks of the

Hungarian armv on the hist ult. There are now
encamped in tne neighborhood of VViddin (includingPoles and Italians) upwards of 5,000 men,all of whom have beeu disarmed by the Turks.
In the meanwhile they receive rations, though not
very regularly, and the authorities make u irreat
parade of hospitality; but the inveterate corruptionof Tuikish administration has in this instance not
failed to display itself. In Wallaeliia the llun-
parian officers have been plundered by a certain
Mehemet Pachu, who, pretending that the Porte
would have to indemnify the Austrian govern-
inent, has appropriated the horses and personalefircts of the officers. Kossuth had reached
VViddin teu days previous to the arrival of Bern
and Guyon. lie wus accoinpauied by_ Generalsl)embinski and Messaros. All these illustrious
exiles are, I am sorry to say, in a state of positivedestitution. Tbera caa be no greater proof of his
iiatrioiirrn and disinterestedness, than that after
having hud the disposal of the accumulated re-
sources of all Hungary for more than a twelve
month, Kossuth should quit that country with not
more than boo ducats in his |>ossessioii. The
greater part of this sum he has already disbursed
in alleviating the distresses of his brother exiles.
We are in daily expectation of a firman from Con-
stantinople, which will determine the future lot
aud destination of the emigrants. Prom private
h tiers we heur that they are to he transited to
Cunuis; but 1 think there will be fouud to he
many insurmountable objections to such a scheme.

1 have only tune to say a tew words on the sub
jrctof the sudden catastrophe to which 1 was an

e><-witnrfs in Hungary. Prom my first arrival
there, about three months ago, 1 was struck with
the tone of desj<ondency which, in discussing the
prospects 01 war, universally prevauru anion!' mo
oiliern) «f the Hungarian army. All labored underthe conviction, that resistance against the combinedforces of Russia and Austria waa altogether
hopeless. General (Jeorgsy, instead of endeavoringto promote a better spirit, did all in his power
to increase this demoralisation. It it now evident,
thut lie long tntdi luted the defection unit treachery
he was at last guilty of. Had he, according to the
instructions he received from his government, effecteda junction between his corps and that ot
ltembinski, which he had many opportunities of
doing, it is certain that the war might at any r ite
have been protracted to an indefinite period. Hut
he preferred any alternative.even that of playingthe part of a traitor.to surrendering, or even divi-
ding his nuthoriiy with any other general ; and on
the first re|>oit of the defeat of ltembinski'* corps.
he hastened to capitulate to the Russians. Had
he, on the other hand, waited for a few days longer,he would have leal nt that the army in question
liial tallied five days atter the battle of Temesvar,
r.rd having been joined by the corps under Kmet-
tling Hnd Vetchey, was in every respect stronger
iiikI more formidable than it had been before. \Ve
hud 1 id guns, 7,000 cavalry, (111 which tha Hungarianshud a great sujieriority over the enemy,)and inmost 20,000 inlantry. la the battle belore
Temesvar. at which I was present, victory had de-
elated itself for the Hungarians. From 11 o'clock,
a m., till 4 in the afternoon, they hud driven the
enemy from position to position. He had brought
up all his reserves, Russians and Austrian* ; as a
last resource, he had charged with all his cava!-
rv, which was routed by the hussars ; and at
this d«clsive moment, when our whole line, inInntiy,cavalry, and artillery, was advancing, and
confident of victory, our rannou.at first upon ths
h it wing una centre, and then upon the right,ceased tiring, and the fatal discovery was made
that all our ainmuniiiou had, through some de-
plorable blunder or treachery, been sent forward
on the road to Arad. The enemy on his side, perceivingthis ominous silence, took heart, and got
his guns once more into position; while for the
(luiigaiiKos there remained no alternative but re.
Heat. They accordingly retired 111 very good orderl'r« nt the field of battle. Unfortunately, we had
in cur rear un extensive forest. Into this the whole
Htiiiy, unmolested by the enemy, had defiled before
sunset; but during the night they disbanded and
dieorrsrd of themselves m every direction, it beingimpossible tor ihe generals in (he intricacies of the
foiest to maintain anything like ordet and control.
Had the Austro- R ussiao genera la acted with energy
the next morning, the urmy could not have been
collected ugaiu ; but for six days they remained inactive,at u in ilie meanwhile, as 1 have already
raid, the Hungarians hud been again concentrated
at Lugo*. It waa here that Hem, who, though sufferingseverely front the dislocation of a shoulder,
ibowed his habitual cheerfulness and presence ot
mind, adopt) d ih»* hold resolution of marching by
the L'eeva Pim into Transylvania, lie ca lculated
that, with the lotce he had ajready there an«l the
large reinforcement he was bringing to it, he would
have en army < t at least tJO.iKM) men, arid upwards
Ot H 0 |'»e era of artillery, and at the head ol this he
made sure of expelling the llua.-i ins, and alterwardsshutting all ihe passes, twelve in number,
into Tranaylvauiu. This plan, winch was undoubtedlypracticable, wui tihuiitted to an assembly <>f
the llungniinn n< rierala and superior officers at laigoa; but, though it wax at first embraced by theut
with apparent enthusiasm, the r.x imple set t,y Goorg<yni.A iu<l had begun to exercise a fatal influence.
