The recent discussions regarding the route to

the Pacific through Nicaragua, have drawn attentionto the adjoining republic of Costa Rica. Of
the five petty States into which Central America
is divided, Costa Rica is the only one that has
been for any lengthened period exempt from the
anarchy by which this region has been devastated.
Order has now been well maintained throughoutthe country for some years, and a steadily increasingcommerce has been the consequence,
nevertheless,there is not much popular knowledgeof its resources; and as f requent allusion is certain
henceforth to be made to it, it may be desirable to
mention the leading features by which the State
is distinguished. Its territory comprises from
2,500 to 3,000 square leagues, bounded by the republicof New Granada on the south, and the river
San Juan and the lake and part of the State of
Nicaragua on the north. Its surface, like the
other parts of Central America, presents all varietiesof climate, extensive valleys, table lands, and
mountains, interspersed with several volcanoes
and small lakes, occupying the middle portion.
Between the foot of the mountains and the shores
of the two seas, the lands are low and flat. The
oil is singularly productive, and all the articles

peculiar to intertropical regions are grown in
abundance, excepting cochineal, cotton, and the
vine, which are liable to be destroyed by the periodicalrains. Coffee is the staple export, and, as
Well as indigo, tobacco, and cocoa, which are also
produced, is remarkable for its quality. Woods,
drugs, grain fruits, cattle, poultry, and a variety of
miscellaneous articles, likewise, form part of the
commerce of the republic. Some gold mines
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Without any very extraordinary results. Copper
and coal are likewise found, but these, of course,
have been neglected. The population amounts to
100,000 inhabnunts, of whom only 10,000 are Indians.The trade is now almost exclusively car,ried on with England, in British bottoms; but the
shipments taking place on the Pacific side, the
tedioas route by Cape Horn is a serious drawback
Last year the exports consisted of 150,000 cwt. of
coflee, estimated at §<> on board; about 10,000 ox
and cow hides; a considerable quantity of
mother of pearl, Nicaragua wood, and sarsanarilla;
and a small quantity of pearls : the total value
being estimated at $ 1,000,000. The imports consistof English, American, French, and German
manufactures, the former being by far the largest in
proportion. San Jose, the capital, is 4,500 leetabove
the level ot the Bea; and from this a cart-road of
72 miles forms the communication with i'unta
Arenas, on the Pacific, which is the principal
