The Kim juror KMtbolas and our Yankee
Writer*.

Within the last lew year*, the people of this
country have been furnished with a good deal of
reliable information about the Autocrat of all the
Russias, by Yankee travellers, who have gone
through portions of his dominions. Mr. Maxwell
published, not long ago, a very racy account aboat
"The Czar, his Court, and People," which threw
a considerable light upon the character of the Kml*rorand the Russian nation ; but a work has recentlyappeared, entitled " A Tour to Circassin,"
by George Leighlon Ditaon, Esq., of Boston, which
has thrown more-light upon his policy, and the
spread of his dominion in the Erst, than pretty
nearly all the other works together. This volume
is dedicated to Prince Woronzotl", the < iovernor of
Southern Russia.a man who has had an extraordinaryhistory, and can be compared to only a few
other great contemporaries, who have passed
through very similar scenes, fie enacted a part in
the history of the world, from the time of Napoleon'sempire till his final overthrow, ulmoat as

conspicuous, and, perhaps, still more important, in
some respects, than the Archduke Charles, or even

the Duke of Wellington, li was mainly under his
counsel and military guidance that Napoleon met

years, Woronzofl' distinguished himself by the
bravest and nioet heroic achievements, in the cause

of the Holy Alliance, when the desperate effort was
making to crush the French empire. As a reward
lor very long services, Prince Worouzotl has been
covered with almost eveiy honor in the gift of
Nicholas, and he now occupies the most important
l>ost in the empire.unless, indeed, the Prime Ministerhimself, Count Nessclrode, may, from alwayshaving the ear of the Fmperor, sway a larger
influence iu the allairs of llussiu. Woronzotfhas,
for a considerable time, been the Governor of
Southern liussia, which, from the rapid and sure

spread of the Emperor's dominions in the Fast,
now embraces a territory half as large as the settledportions of the United States. For a long pej
nod, the encroachments of the Kustian emperors,
upon the old dominions of the Mussulman power,
have been contiauully increasing, until the very
foundations < f the Turkish monarchy are sapped,
and awaiting a final overthrow.
This book of Mr. Ditson is taken up, to a considerableextent, with portraying the progress of the

it ussian power in the Fast, and some considerable
prominence is given to the brave, but unsuccessful
snuggles of the dauulless Sliemel, the Chief of the
Circassians. It is really a curious spectacle to see

that noble race, from whom the European nations
have derived their origin, yielding inch by inch to
tlie resistless inroads of the great Northern ltarbansn:end the account which lie lias given in tnis
volume of the noble struggles of the Circassians
against ihe desjKitism of Russia, will excite the
sympathy of every lover of liberty throughout the
world. Hitherto we have known very little, and
the world hu» known very utile, ol the facts here
treated ol; and although there id less information
given than was probably in the possession of the
author, yet we have no reason to complain of what
he has done, and, perhaps, on a future occasion, lie
may gratify (till further the curiosity of those who
are tracing with interest the fortunes of the Circassianrace and the progreau of ihe resistless empireof the C/ars. Considerable portions of tne
book are taken up with picturesque and pleasing
accounts of the morals of the |>eople of Circassia,
most of which is new, and all of which will prove
intensely interesting to popular readers. It is a

book which will be likely to rival, in iwpulanty,
the stirring and graphic accounts which Ledyurd
has given of the "Hums of Ninevah;" but we have

Statistics of Lawyers in New Yore..A
great deal has been said and written with re*

gard to the comparative success in life of mer*

chants in our large cities, compared with mechanics,manufacturers, and farmers, while we are

not aware that any one has taken the tro ble to

examine into the condition of those who follow
the profession ol law, a class of citizens wh ch has
been 'or many years, and still is, consta tly increasingin number. It is, in fact, the favorite
and most favored profession in the United States,
to qualify for which moat of our rich men and
others, aiming at distinction for their families,
educate one or more of their sons. It is also the
class forming a large proportion of Amenc&n aristocracy,so called, and the profession which ennv/\oar.nkn lavrrncf ctioFo g\f fliA nftiPAfl nf

honor. tiust, and emolument in the United Stale*..
from this profession being taken, with few exceptions,our Presidents and Vice-Presidents, membersof the Cabinet, Ministers to foreign countries
(save when editors nre to be rewarded, ai in the
case of Colonel Webb), Members of Congress,
Governors of States, and the judiciary, of course.

