The Code and the Courts,
The community are very much
m knowing what is the effeet of the * code

of procedure in civil causes,” by which the
practice s now  regulated. It was  orig-
mally prepared, as we all koow, by Mesars,

Grahaan, Field and Loomis, conumissioners ap-
poloved i pursuance of & constitutional direction
that the practice should be revised, simplified and
abridged. 1t had long been alleged that the forms
and technicalities in pleading and practice had oe-
garioned deluy, expense amd ungertainty, in the
adminis tration of fustice ; that the suitor, instead
of having the merits of his case decided, was often
entrapped in the mes<hes of legal subtlety, and that
.elt'}' hills of costs accumnlated, not in ascertain-
Ing the right, but in adjusting the remedy.  Turors
were often surprised when & nonsuit wis granted,
theugh the plaintiff had the legal and moral right
o recover, becanse the form of the action had

into rambling and impertinent averments, by which

unmaterial ssues are presented, and unless such

passages we siricken out on motion, theCourt, at
the trial, have much time and labor to femploy in
selecting from the papers before them the questions
unportant to be determined.

Bewides, the codifiers thought proper to allow
great liberty of smendment in pleadings. As a
general rule, trivial errors should not be noticed
by the Courts, but the code invests the judges
with discretion so large, that the aspect of a case
may, at the trial, be materially changed from
that which was presented Ly the pleadings; and
although provision is made 1o prevent a party being
thus taken by surprise, yet it must be congeded
that, after the testimony in & case has been closed,
under one set of pleadings, the Court should not
permit such amendments as actually present new
issues, and actunlly changethe nature of the case,
of the trial, and of the judgment.

It is now perocived that established forms of
procedure, and of pleading, are essential to secu-
ring the logicul and satisfuctory disposition of
actions, and that if the codifiers were right in
allowing a familiar way of stating a case, they
should have been somewhat more strict in re-
quiring the party to prove it substuntinlly, as it is
stated, We shall return to this subject.
