the advantage, however, of making us acquainted
with Konconi, now, indisputably the greatest of
living barrytoncs. She was also' destined to produceu success for herself which ut, beyond doubt,
unparalleled since the time of Catalan!, and to lay
the foundation of a reputation us enduring as any
which can be earned by a great vocalist. Unfortunately,it is, and must be, of the things which
pars away; twenty-five years hence, it will he as
that of Cutalani.a thing of the past, living in the
memories, alone, of those who have heard her, measuredagainst the reputation ofsome future singer, by
those who have never heard her. and leaving her
successes alone to the chance chronicles of those
w bo may look back to her for the purpose of depreciatingtheir living merit. Such is the world.

PmiUbmciit In the Navy.
It is so easy h mutter to attain notoriety, in a

small way, among the excitement-seeking peopleof our rouutrv, that the man who wishes to get his
name into the public prints, lias only to stand on
the corner of St. Paul's, and shout, " Wo wo
to man!" He will soon gather around him a
crowd of idle persons, who, without asking,
without caring, what may he his character, or
what his object, will gajie upon him with
wondering eyes ; mayhap, the thinking portion
of the crowd will indulge in vague surmises as to
the clamor, and uttrihute it to causes as varied as
the dispositions and characters of those assembled.
S< me will sup|M>se the shouter a religious enthusiast,others will cull him a madman, while others
again will suspect him of being the stool-pigeon of
pickpockets. So easy, then, is it to collect a crowd,
ami attract some attention, that it is hardly necessaryfor the man who is thus emulous of being
gazed upon, to advance a subject of any importance,
hml, from the little attention given to truth by some
of the seekers of notoriety, one woeld suppose that
ail entirely unnecessary ingredient in the subject
matter they choose to discuss.

1 have l»een led into the al»ove train of thought
by a notice of the proceedings of one or two meetings,recently held in New y ork, for the avowed
purpose of discussing the propriety of liavul punishment,but where not one solitary argument was adducedin support of the principles ostensibly advocatedbv the (tersoiis calling the meeting. I say
osienstnly, for the sole object of the persons who
addtened the meeting seems to have been a free
indulgence in vituperating the navy.as naval
"cruelty," naval "aristocracy," naval " despotism,"naval "secrecy," and all sorts of absurdities
were proclaimed, 'l'he use of billingsgate slang
comes naturally to some persons, ami we must
not complain, nor l»e surprun d, at their enjoyingsuch pleasures, nor must we wonder that tneir
toni'iii * run on so fust as to outstrin truth as well
us decency. Erroneous assertions thus mihlidy
made, may, if uncontradicted, mislead those to
win tu the navy ih a " sealed hook," and convey to
theii tnindi> the idea that our shi|>s of war are floatinghells, and our naval officers Savages of the most
biuharous character.

Tkk Sugar C.'hop ok Louisiana..We are indebtedto Mr. P. A. Chuinpomier for a copy of his

statement of the sugar crop of Louisiana, for the
season c:f lKHJ-TiO. This is a highly interesting
ami valuable work as regards thisgreat staple of the
State, and one which has required much labor, cart,
and attention, in collecting tlie correct details; toacMIflplhh w hich, Mr. C. has been unreinittcdlv employedfor many mouths, und has visited almost
every sugar plantation, scattered through so many
parishes and in every section of the State. The
woik contains a great mass of useful and interestinginformation, and would he still more valuable,
if a similar compilation were published every year.
Every planter in the State should encouruge Mr.
C. to continue the work annually : instead of which,
wc regret to leatn that the sale of it thus far has
been so limited, that Mr. C. has not even been reimbursedfar his actual outlay, to say nothing of his
time und labor.
The publication contains correct lists of all the

sugar plantations in the State, separately detailed
for each pariah, with the names of the owners,
quantity of each crop, distance from the city, <fcc.
It appears there are in the State I,.r>d6 sugar plantations,of which there are N6T> provided with
steam power, and 671 worked by horse power.
The prcduce of these plantations, during the
last season, amounted to 217,1*23 h<>gsheads,
the net weight of which is estimated at 2ti9,7W,000
pounds. This includes nn estimated weight of
uK/vnt 19 linn ncmniiu t\f wpI uiifrar wltirh ia

taken from the bottom of the molasses cisterns.
The molasses is estimated at 45 gallons to each
1,(MX) pounds of sugar, or in the aggregate about
12,000,000 of gallons. Of the above 1,536 plantations,there are only 1,455 which are producing
ones, and 81 which have been recently opened,
having as yet made no errfis. Of these latter, 62
will produce crojis to a limited extent n-xt season,
and 19 not until 1851-52.
Since 1848, there have h-en erected in the State

355 engines and sugur imfls, most of them to replaceold ones, or those previously worked by horse
power. Of these engines and mills, the foundries
of Cincinnati have furnished, 281; Pittsburgh, 37;
Richmond, 7; Baltimore. 4; Louisville, 3; New Orleans,10; Algiers. La., 2: liretna. La., 6, and the
Novelty Woiks, New York, 5- We presume that
these engines and mills, on in average, cost ut least
$3,000, and, with the sugar kettles. Arc., would
make uearly $2,000,000 witch Louisiana has paid
to her sister States for rnacliinery alone, during the
above period.
Some of the plantation* have refineries, and

others make their entire "ion in white clarified
sugar. Many of these latter have very costly a|>l>aiHitisand machinery, for w hich from $20,u00 to
$40,000, $50,000, ami even is high as $70,000 have
been ex|>ended, which adds greatly to the al*ovc
estimate of the amount paniby the planters of the
State to citizens of the olhrr States, for that kind
of su;>p!ies.
Mr. Chantpomier estimates the loss to the sugar