The present number of lawyers in the city of
New York is about twelve hundred, without
counting the lower class 6f pettifoggers and the
hongers-on at the Tombs, and tho.e frequenting
the purlieus of other notorious places, where
rogues and vagabonds " tuost do congregate."
Of these twelve hundred lawyers, about one-tenth,
or one hundred and twenty, are ranked in the
category of our wealthy men, including those who
have within a few years retired from the professionof the law, in consequence of fortunes accumulatedby that business, speculation, or marrying
rich wives. Probably two hundred on the list of
lawyers are the sous of rich men, doing but little
or no business, and to these we may add five
hundred more, as a set of adventurers, leading
a rather precarious life, from the small amount
of their earnings in the pursuit of their overdoneprofession. This class arc always extremelygreedy in the pursuit of cilice, and are remarkablybusy about the time of elections, and
rovii/iiiluvlir nrouimio tK» nnmiiinfinnti nf flip l»H>.

elective parties, among whom these adventurers
divide themselves, according to their inclinations,
or more commonly with regard to the prospects of
success in obtaining office.
We should say that not more thun five hundred,

and if their average earnings are $2,000 only per
annum, we have the snug sum of one million ef
dollars in each yeur, paid by the citizens of New
Yoik, and other persons doing business here, for
the support of the better class of lawyers. The
remaining six or seven hundred are supi>orted in

one way or other; some by their rich parents and
wives; others are dependent oil what they can pick
up. Probably they are a tax upon the citizens to

the amount of hall a million of dollars annually.so
that adding the expenses of the courts, such as

salaries of judges sad other ofiicers, fees, Arc.,
and we have two millions of dollars paid hy the
industrious and producing classes for the advanlagesand amusement which the law and the lawyersafford them.

In the United States Senate, a message was re.

The House ot Representatives convened, and

In the New York Legislature, a memorial was

presented in the Senate, from merchants of this
city, praying for a reduction of the rates of toll on

canals. The bill amending the charter of the HudsonKiver Railroad Company, was taken up in
Committee of the Whole, and passed the committee,and was ordered to a third reading.
The House passed a bill amending the charter of

the New York Hospital. The discussion of the
slavery resolutions consumed the balance of the
cession.

A flu Irs In Washington.
OVR SrEClAL TELEGRAPHIC CORRESPONDENCE.

Washington City, >
Thursday, Jan. 31, 1850. )

We reported you the appointment ol Neil S.
Brown, of Tennessee, as Minister to Russia, some

days ago. The President yesterday sent it to
the Senate.
On Monday next Sam Houston is to speak on

the Territorial question, on the basis of the Missouricompromise.
Mr. Calhoun still improves, but Mr. liackett

continues dangerously sick.
There is a patty at Secretary Preston's to-night.
The correspondence relating to New Mexico

was laid before the Senate to-day. It amounts to

little else than reports of military operations. GovernorHenderson, of Texas, writes, in 1817, that
jf General Kearny occupies New Mexico as a

separate territory, Texas must protest against it.
Mr. Buchanan replies that he expects Texas will
get her just rights, but that Congress must settle
the question, snd not the Executive.
Mr. Crawford, on the 28th of March. 1849, wrote

that it was not expected that Texa3 would undertaketo extend her civil government to Santa Fc,
but that if she did the Uh'ied States troops were

to avoid coming in conflict with the authorities of
Texas. Mr. CiawforJ, on the 19tli of November,
advised the Commander and his accociates, in
New Mexico, to encourage the people to organize
themselves into a State.
Thus, it will appear that the last administration

sustained the claims of Texas, while the present,
as far as practicable, takes the ground that Texas
has no right to the dis|>uted territory.
